The labor 
party is united, and will work dili­
gently for the election of the candi­
date. I do not know when the con­
vention for choosing the candidate will 
be. held. We will look the possible 
candidates over, and then decide. A 
convention can be called within 24 
hours after the writ is issued. We 
have chosen the delegate plan, as a 
mass meeting would be too unwieldy.”
