“Always Did My Duty,” Says 
Capt. MacAuley. BOOTSColored Tubercular Prisoner 

Will Be Deported to States.
An order has been received by Deputy 

Sheriff Ben Watterworth from the de­
partment of justice at Ottawa to release 
Higgins Hughes, a colored prisoner in 
the county jail, who is suffering from 
tuberculosis in its most advanced stages. 
Hughes was sentenced to serve not less 
than three months and not more than 
two years in prison by Police Magistrate 
A. H. M. Graydon in January last, hav­
ing been found guilty of stabbing Dr. 
Shields of the Victoria Hospital staff 
while a military patient in that institu- 
tion.Owing to the danger of infection to 
other prisoners repeated representa­
tions were made by the jail authorities 
here to have Hughes released, but up 
until the present order no action had 
been taken by the department of jus­
tice. Ordinarily Hughes would have 
been sent to Burwash Prison Farm, but 
because of his condition he was refused

Hughes, who formerly resided in the 
United States, will be deported to that 
country in the near future by the local 
authorities. He will be turned over to 
the United States immigration officials, 
and arrangements are now pending for 
his deportation. Hughes will be sent 
from the border to his former home In 
South Carolina, and a railway ticket to 
this destination will be provided here.

Local officials in charge of the pris­
oner are elated'over this order of re­
lease, as it was feared that if it were 
delayed many days more its purpose 
would be useless, as the condition or 
Hughes is such that local physicians 
claim he can live but a few months 
more.

Though he had 
been in France almost three years, 
this was his first casualty, to the 
knowledge of his parents. A second 
cablegram which arrived today from 
Lleut.-Col. Clifford H. .Reason. D.S.O., 
stated that Lieut. Patterson had died 
In No. 3 Stationary Hospital on June 
22prof. Patterson was preaching in 
Lucan on Sunday .and when the news 
came. James Gray, who also lost a 
son in the war, motored out to break 
the news._

Lieut. Patterson, who was 27 years 
old, had many friends in this city, 
having attended the Collegiate Insti­
tute here. Following his matricula­
tion he took the Normal School course 
in 1907, and the following year his 
honor matriculation. After teaching 
in the Canadian west for four years he 
entered Queen's University in 1912, 
graduating In engineering in 1915. Bn. 
listing for overseas service with the 
6th Divisional Engineers, he went over­
seas as a corporal. He subsequently 
was attached to the Royal Field Artil­
lery, 168th Brigade, receiving his com­
mission as second lieutenant in Sep- 
tember, 1917.

He is survived by two sisters, as 
well as his father and mother.

“Obeyed His Instructions to 
the Letter,” Was Major 

Hirsch’s Tribute.

In view of the assertions which have 
been freely made in military circle 
here that Capt. A. C. MacAuley, assist- 
ant deputy provost marshal of Military 
lie 

made by the captain and by Major John 
Hirsch, deputy provost marshal, 
Capt. MacAuley’s senior officer.

In replying to the address, which ac- 
companied the presentations made to 
Capt. MacAuley by his subordinates of 
No 1 Detachment: Canadian Military 
Police Corps, at the armories the offi­
cer, who has been transferred to Win­
nipeg as a result of the sensational de­
velopments from the Guelph raid, said: 

"No one feels this leaving more keen- 
ly than I do. I HAVE ALWAYS DONE 
MY DUTY AND ALWAYS WILL DO 
MY DUTY. When one does this, things 
must come out alright."

Major John Hirsch, in his address to 
his men, said, in part: “It is a distinct 
loss to the district and to myself to lose 
my right-hand man, Capt. MacAuley. 
He has work which he leaves unfin- 
ished, investigations which must be 
completed, though how, without his as­
sistance, I do not know. He has his 
work at his finger tips, AND HAS AL­
WAYS OBEYED HIS INSTRUCTIONS 
TO THE LETTER.

“I have asked that he be allowed to 
remain here until his successor arrives, 
but do not know if this is to be granted. 
I have not lost hope of retaining Capt. 
MacAuley from the district, my work 
last minute. I have made representa­
tions to the provost marshal at Ottawa 
for the dictum of the minister of militia 
to be reconsidered, and if we lose Capt. 
MacAuley from the district,my work 
will be all at sea for several months."

Ottawa's connection with the affair 
is strikingly illustrated by censorship 
ban which was placed on the event, as 
witness the following from the Guelph 
Herald:

On Thursday the Herald wired 
Col. E. J. Chambers, press censor, 
Ottawa, asking him, inasmuch as 
we had faithfully carried out his In­
structions not to publish anything 
in reference to the raid of the 
Jesuit Novitiate, to be good enough 
to forward an explanation, which 
could be published, so that the peo­
ple of Guelph will understand that 
the silence maintained with regard 
to the visit of the military police 
was by reason of the press censor's 
Instructions and the terms of the 
order-in-council dated 18th April.

Col. Chambers' reply reads as fol­
lows:

“Ottawa, Ont. June 20.
“H. Gummer, Herald Guelph:

“Am sorry to learn that your loyal 
and conscientious compliance with 
request issued from this office for 
silence regarding happenings at the 
Jesuit Novitiate has exposed you to 
a misunderstanding as to your 
silence. When request was Issued 
from this office it was hoped that 
an official statement would have 
been issued in time to prevent the 
spread of untruthful and aggravat­
ing rumors.

HELD TO PERMIT
POLICE TO SECURE. 
FURTHER INFORMATION

St. Thomas Man Guilty on Two Counts 
as Result of Attempting Mixture.

Thomas Gorman Dalton, who gave his 
home as St. Thoma;, appeared in polic. 
court today on two charges, the first 
of which was a breach of the Ontario 
temperance act, the» prisoner pleading 
guilty to having liquor on premises 
other than a private dwelling. Magis­
trate Graydon fined him $200 and costs, 
with the alternative of three months in 
jail.

The second charge was a more serious 
one, the complainant being Thomas 
Richardson of 844 King street, who had 
Dalton arrested on Sunday evening on 
a charge of attempting to steal his 
automobile from in front of the house 
of a King street friend, whom he was 
visiting.

The complainant swore that after 
hearing the engine of his car start, he 
had rushed out, and found two men in 
the machine. An unknown man was at 
the wheel, and Dalton lunged at him 
with a whiskey bottle. Later, the 
prisoner jumped from the car and struck 
the witness.

Dalton ran east on King street, but 
was pursued and captured by William 
Constable, Richardson's host, who 
turned him over to the police. It devel­
oped that while running away, Dalton 
discarded a bottle of whiskey which was 
produced in court as evidence on the 
first charge. A long knife was also found 
by the police, of which Dalton denied 
any knowledge. When searched a 
hatchet was discovered in the prisoner's 
pocket, in explanation of which he told 
the magistrate that he was a carpenter 
by trade, apd intended to go to work in 
Sarnia today.

Electing summary trial by magistrate, 
Dalton was found guilty on both 
charges. He stated that he had brought 
the whiskey from Montreal, and that 
Sunday evening he met an unknown 
man down town, who requested him to 
come for a ride *n his brother’s car 
which they had bought on shares. 
They pushed Richardson's car down 
from the lawn, because the unknown 
friend did not want his brother to 
know they were going for a ride. Dalton 
stated to the magistrate that he had 
no idea that the car was Richardson's.

Magistrate Graydon remanded the 
prisoner until July 2 for sentence, and 
in the meantime an effort will be made 
to locate the unknown driver of the cal 
who escaped.’ 
Magistrate Graydon stated in court 
today that he was determined to stop 
the practice of stealing cars, as it was 
getting monotonous, and in future al! 
such offenders will be much more se­
verely dealt with than before.

No further trouble in the Russian 
colony at Windsor and adjacent border 
municipalities, has been reported. Fur­
ther military prisoners, arrested there 
for failure to report under the M.S.A., 
are expected to arrive here, however. 
Press reports from Windsor say that 
the presence of the detachment from 
the 1st Battalion, Canadian Garrison 
Regiment, under the command of 
Major E. B. Nelles, from this city, has 
had its effect.

groups of Russians were ordered to 
disperse Saturday afternoon when their 
talk became ominous.
