Cheap Tickets All Gone.
The vendors of “six-for-a-dollar” 

tickets have ceased operations, not be­
cause of interference, but simply that 
their supplies became exhausted on 
Monday. One of these speculators sold 
300 slips of tickets on the holiday at 
31.26 each, netting him 3106 for half a 
day’s work. The regular commission 
for selling .was 10 per cent, and the re­
maining 25c was “velvet.” A single 
vendor bought 3500 slips, selling 2510 
at the regular dollar rate and the re­
mainder .at 31.25, making a profit of 
3500. Altogpt 
340,000 “six'for” strips to vendons, re­
ceiving 336,000 
margin of 34000 to the vendors at re­
gular rates. Owing to the opportunity 
taken, however, by the vendors to net 
a handsome 40 per cent, profit, the spe­
culators may have divided up between 
36000 and 37000. Those who had dispos­
ed of most of their stock on the pre­
scribed basis, were chagrined to dis­
cover how easily they could have sold 
all at the 31.25 rate.

The directors are considering adopt­
ing a new method of distribution n.'xt 
year. One suggestion is to have ex­
hibition employee handle the sale. 
There is a feeling that the present way 
means “easy money” fori the .specula­
tors, as the avidity with which the 
public snaps up the premium tickets 
makes the disposal a simple problem. 
It is argued that the 34000 given in 
commission this year would go a long 
way towards the expense of selling the 
tickets by exhibition officers.
