The race in the National League is 
becoming closer as the season drarfs 
to a close and there is still a possibility 
that the Phillies or Braves may forge 
ahead and clinch the pennant. The 
majority favor Brooklyn to win, al­
though present indications leave room 
for doubt. The best the leaders could 
do yesterday was to split with the Cubs, 
while the Braves were winning a double 
header and the Phillies were shutting 
out Cincinnati. Brooklyn is now levy­
ing by a small margin of a half game, 
while the' Braves are four full games 
behind.

In the American League the race con­
tinues between the Red Sox and Chi­
cago. With the lead the champions 
have at this late stage of the playing 
season it is hard to see how they could 
lose. They have seven more games to 
play and the White Sox four. The 
champions could lose three of theid 
games and still beat the White Sox out 
even if the latter won all of their games. 
Detroit is considered out of the race as 
a result of defeat last Saturday and 
again yesterday.

Aside from the actual pennant con­
tenders in both leagues no team in draw­
ing as much attention as the Giants. 
By winning a double header yesterday 
from St. Louis they chalked up their 
twenty-first straight victory and sur­
passed all major league records. A 
modem- record was held by the Chicago 
White Sox, which team won nineteen 
straight games under Fielder Jones in 
1906, and away back slumbering in the 
dusty archives of baseball history there 
was another old record which th'y sur­
passed. This reco.rd. was twenty straight 
games made by Providence in 1884, 
when the playing rules were quite dif­
ferent from those of the modem game. 
The spectacular run of the Giants must 
be solace to McGraw, who fought hard 
since the fall of 1915 to build up a 
pennant winning team. The acquisition 
of Zimmerman and Herzog certainly put 
the team in thé running but the strength 
came a little too late to help wlh the 
much coveted bunting.

In last Saturday’s game in Cleveland 
.Tom Daly, a former St. John hey, re­
lieved O'Neill behind the bat. He 
worked for four innings, was at bat 
once, had five out outs and three assists 
to his credit and in addition made a 
sensational play at the ri te when he 
stopped Duffy Lewis of the Red Sox, 
from scoring. His work this year has 
placed him among the star backstops 
of the league. „
