Despatches from the Roumanian front 
say that, in executing their difficult re­
treat, the Roumanians manoeuvred skil­
fully. By spirited rear-guard actions 
along the road from Ploechti to Buseu, 
they succeeded in delaying General Von 
Falkenhayn’g advance long enough to de­
feat a flanking movement which, if suc­
cessful, would have closed the way to 
Moldavia and resulted in the capture of 
a large part of the army.

000 or 50,000 soldiers will be kept in 
Canada this winter, though the policy 
of sending reinforcements by drafts of 
complete regiments will tend to expedite 
the movement overseas.
