Générai Otter accompanied by Major 

Oulton, Mayor Douglas an d E. N. 
Rhodes, M. P., held a conference in Am­
herst this week with regard to the em­
ployment of the' German prisoners on 
road work and on public property that 
would not interfere with local labor. J. 
L. Ralston, M. P., and R. S. Carter, M. 
P. P., also arrived and the matter was 
further discussed with them.

While final arrangements have not as 
yet been made we understand that there 
is a possibility of German labor being 
employed on the Dickey Park, the Hos­
pital grounds, and some of the outlying ■ 
streets of the town. This is work that, 
would not in the ordinary course of 
events be reached in the next ten years 
by the town of Amherst. The prisoners 
are paid a nominal wage by the Imperi­
al government which is charged to Ger­
many and . the final adjustment will be 
made after the war. A number of them 
may also be employed on the Experi­
mental Farm, and, if the Lovai Govern­
ment so desires the labor can also be 
utilized on the roa^s in Cumberland. 
The town authorities, the local govern­
ment or the Dominion government will 
not be asked to pay anything except per­
haps to furnish the implements of la­
bor. They will not be put at any labor 
that will in any way interfere with local 
labor, for instance, at the Experimental 
Farm they may be employed ip clearing 
land from stumps and underbrush, work 
that would not otherwise be done.

Montreal, July 6—Ames Holden Mc- 
Cready, Limited, report that their fac­
tories are busy on war orders for the 
Canadian soWiers. These orders ore a 
portion of those recently placed with 
various Canadian manufacturers by the 
War Purchasing Commission at Ottawa 
for Canadian troops now being outfitted.

This company have submitted a new 
pattern of army boot to the govern­
ment, which has been approved and 
adopted as being the most suitable in 
point of fitting, comfort, and wearing 
qualities for the requirements of our 
Canadian soldiers. The boot in ques­
tion is made of tan calfskin with double 
soles and Goodyear Welt sewn, and a 
steel plate on the heel.

It is expected that further orders will 
be placed at an early date, not only for 
the soldiers now being trained in Canada, 
but also for Canadians at the front who 
are requiring more boots and who, "t 
is understood, much prefer the Canadian 
boot for comfort and service. Such ac­
tion on the part of the authorities will 
be much appreciated by Canadian labor.
