San Francisco, June 1—Jack Johnson's
day off from hard training was spent in
drawing up a written answer to James J.
Corbett’s statement regarding the ne-
gro's ring courage. Johnson appeared to
be uncommonly exercised over his long
distance word contest with the' former
. champion. “In reply to Jas. J. Corbett,”
his document begins, “I wish to state that
it is not my purpose to enter inta any
maudlin combat with him. However, he
who has been posing under the alias of
‘Gentleman Jim’ had started this cam-
paign long before he reached San Fran-

cisco. Possibly he may believe that I will
have to take such insults as he intimates
on account of color. As to his assertion
that I have a yellow streak, may be he is
right. Still, no one has been able to the
present to produce it.”

Johnson intimates that Corbett showed
cowardice in his meetings a decade ago
with Tom Sharkey and wants to know if
Corbett’s behavior in those events would
come under the heading of “yellow
streak.” The statement concludes:—

“As to you coming to my quarters and
boxing, I would be ashamed to offer you
inducements after the expressions of many
as to your shattered frame. In fact, if
the truth were known, you hardly scale
‘tue middleweight limit. Now I hope and
trust this may appease your appetite for
gallery playing, for which you are famed.”

Corbett, in a signed statement, says he
is in. earnest about arranging a meeting
with Johnson to show him up, and ‘if the
negro. fails to prepare for one, that he
will ‘make the initiative himself,

Gotch and Zybyszko Tonight

Chicago, Jume ‘1—Frank' Gotch and Zy-
byszko will battle for the wrestling cham-
pionship of the world tonight. Critics
predict that Gotch will have a hard fight

to pin the giant Pole’s shoulders to the
mat.

Zybyszko is admittedly the logical op-
ponent of Gotch, as he has emerged suc-
cessfully from the formal elimination con-
test. He has defeated Yussoff Mahmout,
the challenger against Gotch last year,
and practically all of the important wrest-
lers of the country.

Gotch and his opponent have met once
before but in a handicap match. It was
in Buffalo and the terms of the match
called for the American to throw the
Pole twice in an hour. Gotch failed to
get even one fall.

MEDIATION IN DISPUTE
OF EGUADOR AND PERU

‘Washington, June 1—Acting on the as-
sumption that the government’s of Peru
and Ecuador intend to carry out in good
faith their acceptance of the offer of the
United States, Brazil and Argentine, to
act as mediators in the boundary dispute
the three governments today recommended
June 4 as the date for the withdrawal of
the armies from the common frontier.

The state department has heard nothing
during the last several days from author-
itative sources as to whether or not the
governments of Peru and Kcuador were
taking steps for the withdrawal of their
armies although the press despatches
have indicated’ that conditions remain
quite as warlike as before the offer of
mediation was made. In any event the
recommendations of the three governments
will serve to recall the fact that the first
and indispensable condition imposed in the
offer was the simultaneous withdrawal of
the two armies.

Pejepscot With( Tow;
Strikes During
Night

ALL MRE SAVED

Eighteen Men Have Hard Time
Getting to Safety —Tug and:
One Barge Likely Total Loss:
—Captain Comesto City

The American tug Pejepscot, with two
barges in .tow, went ashore at €ape-Spen-
cer - last' night at 10.30 o'clock, during: a
heavy southwest gale and tug nnd barges
are likely to be a total loss. All aboard'|
were saved. (. M. Kerrison, the agent
here, received a telephone  message. this
morning ' from-the keeper of the _hght-
house at Cape Spencer, telling him' of the'
disaster.

Capt. Swett; commander of the tug, ar-
rived in the city. this morning, and said
that at the time of ‘the accident it was
blowing a gale from the south-west, with a
thick fog. ' The tug was first to strike the
rocks, and she sank in less than four
minutes. Her crew took to the bosts and
got on ‘board one of the barges safely, but
lost all their effects and the ship’s papers.
Both barges soon followed the tug. .ashore,
and when the tug's crew got on board of
one: of them, and it- began to fill, they
threw life lines .to the other barge that
by this time was aground well up:on the
beach, and got safely aboard it. After a'
short time another transfer had to be
made ‘to the first barge.

The tug was on the return passage from
Bath, Maine, to St. Martins, N. B.: she
had a crew of ten and the barges carried
four men each, eighteen all told.

The tug Pejebscot was built at Bath in
1907, and was owned by The bagadahoc
Towing Company of Bath, Me. . She was
79 tons net register, and was well equip-
ped with the latest marine improvements,
including electric light plant. The tug
wae valued at more than $100,000. Captam
Swett says she was insured. !

The two barges ashore, No. 2 and No.
4, were both built in 1907, and registered
more than 400 tons each. They were not
They are owned by the Salmon
River Lumber Co.

The St. John tugs Lord Beresford and
Lord Roberts will go down to the wrecks
which lie on the west side of Cape
Spencer, about nine miles from this city.

The Pejepscot has been towing barges
containing pulpwood to Bath, Me., from
St. Martins for the past three seasons,
and had been a frequent visitor to this
port, and much sympathy is felt for Cap-
tain Swett in marine circles over the loss
of his beautiful tug.

(aptain Swett - feels very thankful that
no lives were lost during the storm or inl
the heavy sea. He got ashore as soon as|
possible and walked to the light, which
was about one mile and a half "distant.
When he arrived there he was greatly
fatigued. He got the keeper to telephone
to the agent, (. M. Kerrison in this city.
The captain felt the loss of his steamer
greatly, but was very thankful for the es-
cape of the crews of the tug and barges.
