MEXICO PEOFLE
WILL CELEBRATE. . -
THEIR CENTENARY

(Montreal Star) ;

The Republic of Mexico, with its popu-
lation of eighteen million people, will be
one hundred years old on September 16. i

We
are much in the same boat as Canada. 1t
is progress from every standpoint. We are |
particularly interested in Canada because |
of the fact that an immense amount of |
(Canadian money has been invested in our |
country. Electric light; ‘power, street rail- |
way and other corporations are in the
hands of Canadians ‘and I can tell you
that we are well satisfied.” |

Mr. Hudson represents the government |
committee, which has the celebration in |
hand. He says that it is not their inten- |
tion to have an exhibition, but rather a|
series of events that will give visitors an !
idea of the greatness of the country, and
al the same time be entertaining both to|
the strangers and to the natives.

For three hundred years Mexico had
been a dependency of Spain, and the ter-
ritory under the Spanish viceroy, known
as Mexico or New Spain, extended from
the isthmus of Panama to Vancouver Is-
land. Mexican revolt against Spain broke
out under the leadership of Don Miguel
Hidalgo in 1810, but he was defeated and |
executed in 1811, He was a priest, and
on his death the struggle was-continued
by another priest. Morelas, who in turn
was captured and executed in 1815. The
Jatfer had, however, called a national as-!
sembly at Chilpanzinco and this body pro-|
claimed Mexican independence in 1813. Al
guerilla warfare followed until 1820 when |
the Spanish revolution broke out under |
the leadership of Iturbide, and independ-“
ence was again proclaimed on February 24,
1821. That year the capital was surrend- |
ered by O'Donoju, the last of the Spanish
viceroys, when Iturbide was proclaimed |
emperor after the crown had been declined !
by a Spanish prince. i

Tturbide abdicated and was sent into;
exile, withdrawing to London, but return-
ed and was shot. In 1824 the first Liber-|
al constitution was framed. The history of |
the country was one of continuous strife |
and bloodshed until Diaz assumed a mil- |
itary dictatorship in 1875 and was elected |
president in 1876. Under his strong and |
determined administration, the country
has made wonderful progress, and latterly |
the development had beeh especially as-
sisted by Montreal capitalists who have!
made large investments there. |

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ferings which were greatly intensified to-
day as a result of a continual downpour
of rain.

Although not in a position to state de-
finitely what the federal government will
do in the way of helping them out of
their financial crisis, Dr. Pugsley assured
the town’s stricken people that Campbell-
ton would remain a divisional point for
the I. C. R.,, and that all the public
buildings would at once be rebuilt.

So impressed was the minister with the
situation and the necessity of prompt ac-
tion that he advised the relief committee
to have Lieutenant Governor Tweedie and
Premier Hazen brought to the scene at
once, stating that he would cancel all pre-
vious engagements and remain here over
tomorrow. The governor and premier, who
were notified to this effect, wired back
that they would be on hand for a meet-
ing tomorrow night.

On arrival at the ruined town, Dr. Pugs-
ley was met by Mayor Murray, Judge
McLatchey, Thos. Malcolm, and G. G.
McKenzie. Ald. McGoldrick of St. John
was also in the party which toured about
the ruins. The minister was taken through
all sections of ‘the town, and also to Rich-
ardsville.

At 2.30 o'clock a formal meeting was
held, at which Judge Mellatchy addressed
the minister on behalf of the townspeople,
The judge gave an account of the money
which would be required in order to put
the town on a running basis. The follow-
ing is the list of present requirements as
given out by his honor:

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THE OLD DAYS
N HALIFAX

Interesting Story of*the Time
When the Duke of Kent Held
Despotic Sway There

Looking west towards the Citadel, from
the Parade (at Halifax), I see half-way up
the steep hill, the clock-tower built by
the. Duke of Kent, to remind Haligonians,
saith Dame Rumour, of the exact time ot
day. His office at headquarters, reporteth
the same trusty gossip, was full of all vari-

| ties of clocks, watches, time-pieces, chro-

nometers, horologes, sun-dials and hour-

glasses, for the encouragement of punctual-|

ity in all and sundry with whom he had
to do, military and civilians. In truth.
His.Royal Highness was a martinet formed
in the hard old Prussian school, and a
rigorous enforcer of discipline. When he
took final leave of Halifax in 1800, he left
eleven poor fellows under sentence of
death for mutiny and desertion. Eight
were reprieved under the gallows and three
were hanged on it by the neck until they
were dead. Altogether, he lived in Hali-
fax for six ycars as commander of the
forces; and this period, when we had a
Prince of the Blood resident among us, is
justly regarded as our Age of Gold. Those
were very splendid and jolly days, but I
am afraid that they were exceedingly im-
proper.  Why pretend or blink the facts?
Old Halifax was an eighteenth century
city with morals to match. In those high
and far-off times, the army and navy were
not exactly convent schools, and the city
itself was perilously rich. The invincible
fleet swept the merchantmen of our ene-
mies off the seas; lawful prizes came in
almost daily, and streams of guineus flow-
ed like water. Privateering was a profita-
bie speculation. Fortunes were made rapid
ly and kept as well as made. The gener-
ous hospitality of the old-time Halifax
merchants was famouvs. In such a com-
munity, the Prince was the social centre
and set the example. In the address of
welcome, he was hailed as a second Cae-
sar. He arrived with a very beautiful
French lady in his train from Martinique,
where he had been campaigning, who was
known as Madame de Saint Laurent. 1

| have heard her described quite seriously

as his morganatic wife; but the French
have the exact term, maitresse en titre.
Over his household she presided and res-
pectable Halifax, with the Bishop’s lady
at their head, had to recognise and call
upon her. The Duke lived for the great-

er part of his reign at Friar Lawrence’s
Cell, the fine place of Sir John Went-
worth on the shores of the Basin, now
known Prince’s Lodge. All that re-
mains of its ancient splendour is the ro-
tunda - where the band used to play on
gala days; but the ruins inspired the fin-
est page of Haliburton’s prose. Years
before the Duke’s time, good Mr. Mae-
Gregor and saintly Henry Alleyne gave
their testimony as to the moral condition
of the city. To them it was the City of
Destruction. No doubt the moralist had
cause to shake his head. At the'same
time, the balls, parties, levees, dinners, the
Sunday reviews on the Common, the illu-
minations for great victories by sca and
land, the feasting, the fighting, the raids
of the press-gang, the constant military
bustle in the streets, the coming and go-
ing of ships in the harbour, the prizes
cold at the wharf had made life in this
demure old town a brilliant, stirring spec-
tacle down to the dramatic close of the
great Napoleonic war—Prof.  Archibald
MacMechan, in The Canadian Magazine
for August.

“Then there is the matter of making
the Superannuation Fund more staple and
at the same time enlarging the annuities.

“An important matter, too will be the
consideration of the course of study re-
quired of men entering the ministry, and
the bringing of college professors under
some central authority in the matter of
their appointment and teaching.

“The work of the moral and social re-
form department ‘of the church is to be
extended to every part of the Dominion
and this matter comes up for Conference
discussion, as also does the question of
changing - the methods of Epworth Lea-
gue work so as to make the organization
more popular with young pecple.

“Sunday school work must be still fur-
ther developed, and this is a matter the
Conference will deal with, paying epecial
attention to the keeping up of attendance
at Sunday schools during the vacation
months.

General Superintendentship

“The Conference will also deal with
the question of the pastoral term of of-
fice, and will endeavor to make possible
a longer pastoral term than the present
four year’s term.

“The General Superintendency is to be
reviewed, and possibly two or more per-
sons may be appointed in future to till
that onerous office as Associate General
Superintendent.

“There is further a proposition to in-

propriate to every congregation with the
possibility of the conference makinz a
new department for this purpose and en-
trusting its development to some chosen
secretary.”

May Be Associate Superintendent

In connection with the proposal to have
an associate general superintendentship.
{he name of Rev. James Allen, M.A., Gen-
eral Secretary of the Methodist Church
Home Department, is mentioned as among
those likely to be chosen for this office.

The orggnization of the Home Depart-
ment if the Conference decides to under-
take this, would involve the establishment
of a system of church offices for certain
of the western conferences at Winnipeg.
