The commis-
sioner said the situation here was more
or less acute and if the city could %o
ahead with some necessary work and
provide employment for some of the
men out of work it would be well
worth while. He moved that tHe com-
mittee take up the matter with Hon.
J. B. M. Baxter to ascertain if the
Provincial Government would help
and to what extent.
