FRONT SOW'S EAR

Chemistry Proves Fallacy of
Old Proverb—Caterpillar’s
Method Copied.

Cambridge ,Mass.,, Aug. 14—A silk

purse made from sows’ ears, as chemis-
try’s answer to the old ‘saying that it
couldn’t be done, will be shown at the
Chemistry Exposition in New York
during the week of September 12.

In announcing the successful result of
experiments, Arthur D. Little,
chemists and engineers, of this city, said
the silk was not very strong and that
there was mno present industrial value
in the process involved. It was mare
ov less the product of chemistry at play,
_but a contribution also to philosophy in
%viug the fallacy of the old proverb.

"n reciting the factors that entered in-
1u the transjtion of sows’ ears from
Chicago stockyards to a silk purse such
as a woman might carry, the chemists
explained that . the first step was to
analyze the silkworm’s method of mak-
ing silk. This done, its caterpillar chem-
istry was copied in the laboratory.

It was found that man had to provide
a substitute for a process by which the
silkworm exudes from two fine duets in
its head minute threads of a viscous
liquid, coated with another secretion,
which are cemented into a double strand.
This becomes a firm filament of silk
when it coagulates on reaching the air.

Analysis of this viscous liquid showed
it to be like glue and with somewhat
similar chemical properties. The sows’
ear being chiefly gristle and skin, also
has the natural elements of glue. This
was obtained from the ears and it was
put through several processes of prepar-
ation, filteréd under pressure and placed
in spinning apparatus of a special design.

The solution of glue and chemicals
came out of sixteen very fine colorless

streams, joined into one composite fibre, !

‘,d...d‘fd to give it strength and color, and
rocessed yet again to obtain the desired
coft, silky feel. The weaving followed
on a small hand loom, the fabric was
formed and the purse made.

GIFTED SCOTTISH

LADY IN TORONTO

(Toronto Globe.)

Not the least among the noted men
and women of the Empire now gathered
in Toronto is Mrs. McMurray, now of
Capetown, South Africa, who in com-
ing to Canada treads in the footsteps of
the sturdy men and women of her race
who came to this country when the greut
landowners turned their Highland hold-
ings into deer forests, and the clansmen
sought homes across the sea.

Their story is told in “The Highland
Clearances,” written by Mrs. McMur-
ray’s father, the late Alexander- Mac-
kenzie of Inverness, the editor of The
Scottish Highlander and of The Celtic
Magazine, and_known throughout Scot-
land as “The Clach.”

About eleven years ago she went to
South Africa to pay a month’s visit to
her brother, Mr. Thomas W. Mackenzie,
editor of The Friend, Bloemfontein, and
remained there, learning Dutch after a
time and entering the civil service.
