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tliesft do not avail, hut the cause of CttrtisT is suffering, report them 
to the Church, and let them he excommunicated. Embrace and re­
tain the truth, in simplicity and love. Do not indulge in vain spe­
culations, nor be ambitious to find out something new. Search the 
Scriptures diligently and prayerfully ; and believe and practic 
hording to their plain dictates.

May it please Cod to influence and enable you, by his holy Spi­
rit, to pursue that course, in regard to church discipline, and everv 
Christian dutv which will promote His glory, the good of offenders, 
the prosperity of the Churches, and the salvation of souls, for Jesus’ 
sake, Amen.
