Hop. Mr. Blalr said there was this differ-
ence : That the bon. mewber had been un-
willing for the commit*ee of the whole to take
up and consider the regulations that had been
impeached. He had stated at the outset that
when the geperal charges in respect to the
regulations had been looked into by the honse
there wonld be mo unwillingness on the
part of the government to obtain further in-
formation as to the local troubles st Bathurst
if it was thought mecessary. The judge se-
leeted would not be asked to express an opin-
ion, but he would be asked to obtain evidence
upon which the legislature counld if it deemed
right take action. He did mot believe that
any additions] evidence of importance would
be secured but the government did mot pro-
pose that the opposition should accuse them
of concealing any facts that should be brought
to light. He believed an investigation con-
ducted Jby a judge would be direct to the
point and less expensive than if conducted by
a committee of the house. All possiile
grievances and charges alleged by anybody
would mow have the fullest opportunity of
being preferred and ventilated.

The discussion was continued by Messrs.
Alward, Sivewright, Stockton, Blair, Mitehell
Pitts, Pinder, Phinney, Labillois, Hill, Howe,
and Gogaine.
