STORY OF A BOARD

DANGERS OF LUMBERING.

Death Is Always Near at Hand and Use-
ally In & Dreadfal Form.

“The 8 of & Pine Board™ is the title
of an articlh by W% Harwood tn St
Nicholas Mr. Harwood says:

The train draws the logs to the landing,
which may be 100 miles from the place
where our pine was folled. The landing
fs the bank and surface of a large river,
the Miasissippl in its upper course afford-
ing fine landings

Jeath is near at hand at the landing—
indeed, 1t is near at hand always among
the lumbermen from the time the tree i

lected by the und until 18 gote
the last touch of the and is plled
up In the lumber yard of clty or town. In
felling the trees, in loading them upon
the big sledges, in rolling them down the
skidways at the landing, on the drive
down the river, in the mills, death comes
often and usually in a dreadful form. The
landing s a particularly dangerous place

the trainloads of logs are dumped
from the wide cars, they tumble down an
immense skidway, perhape 60 feet long—
an incline reaching to the oo covered
river Load after load of logs is thrown
down upon the loe, until the river is cov
ered for a city square in width and the
logs extend perhaps a quarter of a mile
away There is thus an immense welght
upon the loe and the logs frequently press
down s0 heavily that they crush through
it and at last rest upon the bottom of the
river bed  The logs may be piled up per
haps twice as high as an ordinary eity
dwelling house, over 100 feoet.

While the men are unloading the logs
from the trains there is great danger that
a “ochaser’ may get after them-—that is
a log which suddenly springs down from
the load, where it has been held by a
chain, and, without warning, tumbley
down the declivity of the skidway at a
tremendous rate of speed.  Woe to the log
ger who stands in the way of the chaser
Once in awhile it may be necessary to dis
lodge a log which has become wedged in
such a way among the other logs in the
mass on the skidway that it must be re
leased to allow the others to move. Get
ting out this log is called “killing the
Dutchman. ” The men who clamber down
the skidway. alded by their sharp pointed
peavies and canthooks, take thelr lives in
thelr hands many a time when they go &
dislodge this log—the key to the situation
Oftentimes when such a log is wedged in
toa great jam in the middle of the river
after the spring drive has begun dynamite
must be used in dislodging it, so great s
the pressure of the thousands of logs above
it “Killing the Dutchman' under such
circumstances is a novel as well as a dan
gerous act.
