The local organ of the McBride gov- 

yesterday morning made a 
lengthy inspired announcement re­
specting the plans of the Canadian 
Northern Pacific Railway Company for 
the construction of a line on Vancou­
ver Island, in furtherance of the terms 
of the agreement between Messrs. 
Mackenzie et malm and the govern­
ment confirmed at the last session of 
the legislature.

The route to be followed is a circuit­
ous one, giving Victoria connection 
with Alberni. . Sooke, and Otter Point 
are to be touched and then the road 
runs north and skirts along the east­
ern and northern shores ol Cowichan 
Lake; thence to the easterly shore of 
Barkley Sound and following the Al­
berni Canal to Alberni—in all a dis­
tance of 153 miles.

No mention is made of the date for 
the commencement of the actual work 
of construction, nor of any, plans for 
giving Victoria connection with 
Canadian Northern’s system on - the 
mainland. The assurance of the gov­
ernment organ is given, however, that 
.the line to Alberni via Sooke will "be 
rushed to completion with all possible 
speed.”. In the official announcement 
given the public yesterday morning the 
route is thus described;

“Victoria Is the southern terminal, 
as promised the people of this, city, the 
line taking a course from here ap­
parently around Portage Iftlet 
head of the Gorge) by way of Esqui­
mau harbor and crossing the Esqui­
mau & Nanaimo railway at the south­
eastern corner of Langford, Lake. 
Thence the line runs due south to the 

Lead of Pedder Bay, making a curve 
westerly at that point, ..and proceeding 
via Mathieson lqjte to Sooke Inlet, the 
nop^berly shore of which is, followed 
t< Sooke river, which is crossed near ,K 
the" mouth. Sooke river l?s ascended on So 
the west bank to Its ongfn to Sdoke 
lake, the railway skirting the lake on 
jthe western side Its entire fength, then- 
swinging slightly to the east and first 
touching Sl\awnigan lake at its extreme 
southeast corner. Shawnigan lake Is 
also skirted on the western shore, and 
this lake being left behind, the line 
runs approximately due north and 
crosses the Koksilah river about eight 
or nine miles from its mouth. Swinging 
to the northwest, the linè reaches the 
Cowichan river four' or five miles 
above Duncan, and adheres to' the-COw- 
Ichan for six miles, theft crosses arid 
skirts the north bank until it reaches 
the lake near the mouth of Mead creek. 
Cowichan lake Is followed on its north­
ern shore the entire length, the line at 
the western end of the lake swinging 
southerly and then abruptly northerly 
to the Nltinat river, which IS then fol­
lowed down on the western bank to 
within three miles of Nltinat lake. 
From this point the line curves north­
erly to the head of Coleman Creèk, the 
valley of which is followed to Its out­
let in Barkley Sound, whence the line 
follows the sinuosities of the Alberni 
Canal to Alberni.”
