IN THE METROPOLIS.

Fifth Regiment Established Under Can­
vas For Iusti action—Inspection by 

Lord Aylmer To-Night.

He is Looking Over Forts in Vicinity 
and Inspecting the Militia 

Forces. London, June 10.—Mr. and Mrs. 
Nicholas Longworth arrived at South­
ampton this afternoon, and left imr 
mediately - for London, where on ar­
rival they were met by the American 
ambassador and Mrs. Reid. Several 
hundred Americans were at the Sta­
tion.

Sydney, N. S. W., June 10.—Hon. 
Richard John Seddon, prime minister 
of New Zealand, died from heart fail­
ure this evening aboard the steamer 
Otvstrey Grange, on which h^ had em­
barked this morning to return to New 
Zelgnd. The Owstrey Grange put back 
into Sydney. Hon. Mr. Seddon was 61 
years old.

Hon. Mr. Seddon’s death was totally 
unexpected. He had been in Australia 
since the middle of May. He came 
here to consult Hon. Alfred Deakin, 
the prime minister of Australia, on im­
portant questions, mainly those con­
cerning the New Hebrides. He visited 
the principal towns, making speeches 
and receiving deputations on various 
matters interesting to Australia, such 
as colonial preference and alien immi­
gration. He made a speech at Sydney 
on Saturday, declaring that. it was a 
suicidal policy for the colonies to send 
trade to foreign countries, thus en­
abling them to strengthen their navies. 
Trade, he said, should go to the 
Mother Country to assist in strength­
ening the British navy.

When Hon. Mr. Seddon sailed this 
morning he appeared to be in his cus­
tomary health.

Brigadier-General Lord Aylmer, in­

spector of the Canadian forces, Is now 
in the city on a tour of inspection. He, 
is accompanied by Major Eaton, and 
will complete his work here to-night, 
leaving in the morning for Vancouver.

As inspector-general, Lord Aylmer is 
called upon to inspect the various 
military camps and the indiviejitai 

The duties connected with his 
office keep him pretty well on 'the 
wing. ' " ,

Under the present arrangement of 
the militia department Brigadier-Gen­
eral Aylmer performs a good uart of 
the duties formerly filled by the com­
manding officer sent from the British 
army. He Is not a member of the 
militia council, which is composed as 
follows: Sir Frederick Borden, K. C. M.
G., minister of militia and defence, 
president; Major-General Lake, C. B., 
chief of the general staff; Col. Vidal, 
adjutant-general; Col. D. A. Macdoh- 
ald, quartermaster-general ; Col. Cot­
ton, master general of the ordnance;
Col. Pinault, deputy minister of militia 
and defence: J, W. Borden, accountant 
and paymaster general, and secretary,
E. F. Jarvis.

Lord Aylmer reports directly to the 
council, following the same rule as that 
which prevails in the British army, 
which is taken as the prototype for the 
Canadian organization. He does not 
make recommendations to the council 
except when requested to do so, but 
reports on what he has seen.

The present trip to the Pacific 
Coast is the first which Lord Aylmer 
has made. He is charmed with the 
country and is in raptures over Vic­
toria. The beautiful foliage and flow­
ers which are everywhere seen, to­
gether with the water and mountain 
scenery, has given him delight, 
hospitality of the people he has met 
during his short stay has further re­
sulted in making the city a place which 
Lord Aylmer will always remember 
with pleasure.

Saturday was spent in a visit to the 
Fifth Regiment drill hall. An informal 
tour of the barracks at Work Point has 
also been made by him, and yesterday 
he inspected the R. G. A. at the bar­
racks.

To-day he is making an inspection 
of the forts for the purpose of report­
ing to the militia council. While this 
is not a duty which directly comes 
within the scope of Lord Aylmer’s du­
ties, it has been delegated to him in 
connection with his visit.

This evening he will inspect the 
Fifth Regiment, C. A., now in camp 
at Macaulay Point.

Leving Victoria to-morrow morning 
the Sixth Regiment in Vancouver will 
be inspected in the evening.

On the way west the 90th Regiment 
at Winnipeg was inspected, and on the 
way back Lord Aylmer will make an 
inspection of the Hussars at Brandon 
and the artillery at Winnipeg, proceed­
ing then to thé military camps being 
held in the east.

In all this year the inspector-general 
says there will be about 40,000 militia 
men receiving training in camp.

The inspector-general was asked re­
lative to the intentions of the depart­
ment with respect to the forces at 
Work Point. He replied that he could 
not say what would be the policy. That 
was a matter entirely in the hands of 
the militia council, and did not come 
within the scope of his duties. The duty 
of manning the stations at Esquimalt 
and at Halifax had been undertaken by 
the militia department, and would be 
carried out.

Among military men in the east, 
where he is so well known, Lord 
Aylmer is a most popular officer. Effi­
cient ill his profession, his training in 
arms has not detracted in the least 
from his many social qualities. Among 
the junior officers and men he is equal­
ly as popular as with those who oc­
cupy higher places in the regiments.

Lord Aylmer is the eldest son of 
Udolphus, the seventh Lord Aylmer, 
and was born at Melbourne, Que., on 
March 28th, 1842. He was educated at 
the High school, Montreal, at St. Fran­
cis College, Richmond, and Trinity Col­
lege, Dublin. He entered the army as 
ensign in Her Mejesty’s Seventh Royal 
Fusiliers, then quartered at Malta. In 
1864 he was promoted a lieutenant, and 
in 1868 he was prorated a lieutenant, 
and in 1868 served with his regiment in 
the Mediterranean, Canada and Eng­
land!* In Canada he served with his 
regiment at the time of the first Fenian 
raid on the eastern township’s frontier, 
and in 1866 was present with it at St.
Armand and Pigeon Hili. ,

Retiring from the Imperial service in 
1870, he was attached as adjutant to 
the Fifty-Fourth Richmond battalion,
Canadian militia, commanded by his 
father in the Fenian raid referred to 
above. In December, 1871, Col. Aylmer 
joined the Canadian militia staff, be­
ing appointed district paymaster 
No. 5 military district.

In March, 1874, he was promoted to 
be brigade major of No. 5 district, and 
In 1881 was trasferred to military dis­
trict No. 1, London. He remained in 
London until July, 1892, when he was 
called to headquarters as assistant 
adjutant-general of militia, being also 
commander of military district No. 4.

On the retirement of Col. W. Powel, 
in January, 1896, he was promoted 
adjutant-general of Canadian militia, 
the highest gift then in the command 
of the government next to that of the 
major-general commanding, 
at the same time promoted to the rank 
of coloned. In June, 1879, Col. Aylmer 
was appointed officer in command of 
the militia contingent sent to repre­
sent Canada in the celebration of Her 
Majesty’s Diamond Jubilee in England, 
and was second in command of all the 
colonial forces that took part in that 
event.

GOLD AND SILVER.

Bfil Now Before House Makes Proiiaion 
for Marking Articles of Mer- 

- chandise.

Ottawa. June II.—The government hill 
entitled “Tire gold and silver marking act 
of 1906.’’ now before the House, provide! 
tliat no. article of mercnandisc of par; 
gold or any alloy of gold shall be stamp­
ed or engraved or marked with any num­
ber^ of-karats less than 10 karats. To di 
otherwise will be an indictable offence. 
Such marks as “Gold,” “Pure Gold. ' 
“Assay," or other indefinite marks are 
prohibited. When a gold article is mark­
ed 18 karats it must contain 18 parts or 
pure, gold and six parts of alloy, and ail 
other quality marks shall be in the same 
proportion with “24 karats" as the stand­
ard of pure gold. A similar provision is 
made in regard to. the marking silver. 
■I(t otirer words, the Idea Is to prdvide in 
the case of gold, silver and eiectro-Wated 
goods, etc., that the buyer will be able 
to akupw exactly the quality of the ar­
ticle-, which he ,is purchasing. Anyone 
who exposeg -for sale any article ’ not 
marked as provided, or marked otherwise 
than provided is subject to a fine of $10" 
for each article so exposed, and upon con­
viction the articles shall be broken or 
mutilated so as to be unfit for sale other­
wise than, for bullion.
