WAS ASSASSINATED
WHILE ON WAY HOME

Ignored Threatening Letter--- Plot
Against Life of Second Cousin
of Czar.

St. Petersburg, March 1.—The follow-
ing details of the murcer on Wednes-
day at Karnoyarsk, Siberia, of Gen-
eral Koslevsky, the commander of the
town, have been received here.

The general was walking on the street
at § o’clock in the afternoon with some
Iriends, and he referred jokingly to a
threatening letter he had just received
that day saying he would be killed at 5
o’clock that afternoon. Drawing his
watch from his pocket the general re-
marked laughingly to his friends, “You
see I am still alive.”

At about 6 o’clock, when Gen, Koslev-
sky was returning homae alone, a man
suddenly called upon him to halt and
then fired three revolver shot at him.
The general dropped dead.

Grand Duke in Danger.

St. Petersburg, Feh. 28.—The Novoe
Vremya publishes a sensational ac-
count of the foiling of another plot up-
cn the life of Grand Duke Nicholag
Nicholaivitch, president of the council
of the national defense, and second
cousin of Emperor Nicholas. This plot
is said to have been discovered shortly
before the time scheduled for the ar-
rival here of the Imperial train, bring-
ing the Grand Duke from Tsarskove
Selo.

A guard was patrolling the track
near the station at the St. Petersburg
end of the line, and caught a man
dressed as a workman in the act of
placing a wooden box in the middle of
the track at a point about 200 yards
from the Imperial pavilion. Ailded by
the darkness, the plotter fled, vaulting
the fences that harred his way. He
thus escaped to the cab of an accom-
plice who was lying in walt nearby and
drove away. The box on the track was
found tc contain an infernal machine
of emormous power. The mechanism
was designed to cause the explosion
from the vibration of the train as it
passed. The guard who made the dis-
covery at once communicated,to the
railroad officials, who signalled the
train and succeeded in stopping it
before it reached the machine,

The entire neighborhood of the
railroad station was at once sur-
rounded by police. A statement that
the orders for the Grand Duke's jour-
ney into St. Petersburg were counter-
manded at the last ‘moment “has, &ac-
cording to the Novoe Vremya, been
confirmed by the police.

TWO MEN PERISHED
IN RAILWAY WRECK

Express Car Caught Fire and the
Victims Were Burned to
‘ Death.

Toronto, Ont., March 1.—A train on
the C. P. R,, bound for Montreal, ran
into a freight near Mountain to-day,
and William Hitchins, express messen-
ger, and Nichols, his assistant, were
burned to death. Mountain is a flag
station, 28 miles east c¢f Smith’'s Falls.

Danlel Hartney, engineer, and Les-
perance, baggage agent, were injured.

The express did not stop at Moun-
tain, and was running abouyt fifty miles
an hour. There was a stove in the ex-
press car and this started a fire.
Hitchins and Nichols were hurned be-
fore the eyes of the helpless rescuers.
Hitchins was partlv out of the window
and the passengers took turns in try-
ing to chop up the car with axes to
free him.

None of the passengers were injured.

The freight was about to take a sid-
ing when the engines collided and tele-
scoped, The train crew saw the im-
pending danger as the line is straight
at this point, and jumped to save
themselves.

WORLD’S LARGEST
WHALING STATION

Plans Completed for Its Erection on South
Side of Kyuquot Sound--To Rush

(From Friday’s Daily.)
‘What will be when completed the
largest, the most up-to-date, and the
most perfect whaling station in- the

world’ will be commenced immediately |

for the Pacific Whaling Company on
the south side of Kyuquot Sound. The |
site was selected py Captain S. Balcom
during his voyage along the coast in
the St. Lawrenee, the purchase has
been made, and all arrangements are
complete to commence the construc-
tioniwork immediately.

:Although it was within public knowl-
edge that this great .impetus to the
whaling industry of Vancouver Island
was in contemplation, no details of the
scheme leaked out until
evening when they were ascertained by
the Times.

The site which has been chosen pos-
sesses a great advantage over the pre-
gent station at Sechart. Kyuquot Sound
is within frem 10 to 16 miles of the fish-
ing banks, whereas Sechart is nearly
50 miles distant from those parts where
the quarry is found. This is the sec-
ond of five stations which the
Pacific Whaling Company will operate
in Vancouver Island waters. The first
is at Sechart, and the third will be
commenced at the end of May on Den-
man Island in the Straits of Georgia.

The new station will be at least half
as large again as the one now at Sech-

art. It will cover five acres of ground.
There will be many new features con- |
nected with the plant, which have not |
yet been utilised in connection with
the whaling industry in any part of the |
world. The station will be completed
in from ten to twelve weeks' time, so |
that the pursuit of the mammals may |
commence with the beginning of the |
summer. Some one hundred men will
be engaged in the construction work.
All the plans have been drawn up, all
the details of the work have been ar-
ranged, and the first shipload of the
equipment will leave for Kyuquot
Sound the commencement of next week.

“We have the scheme worked out to
perfection,” said one of the directors.
“At the beginning of next week we will
send up a cargo of lumber for the con-
struction of a wharf and dwelling
houses for the superintendent, mechan-

ics, and workmen employed on the sta-
tion.. When~ these are built, a second
shipment ‘will leave consisting of the
boflers and all the other requisite ma-
chinery. The work will be carried out
expeditiously as all arrangements are
They were made well in ad-

vance, and 'no hiteh ;can possibly

“In connectign. with the new station
and. also with e .cne now at Sechart
we will shortly introduce some pro-
cesses of manufacture, and also bring
out some new products which are ab-
solutely new, l*x the whaling industry.
About these matters I can say nothing
further at present.

“There will bé in ~connection with
whaling in the /very near future, what
will mean a new industry for Van-
couver Island. We intend at our rend-
ering establishments to go through the
process of refining the oil ourselves.
Already there is a complete refinery
plant established at Sechart. As soon
as I can get up there to start the work
it will mean that Vancouver Island
will have a new industry, The station
which we are commencing to build will
also be equipped with a refinery plant.

“At present the greater part of the
oil is ‘sent to Glasgow, where it has
to go through the refining process. The
remainder goes to the United States,
where it 1is similarly treated. By
means of these new refineries we will
do all this work ourselves, and in the
future will deal direct with the con-
sumers themselves, The refining pro-
cess, which will be in operation in a
few weeks’ time, will be the first of its
kind on the Pacific coast. The refining
is done by means of filtering presses,
through which operation the stearin is |
taken out of the oil. When the oil is
absolutely clear after passing through
the fllter presses it passes through
other kinds of special presses, when it
is pressed into hard cakes and sold for
the purpose of manufacturing candles.

“With our station in the Straits of
Georgia, the only available station
where whaling operations are possible
in winter, and those on the West Coast
we can operate both winter and sum-
mer with complete success. During the
summer months we shall confine our
attentions to the West Coast, and the
winter operations will be conducted in
the, Straits of Georgia, for it is never

too rough for hunting théfe. There are
plenty of fish around this island, and
there is no doubt that it is the best
hunting ground along the Pacific
coast.

“The site chosen on Denman Island
is considered as the most valuable on
the Pacific coast. The station to be
erected there will be in every respect
similar to the one at Kyuquot Sound.
In the winter the operations will be
conducted from here, where, as stated
above, the weather is never too rough
for hunting. The grefit value of the
Denman Island site lies‘in the fact that
it is comparatively near rail connection.
Building operations will be commenced
there at the end of May, and the sta-
tion in the Straits of Georgia will be
in full working order in time for the
coming winter’'s hunting season.

“The whaler St. Lawrence, which has
been purchased from Captain Balcom
by the Pacific Whaling Company, will
operate from Kyuquot. In the com-
mand of the St. Lawrence is Captain
Larsen, who is one of the most expert
gunners at present operating from any
station. Captain Larsen combines
strength with cunning in his sphere of
work, and his feats and record along
the banks of Newfoundland will be re-
membered wherever whaling anecdotes
are told.

“To-morrow morning.the whaler St.
Lawrence will leave for a cruise along
the West Coast. She. will cruise about
the fishing banks and discover exactly
where the best whales are to be found.
So that when the new station starts
into operation there will not be a mo-
ment lost in locating the mammals
along the belt of the numerous fishing
banks, the principal of which is over
sixty miles in breadth, and extends
from Cape Scott to a point opposite
Bamfield, lying along the coast of Van-
couver Island.”

It seems that the whaling industry
on Vancouver Island is in every re-
spect secure now, as by the acquisition
of the Denman Island site in the
Straits of Georgia winter fishing is now
possible, and the steamer of the com-
pany does not need to lay up in winter
and it can be operated through the
whole year. Without the possibility of
hunting during the winter, there seems
to be no possibility to make whaling a
success.

“McPartland told me that he want-
ed to convict Moyer, Haywood, Petti-
bone, St. John and Simpkins, whom he
called ‘cut-throats.’ If I would not

AGREE TO WIDEN
ROCKLAND AVE.

PROPERTY OWNERS MEET
MAYOR AND OFFICIALS

Uniform Width of Forty Feet Agreed
Upon---Conduit for
Wires.

The Rockland avenue property own-
ers yvesterday decided not to widen the
street beyond forty feet. E. V. Bod-
well, XK. C., opposed even this. After
much discussion, however, a resolution
to this effect was carried.

The meeting opened at 3 o’clock,
with R. 8. Day, Col. Herchmer, Thomas
Shotbolt, Jas. Mitchell, Thos. Wood,
Wm. Robertson, A, E. McPhillips, Hon.
E. Dewdney, J. B. McKilligan, 8. Pitts,
G. A. Barnard, A. J, C. Galletly, A. R.
Humber, Dr. Sterling, John Arbuthnot
and W. F. Robertson present, together
with His Worship the Mayor and Ald.
Henderson.,

His Worship called the meeting to
order and explained that there was no
intention of compelling the property
owners to widen their street to sixty-
six feet. This eased th: somewhat
strained feeling which animated some
of the property holders, and thereafter
thinge went gaily to the close.

A map showing the street was un-
rolled by City Engineer Topp. Those
assembled gathered around . this to
study the question and give expression
to tkeir opinions on the subject.

The sentiment in favor of improve-
ment was unanimous, Hon. E. Dewd-
ney said the condition of the street was
disgraceful. Some of those present
were selfish enough to suggest that the
roadbed be left at its present width,
and the tally-ho kept off the street.

His Worship, however, pointed out
that this ill they suffered was one of
the penalties of greatness.

The members of the meeting then
settled down to a serous discussion. At
the Cadboro Bay end the road was over
sixty-feet wide. At the junctjon with
the Oak Bay road it was about forty.
Opposite Mrs. Dunsmuir’s and Govern-
ment House it was only 28 feet wide,
or thereabout. In front of Mr. Gallet-
ly’s grounds there was a big rock
around which the road at present made
a very sharp turn. E. V. Bodwell's
fence would have to be moved six
inches to bring the street to a uniform
width of forty feet.

Regarding the  widening of the
avenue in front of Mrs. Dunsmuir’s,
His Worship ‘said he anticipated’ no
difficulty. Hon. R.-G. Tatlow had also
signified his readiness to assist in the
widening and beautifying of the street.

“Upon what method will the improve-
ment be done,” asked Mr. Galletly and
others echoed the question. His Wor-
ship then explained that the local im-
provement plan was the method on
which all permanent street improve-
ment was being done.

After some slight discussion it was
agreed that this was probably best.

Hon. E. Dewdney wanted to know
how long the road would last, If the
sewer system would be part of the pro-
posed work and if the property owners
would be compelled to pay for thisg in
the same way as the rest of the work.

His Worship explained that it was
proposed to make a 26-foot roadbed.
There would on the south side be a
six-foot cement sidewalk with curbs
and gutter. In the curb he proposed
to place a conduit for electric wires.
This would do away with the unsightly
poles, wlgich now disfigured the street.
On the nerth side of the street would
be a rustic boulevard some eight feet
in width, He further proposed that the
gsurface of the road be tarred. This
would make it last longer and prevent
dust as well.

A. E. McPhillips peinted out that to
himself and others, owing to physical
conditions, the sewer system on Rock-
land avenue would be useless. They
would have to connect to the south of
their property. Mr. Topp explained
that this would be done.

The cost of the work was then placed
before the meeting. For the improve-
ment, exclusive of the conduits, the cost
would be $1.50 per foot frontage, includ-
ing the conduit it would be 50c. per foot
extra.

Once the facts of the matter were
set before them, the property owners
readily agreed to a resolution, moved
by 8. Pitts, seconded by Mr. Robert-
son, that a by-law embodying the pro-
posed improvements be prepared. A
committee, consisting of S. Pitts, G. A.
