Fannin to give it a plate glass case to
itself in a conspicuous part of the estab-
lishment.

It is difficult to treat such a proposal
seriously. That the  Lieut.-Governor
would entrust a minwster to .form a cab-
inet who had been dismissed four days
ago on the ground that he no longer
possessed-  the - comnffidence of the repre-
sentatives of the erown, is a supposition
too preposterous to: be- entertained for
one moment. Itis an insult to the judg-
ment ‘of ‘the Lieut.-Governor, who' must
be credited with hiving good and suffi-
cient reasons for dismissing his late
adviser.

Were the Lieutenant-Governor to
adopt it he would be pronouncing his
own condemnation. Our information is
to the effect that Mr. Turner was dis-
missed for reasons that will Be accept-
ed as sufficient ‘when.they are. given to
the public; Th&\ z “gov
ment -has lost. ther ép Cofah

MR. BEAVEN’S POSITION.
(Froin Saturday’s Daily.)

The peculiarity . of the.presenf unique

The Ser_vice Improved.

It might have been possible to preseut
a favorable finaneial showing by stary-
ing the service for the sake of cutiing
down “expense, but a policy the very op-
pesite to' this has been pursued. In a]l
directions the sevvice has been extended
and made mgre useful to the public.
New offices’ have been oPened, many of
them in the mest remete parts of the
eountry; more fréquent service lhas been
given; and a reorgamnization of the rail-
way mail serviee and the plaeing of it
under the direction of a coutroller is an
improvelnent the advwantages of which
are adnritted by all wheo have any know-
ledge of postal systems. Money has
been saved, and the service improved by
the . abolition of many . . mseless inspector-
ates, _ﬂthx _decentralization of the
dead letser offiee the staff of clerks has
been reduced by fourteen and a conces-
sion has been' made to public conveni-
ence.  Another direction in which the
department have shown their solicitude
for the publie convenience in the estab-

lishment of the postal note system, which
| has recemtly gone into operition. These
few instawnces show how ihe postmaster-
general has increased the efficiency of
his department and saved the meney of
thc people, but many other could be gv-
.en. ‘The adoption of business methods
in the awarding of mail contracts anl
contracts for supplies has been an im-
portant raetor in redueing the deficit to
the point at which it now happily is.
During the year ending June 30, 1897
mail contracts which had been costing
$381,237 were put up to tender, and new
contracts were obtained for the perform-
ance of the same service for a period
of four years at an annual cost of ¥277,
300, being an annual saving of $103,936,
or a total saving of $415;747 for the full
period of four years. Inasmuch as sev-
eral months were required to muake these
new -contracts, they only went into ef-
fect from time to time during that fiscal
Year, 'so that: the financial effect of the
changes 'was oply- partially felt upon the

nane¢es of the deépartment for that
yvear. Their influence has not been fully
-felt- during the year just elosed, and it
has contributed largely to the satisfac-
tory result’ which the figures quoted
above -disclose. As an example of the
way in which the preceding government
wasted public money for the benefit of
partisan favorites, it may be stated that
while the number of miles of daily travel
in June, 1897 was 312 greater than in
the corresponding quarter of Jjune, 1800,
bhefore Mr. Mulock took office, the cost
of the service for the quarter of 187
was $22,000 less. The records of the
department show almost numberless ex-
amples, of the application of sound busi-
ness’ principles to the administration, the
satisfaétory 'resmlts .of which are now
reflected in the finances. If the adoptiok
of a two’ cent domestic postage rate de-
pends upon the wiping out of the post
office deficit it looks as if people would
not have to wait long for that boon. It
is estimated that a reduction of the rat®
would involve a loss of revenue on the
basis of ‘the preseint volume of business
of about $600,000, but with the inevr-
table increase im the mumber of letters
carried and a continuation of the Wis®
