Teachers and Pupils of High School 
Will Resume Work. AMBUSHED BY BANDITS.

Captaih of Constabulary Killed m the 
PhiJlipines—Natives Burned Alive.

The Victoria High school will reopen 
on Monday next, and City Superintend­
ent Eaton hopes that there will be a full 
muster. There are still quite a number 
of pupils .of the other schools away from 
the city, and these, also, are expected to 
be on hand. The opening of this term 
finds an increase of about a hundred in 
the Central school, with but very little 
difference in the South Park, North 
Ward and Victoria West schools.*- 

It has not been definitely decided what 
expedient will be resorted to in meeting 
the increase in the Central school, but 
unless some other plan is suggested be­
fore Monday, one of the rooms in ttie 
High school will have to be utili^pd.This 
will be an objectionable course to pur­
sue, but it seems to be the only way of 
relieving the pressure. It is a great pity 
the council of public instruction de­
clined the board’s request in regard to a 
half-day attendance on the part of prim­
ary pupils, ranging from six to eight 
years in age. Besides solving the prob­
lem of accommodation, this would save 
something like $2,000 a year. Educa­
tionalists believe that such a plan would 
be good, sound policy. It is urged that 
half a day is long enough -for pupils of 
six or seven years to spend in a school­
room, and that they should be more on 
the school ground. But the authorities 
have put their foot down on this scheme, 
so the board must accept the inevitable.

Robinson had 
one hundred and forty dollars due with 
which he hoped to make restitution. It 
was reasonable to assume that had he de­
liberately Intended to defraud he would 
not have remained in -the city so long after 
giving the cheques.

Detective Sergeant Palmer in reply point­
ed out that the reason why thet^cheques 
were not for larger amounts was that Rob­
inson saw he could more easily obtain the 
money In small sums. This was not the 
prisoner’s first experience, as he had served 
two years in New Westminster and a term 
in California for similar offences.

THE INDIAN RESERVE.

To the Editor:—Some time ago, I believe, 
a committee was appointed by the Board 
of Trade .to take up the question of the In­
dian reserve, and to urge upon the govern­
ment the necessity of an immediate settle­
ment of this very important matter, 
suppose this committee has met the fate of 
Its predecessors, as I have heard nothing of 
It lately. Now, sir, -the question of opening 
up the reserve'has to my knowledge been 
before the people for the last twenty-five 
years. It has been discussed at every elec­
tion- during that time, federal, provincial 
andi municipal, and, so far as I can see, we 
ore just about where we started. Is it any 
wonder that we are looked upon as a slow 
and easy going people? There Is not an­
other city on .the continent that would per­
mit such a state of affairs to exist as an 
Indian reserve to the heart of the city. 
And unless we wake up and compel the 
government to act, and .to act qu'ckly, we 
are liable to lose more than one important 
Industry, simply because suitab’e sites, such 
as the reserve affords (convenient to both 
rail and water), cannot be obtained else­
where.

This is a matter of vital importance to 
Victoria, and I think the reserve would be 
a much better place for a manufacturing 
concern! than compelling capitalists to go 
up the Arm, as they are doing at present.

Surely there ds brains enough in the pro- 
‘vlnclal government, backed by the citizens 
of Victoria, to settle this question in a 
manner satisfactory to all concerned.

TO BE DISARMED.
. IN GERMANY.Paris, Aug. 24.—There is every reason 

to believe that a decision is about to 
be taken providing for the voluntary dis­
armament of the Russian cruiser Ask­
old and the torpedo boat -destroyer 
Grozovoi, now at Shanghai, and the Rus­
sian cruiser Diana at Saigon.
