Believe That U. M. W. Will
Emerge Triumphant From

L Labor War In Few Days—
Conferences Held.

PREMIER MURRAY OFF

Halifax, N. 8., Aug. 18.—~Confident
that a settlement will be effected
within the next ten days that will be
‘.“,vumhle to the U. M. W, who for
hhe past ten weeks have been In a
‘bitter struggle with the Dominion
Coal Company, demanding recogni-
tion, B. T. McCullough, vice-president
of the U. M. W, and Dan McDougall,
president of the U. M. W. in this dis-
triet arrived in Halifax today from
the coal flelds of Cape Breton. They
came to the capital at the request of
President Lewis of the U. M. W, who
tel hed from Indianapolis that
Premt Murray wished o meet a
representation and to talk -over the
Strike situation, which the Premier,
at last begins to realize Is a very
gerious matter for the provinee.

Arrived at Noon.

The U. M. W, leaders reached Hall-
fax at noon and almost at once pro-
ceeded to the provineial building,
where the premier was waiting and a
three hour conference took place, as
a result of which Premler Murray
left on the five o'clock train for the
gcene of the strike.

Although no move was made by the
Premier towards a settlement, still it
could be seen that he was anxious to
have the strike settled and lstened

#to the men's side of the case with the
greatest interest, The conference
was no sooner over than Premlier

Murray ordered a carriage and drove
to the station leaving on the five
o'clock, train.

President MceDougall, asked in re
gard to the strike situation at Glace
Bay, eaild that the U. M. o was pre-
pared to continue the strike for an
unlimited time. The move for win-
ter quarters for the soldiers comes
from the coal company.

London, Aug, 18.—A lengthy state
ment has just been published, giving
the “general lines” of the scheme of
Camadian naval defence. Accordin
to this information the nucleus of n
Canadian navy will be begun immedi
ately on the lnes suggested by Sir
John Fisher in 1907, “Canadian ambi
tions,"” the statement says, “would not
be satisfied by a mere contribution of
money; Canada wants her own navy
On this point the supreme considera
tion {8 the constitutional question
To thig consideration all questions of
strategy, no matter how {important,
must be subordinated. Respecting
details of the disposition of ships,
ete., these are not yet contluded, but
it 18 obvious that Canada would not
be fulfilling her own undertaking if
she placed all her eggs in one bas:
ket. She has two oceans to consider.

On Both Coasts.

“Work will begin practically simul
taneously on both coasts, The scheme
also includes an Inerease in the dock
facilities.s It is unlikely that the nav-
al forces will be limited to Halifax
and Esquimault—Prince Rupert, and
possibly Quebec and Montreal also
have to be considered. The very best
feeling has been displayed on both
sides at the conference, a perfect un
derstanding existing betweon the Im
perial and the Dominfon authorities.”

A Melbourne despatch states that
the Commonwealth, in return for its
annual outlay of £750,000 will have
the agsurance that it has materially
added to the strength of the Empire
navy, while providing for the defence
of Australla against hostile raids.
The proposed plans for the transfer
of the control of the fleet to the Ad-
miralty in time of war are precisely
those which Mr. Deakin presented to
the Imperial conference in 1007,

Cook Satisfied.

Mr. Cook, the Commonweilth min-
{ster of defence, is satisfied, especially
with the Admiralty’s decision to trans
late the preferred Dreadnoughts into
swift cruisers for the protection of
trade routes. The members of the
Australian naval personnel will now,
it is said, enter upon thelr career with
fresh hearts, knowing that all the op
portunities of Imperial service will be
placed fully anl fregly at their dis-
posal

Slayer Of Stanford White Must
Observe Asylum Discipline,
Says Superintendent In Pub-
lished Statement.

Matteawan, N, Y., Aug. 18.-Harry
K. Thaw ate his supper tonight at
the Matteawan state hospital for the
criminal insane. He arrived at the in-
stitution ten minutes before seven o'
clock this evening after a trip unders
escort from the White Plaing jail
when he was forced to leave after se-
veral days' respite, following the ad:
verse ruling of Justice Isanc N. Mills
on his application for release on a
habeas corpus writ as an insane man,

Beginning tomorrow the slayer of
Stanford White will resume the mono-
tonous routine of the asylum life. Supt.
1imb of the hospital, issued the fol-
lowing statement tonight:

“There will be no change at all re-
gording Thaw's incarceration here. He
will be subjected to the same rules as
before he left to go to White Plains.
He will have a special room, not be-
cause he 18 Harry Thaw, but for the
reason that this hospital was bullt
to accommodate 500 patients and we
now have nearly %00. We are very
erowdod and some of the patients have
small roome which were bullt for the
attendants, and Thaw has one. 1 did
not take it from Justice Mille’' deci-
sion that Thaw was to have any spe-
clal privileges. We will fellow the
court's orders however, and if Thaw
it not satisfied he can appeal to the
courts. At present we will adhere to
the old routine.”

POLIGE SEARGHING

Succumbs To  Self-Inflicted
Wounds At The Hospital Re-
lief Station—~Had Been Des-
pondent And Used Rifle.

Bangor, Me., Aug. 18-~Tonight the
Bangor police are searching for a
tramp named John Sullivan, who is
wanted in connection with the death
of Robert E. Kelley, Mars Hill, whose
body was found in the river here
Tuesday, and who was supposed fto
have been drowned.

Sullivan was arrested Tuesday aft-
ernoon for drankenness and this morn-
ing was discharged and disappeared.
Since then it has been learned that
Sullivan was in compiny with Kelley
ot Monday and it is recalled that
among his possessions when searched
by the police was a $100 Confederate
bill. The dead man's brother, George
Kelley, of Mars Hill, today informed
the police that his brother had in his
wallet & $100 Confederate bill and he
also identified as having seen worn by
the dead man a cap that was found in
Sullivan’s pocket and which he Teft
at the police station.

Contrary to previous records, the
police say tonight that there were two
cuts upon Kelley's forehead, and that
it would have been difficult, if not im-
possible for him to have fallen into
the river at or near the spot where
his body was found.

Blues’ Flank Is Trained As The |

Result Of Yesterday’s Op-

erations And Defenders Of |

Boston Are In Flight.

Boston, Aug. 18--Gen. T. H. Bliss
and his invading army of the red, con-
sisting of troops from Connecticut,
New York, New Jersey, the District
of Columbla and the Tenth regular
cavalry from Fort Ethan Allen, rested
tonight seversal ‘miles nearer Boston
than they were twenty-four hours ago,
as a result of today's  operations in
the mimic war game, The extra staff
of the Massachusetts army of defence,
known as the Blues, under command
of Brig. Gen. Willlam A. Pew, was
hammered unmercitully during the
morning so that the entire left wing
was forced to retreat and in addition,
the Blue suffered the loss of one bat-
tery and a wagon train,

Far superior in actual humbers and
in cavalry the Red force swept down
upon the Blue's left and smashed
first into one position and then an-
other with irrestible force. For the
past three days Gen. Bliss has moved
his army in th¥ee divisions massed
with the full strength of hig cavalry
on his left flank. In other words, the
fleeing squadron has been between
his infantry strength and the Blue
army, and an invincible strength in
which proved to be with the experi-
enced Tenth colored cavalty to infuse
life and purpose into the volunteer
cavalrymen from the District of Col-
x;{nbla and New York. Both yester-
day and today the work of the caval-
Py arm was most brilant and of un-
told assistance. From the beginning
of war, fought from last Sunday
morning up to noon Monday, the Red
troop of cavalry has practically done
all the ﬂgmmz for Gen. Bles and it
was only in the last hour of today's
battle, if such it may be called, that
the infantry’s strength of the Red
army was ordered into action.

Session At Charloftetown
