It may be that this knowledge
is regarded as sufficient upon which to
base ancther forward and perhaps in this
case an independent movement by the
United States towards the ultimate with-
drawal of the troops and the settlement
with China which the government has had
in mind since the beginning of the trouble.

The consultations with Mr. Wu are he-
lieved to have beeq inspired by a desive
1o learn something of the personality of
Chinese notables whose names have been
suggested proper  to constitute the
Chinese side of any commission which may
be named to arrange a settlement of the
ditliculties. Mr. Wu is an ardent ad-
herent of Earl Li

There is much specukation here as to
the personnel of the American commission-
ers, in case the peace negotiations should
be entrusted to such a body and the names
of men prominent in inteimational affairs
in recent years all have been canvassed.
Included in these is the name of General
Johm W.. Foster, but it is regarded
smuch more prebable that if he appears at
all in these negotiations it will be in his
old  place representative of  the
Chinese government. e was associated
with Li Hung Chang during the peace
negotiations. which elosed’ the Chino-Jap
anese war and it is said that Earl 1Li has
a high sense of appreciation of his work
for China then.

There was a dcarth of oflicial informa-
tion from China today. General Chaffee
got threugh a despateh dated Sept. 1 at
Pekin, indicating that couriers are still
employed to clos¢ the gap in the line of
cotimunication  between  Tien Tsin and
Pekin, This despateh made no mention
of the military situation and it was in-
ferred that affairs in P’ckin remain quic:.
The message praised Colonel Aaron 8.
Daggett, 14th U. S. Infantry, for his gal-
Jautry at Yang Tsun August 6th, and good
judgment in the attack on Pekin Aug.
11th and for gallantry and excellent super-
vision of the attack of the imperial city
Aug. 15th, and recommended that he .be
made a brigadier general U, S. A,

If this government is taking any meas-
ures urging the return of the imperial
family to Pckin, the responsible officials
decline to make any statement on the sub-
ject. Such a step, ]mwwe‘r, on the part
of the Chinese officials, it is pointed out,
\muhl be highly desirable and might hr‘
"an important factor in facilitating the
progress of the negotiations for a peacerul
settlament of the existing  troubles. With
the responsible heads of the Chinese em-
pire at the capital city, in direct communi-
cation with the representatives of the
allied powers, much mere satisfactory re-

sults could be accomplished than by nego-
SMiating through subordinates.
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Nothing came to the state department
today from Consul John Goodnow at
Shanghai confirmatory of the press rejorts
that Li IHung Chang had asked for an
American escort to Pekin. In the ab-
sence of notification of such request, the
ofticials here prefer not to make any state-
ment as to their reception of such a re-
grest.

The situztion at Amoy, China, havinz
apparently eleared * up considerably, the
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navy department today instructed Ad-
miral Remey to dispose as he deems best
of the g'unboat Castine, which was sent
to that port some days ago when the
Japanese landed mmarines. The Castine
was on her way to the Cavite naval station
when the troubles at Amoy threatened to
become  acute, but was diverted to the
Jattor. place to look out for Ameérican in-
terests. i
The statement  was made tonight that
no new note had been sent to the powers
by this government on the Chinese ques-
tion. The United States, animatetl solely
with the purpose of having an early set-
tlement of the Chinese question, prefers
that the armies of the allied. powers
should remain in PekinQintil a seftlement
is definitely reached, but it is reiterated
that should any nation withdraw its troops
then our government will do likewise.

Over Man at Truro.

Truro, Sept. T—V}Special)v—.\ terrivle ac-
cident occurred oh the Midland Railway
today. Batiste Ouillette, a young French-
man belonging to Matane, Quebec, was
cut in two by a construction train. The
train had just started from Truro for
the work down the line and carried pro-
visions, tools, and men. 1t had gore only
a few hundred yards when the cars
lurched in going over a crossing,’ upset-
ting the unfortunate man and a barrel
of provisions between the cars. Deceased
had been sitting on top of the barrel
with no support. He was about 20 years
of age and unmarried. An inquest was
held and the verdict. was as follows:

“That Batiste OQuillette came : to his
death at Truro, September 7th, on the
Midland Railway, being run over by six
cars and enging, after falling off the train,
and that no blame is attached to any
une.”

They heavy tides of the Shubenacadie
river have again got in their work, and
as a result the Midland Railway, between
Truro and Windsor, may not be opened
for communication this fall as has been
expected that it would be. Last week,
when the men had'knocked off work for
a shift at high tide,.one of the great
anchor chains on the last immense caison
broke and the caison upset.

Work was then progres:ing rapidly until
this accident, and' it had been expected
that on ‘completion of this pier the iron
work of the now historicc Shubenacadie
Railway bridge would soon be put ‘in
place and that the road would be opened
early in November with' a gmnd demon-
tion.

Already. this acudent’ has de]ave(l the
-work for a week. The cement ithat had
been placed when' the upset octurred is
being -removed,' and -if, when entirely
cleared away, it is found that the tim-
bers of the caison -are. damaged; work
may have to be suspended until mnext
spring, as the huge timbers: can only«be
procured from the forests and hauled to
the scene of operation in the winter.

Fortunately no men were in the caison |

at the time of the destruction, and if the
wood work is found to be .intact may
still be possible to have train connections
over the Midland before the snow flies.
Excepting the loss of life last year, th's
is the most serious accident in connec-
tion with the construction of the bridge.
. The road is now nearly ready for rolling:
stock and the only obstacle is the span
of nearly a mile across the Shuben-
acadie, which has proven itself one of
the most difficult streams for bridging in
thc province.

“Jimmic” Rgss, the seven-year-old boy,
who wandered away from Truro Thurs-
day, was. discovered 15 miles away last
night in an exhausted condition. He had
slept the previous night among a herd
of cattle in a pasture.

Thus the three-sided war is in prospect ;
and all this on account of that Tacna-
Arica question, W whigh has remained in
abeyance since the tréaty of Ancon, which
terminated, 1884, the victorious war of
Chili against Peru and Bolivaia. It was
agreed, then, that the vicfor was to oc-
cupy the Peruvian provinees of Tacna and
Arica for ten years, after which a plebis-
citum was to declare wnethcr those pro-
vintes wanted ‘to be “incorporated with
Chili, or return to Peru. The date passed
off, however, thnout a plebiscitum being
ta!:en

“In 1898 tlie Billinghurst-La Torro proto-:
col was signed at ‘Santiago and approved
by the Chilian Senate. But, Chili peace-
fully arranged het- dispute with Argentina;

Pio‘rtas,” cried out

discuss the question of the protocol, which,
being approved omly by ‘the senate, re-
mained a dead letter.

The . question of the final ownership of
Tacna and Arica has thus remained un-
settled, and Chili still occupies the pro-,
vinces, with the deliberate intention, ac-
cording ;to many Chilian papers, and poli-
tical speakers, of keeping them forever.

Peru makes an appeal to arbitration in
order to settle peacefully the question of
the final ownership of these provinces.
And here comes the point where the Uni-
ted States and the Argentine Republic are
dragged into the dispute.

The United States government, having
invited all the Spahnish-American coun-
tries to participate in the second Pan-
Ameérican congress, to be held in Mexico in
, October, 1901, must have been surprised
'to receive from the Chilian government a
conditional acceptance. Chili being aware
that the congress was to proclaim arbitra-
tion as the ‘only: method to settle interna-
tional differences on the continent, answer-
edtthat it would send representatives to
the .congress only on the condition that
arbitration should epply exclusively to
future disputes. The acceptance of such
a ccondition,. it is pointed out, would leave
.Ghili free to act as she pleases toward the
annexation of Tacna and Arica and. to
establish in America the principle of ter-
itorial conquests as a consequence of war.
( After having said that Senor Vicuna,
the Chilian minister at Washington, had
obtained from Secretary Hay a declara-
tion that the United Stdites would not
mterfere in affairs on -the Pacific, the
Chilian papers admitted, later, that their
former information might not be correct.
And further, all kinds of speculations
have been indulged in and the discussions
dbout the United States have been as ac-
tive as at the time when the American
sailors of the Baltimore were murdered in
the streets of Valparaiso.

. 'Meanwhile, the people of Argentina be-
gan to fear that the Chilians would not
accept the decision about the Chilo-Argen-
tina frontier ~limit question, which had
been admitted to the arbitration of ‘Queen.
Victoria. And, as if to support and justi-
‘§y their fears, it is reported that the Chil-
1an_government has trespassed upon the
absolute rights of the arbitrator; in' im-
posing ‘the obligation of limitihg the award
- to such and such points.

No wonder that, amid this mess of con-
fliets the governments are making prepar-
ations’ for war. While Chili has sent to
Germany her favorite -general, Korner, to
‘buy guns and cannons, Peru has des’patch
ed.on a similar en'and her former presi-
dent, General Caceres; and the Argentine
Repwbhc is dnllng its national gyards. In
addition, there is about to be instituted in
-Chili compui]sory military service and the

regrettable system of armed peace may be

inflicted upon the Republics of South
America as a result of the fact that Chili
holds over them a sword ‘of Damocles
through her unwillingness to settle finally.
the old question of Tacna. and Arica.
