Sir,—Kindly permit space in youn paper |
for a littie dissertation on the pride of |
Uanada in her exhibits here at ithe World’s !
Fair, which have so favorably impre:sed me |
and which seem so much of a delight for |
those Canadians whom I have met here.
One is mot long about 'the fair before hear-
ing expressions from representatives - of |
other mations that would enhance his pride.,
To use the language of one I heard: “The ]
exhibits of Canada’s matumal products are |
magnificent indeed.” Being a Canadian |
myself, I came here more for the purpose |
of seeing and learning of foreign products, |
natural and manufacturing. However, I|
have made the pounds of the fair during |
my stay of ten days aund taken it all in in
a general way. The quality of our exhibiis
surpassed my expectation. By compari-
son the Canadian displays are delightfuly |
representative. In the agricultural build- |
ing is exhibited a trophy designed from !
the dome of the government buildings at
Ottawa. It is made of the various grains |
and grasses from all the provinces and ter- !
ritories, amounting to four carloads, More
than 2,000 farmers contributed o the col-
lection. Homey, maple sugar, flour and
bottled goods make up other beautiful
pants of the booth. Going to the Canadian
building we find a piazza on three sides
of it, ‘well furnished with ¢hairs ithat the
visitor may rest in ‘the open air. In this
building is a large ¢able containing daily
papers from most of the leading cities of
Canada. In the reception rooms is writing
material for ithe accommodation of visit-
ors. These are pleasing features that do
not characterize the buildings of other gov-
ernments. In the rear is another building
in which the various commercial 'woods are
displayed. As my friend said: “They
brought their woodshed with them.” ¥t is
the only foreign building of its kind on the |
grounds, and symbolizes the great com
mercial “woodshed” of 2ll nations. This|
building is in charge of Mr. Eastman, of!
Petitcodiac (N. B.) In the forestry, fish|
and game building the .live beavers, the’
double arch made of the different varieties i
of matural wood, and the monnted birds |
and amimals are all features of Canada’s |
display that elicit xn_li'é}z favorable com-
mentt. e sl
The fine arts, mining and horticulture all
in their respective places, command no
small amount 'of admiration. And at the
time of this writing 'the report from the
jurors are two grand prizes and two goid
medals for' Canadiam exhibits. So far noj
one other mation has been awarded two |
grand prizes. Of course this decision has|

ent awards are sustained there will be|
many Ithings to make Canada more famous. |

There is one very perceptible thing, and!
that is the scarcity of Canadian people at-
tending the fair. There is certainly much |
to interest one in mocet every way from |
the Jerusalem Temple on the south to the
frivolity and indulgence of the Tyrolean
Alps on 'the morth, where man and his|
money are soon parted.

One redeeming feature about this fair
different from the Chicago fair, is that!
there i3 much more room both on the
grounds and in the buildings, and it does
not mecessitate crowding. As or the ac-|
commodation of the people in §t. Louis,
there seems to be plenty of good, comfort-
able places at quite reasonable prices if one !
will look around a little for them, winle|
for whose whio are “fush” there is always |
room. And you don’t have to talk any|
other language than English here in St. |
Louis, either. Plenty of good filtered |

You will remem-
ber that Count ViomBuelow stated in the
Reichstag a couple of years ago that it
was the intention of Gemmany to call a
conference, and recent correspondence we
have had with the German authorities
ghow the matter is being considered. There
is, therefore, a possibility of either the
American and German governments calling
a conference jointly, or that one will give
way to the other. If al the mations will
accept the proposal it will be one of the
greatest things (America has done.

“T foresee, other little difficulties. The
American government has wsteadily and
consistently advocated the universal adop-
tion of the principle that there shouid be
absolute immunity from capture of private
property at'sea during maritime warfare.
