Except the announcement of the com-
pletion of a contract for the construc-
tion of the Pacific Railway there is ab-
solutely, nothing in the speech that can
be fought over. The questions which
it alludes to-areof great importance—
the Railway, the Canals, Immigration,
the Census, Election Laws, Pilotage,the
Finances—but they are questions on
which there can be no contest except in
the matter of details. The Canadian
Padific eclause is the only one in the
speech that can be seriously opposed on
a party issue. If a recommendation for
Better Terms had been made, it would
probably have been taken as a proper
point for a struggle, and our claims
would have been either gained . or
lost by the result. It was, evidently,
the intention of the Government to se-
cure the passage of the Address with as
little trouble as possible.

The Opposition have been preparing
themselves and the country for the
coming struggle over the Pacific Rail-
‘way contract. The Toronto Globe and
its echoes have sounded the note ot
alirm in every key,and reported cal-
umny- efter ealumny on this subject un-
til they and those who depend on them
for news have got to believe them im-
plicitly. The backers of Sir Hugh
Allan, itis .proclaimed, are Jay Cooke
and others of New York and Philadel-
phia,andl the great railway will pass
under alien control. Is it for the en-
riching of American speculators and the
alienation of our national highway that
Lthe lJand and money of the country are to
be given? ask the oracles of the Op-
position with deep solemnity. Of course
Sir Jobhn will set
you right on that point soon.

‘The session will, doubtless, be a
stormy one, and nothing but the ability

tto shew a good account of themselves,

and excellent generalship throughout
the session, will save the Cabinet.

The Telegraph humbly apologizes for
the gross violation ef.decency contained
in its columns yesterday, and we give 1t
credit for the repentance and sincerely
hope the offence will not be repeated.

not read by the editor. Now, nobody,
except a few personsl friends to whom
the explanation should have been made
rivately, cared whether he did or not.
his journal madg no yeference to him
in its strictures. The paper is an insti-
tution, and it is with it and 7ts utteran-
‘¢es that the public are concérned. Peo-
‘ple care nothing for the particular mem-
ber of a newspaperstaff who writes orin-
serts an article. The paper is alonerespon-
sible. The editor of the Telegraph is not,
as heappears to consider himseif, tho
paper. The paper was as influential
and widely circulated under its former
management as it is now, and would
continue t6 be 80 under the manage-
meat of any other journalist of fair ca-
pacity. No other journal of any stand-

! ing whatever would have the bad taste

to attempt to shirk responsibility by
announcing that indecent articles were
admitted by members of the staff who
lacked judgment enough to' exclude
them. These remarks are made for
the benefit'of the Telegraph, with no de-
sire to give offence, and we hope they
will be attended to as promptly as was
our article of yesterday.

All the assessments that have been
annulled. at. so much cost to the people
and the particular opponents of the
gchool law will be legalized dur-
ing the present session of the Legisla-
ture. Those who have paid their taxes
will not have to pay them again, and
those who have not paid will be forced
to pay. Those who paid for having the
assessments annulled will now have the
satisfaction of being taxed for the cost
of the defence.

Suffering on the Sea—How a St. John
Vessel Left this Port and Reached
Fayal.

The brigantine Golden Light, the
readers .of THE TRIBUNE Will remember,
put into Fayal on the 14th of Januaryin a
leaky condition. - The British Consul and
Captain Hatfleld have written full partic-
ulars of the voyage and present condi-
tion. The Consul writes that the vessel
arrived in a very leaky state, and at the
time of the survey, when anchored in
smooth water, was making 14 inches of
water per hour. The surveyors ordered
the entire discharge of the cargo, and at
the time of writing the cargo was being
taken out. ‘The cargo, which consisted
of coal, from Sydney, for this port, will
be sold as soon as removed. The vessel
will be sold after condemnation.” From
the captain’s letter we get the particulars
of the voyage from the time of leaving
Sydney until their arrival at Fayal. Itis a
record of a winter voyage that takes the
charm from ‘‘a life on the ocean wave.”
On the 26th of December they sailed from
Sydney with a westerly wind. After
getting out about forty miles, there was
a strong gale from the north, and they
stood back for Sydney. The ship labor-
ed heavily and leaked so badly that the
pumps were kept at work all the time.
On the 27th, the wind blowing a terrific
gale from the north-west, and finding it
impossible to make Sydney, they hove to
on the starboard tack. The sea washed
completely over the vessel, filling the
eabins and sending everything adrift,and
she became covered with ice upto‘the
fore-yard.. On the 28th the gale continu-
ed with increasing violence from the
north-west, heavy seas were shippéd
which: earried away the main stay
sail, torestay sail, stays and head gear.
The ship still leaking very badly, they
were obliged to keep the pumps at work,
expecting her to go down.every minute,
and, to add to the horror of their posi-
tion, two of the crew and the cook got
badly frozen and were of little use after-

wards. On the 29th the wind calmed
down and the sea fell so that they were

{ able to make a fire in the cabin ‘dnd get
‘some hot-eoffee, tlie first after leaying

port, all the bread and small stores being
lost. The ice all the time was accumulat-
ing on the ship until it was so heavy as
to sink her down so that her decks were
under water. They were unable to leave
the pumps long enough to cut the ice
away, having, night and day, to relieve
each other every hour. - On the 30th the
gale sprung up again; four and a half
feet of water in the hald. The men were
completely discouraged,and,knowing they
could not hold out muchlonger, the captain
put her before the wind and ran for the
Gulf Stream.” After two days sail to the
south the ice began to break off the rig-
ging, and, finding they made less water
while rnnning, they put on what sail they
could and let her run wherever the wind
would take her, in hope of meeting some
vessel that would take them off what
seemed to be their floating sepulchre.
No sail came in sight, and on they went
driven at the will of the wind. After
getting in the Gulf Stream the wind haul-
ed to the west-and again blew a gale until
the 14th inst., when they arrived in Fayal,
they being obliged all the time to keep
the pumps going or go to the bottom.

| As soon as the anchors were dropped  in’

the harbor every one of the crew lay
down completely exhausted, and men had
to be obtained from the shore to
work the pumps and Kkeepr the ves-
sel afloat. The captain does not
think they could have held out one day
longer. Two of the crew were at once
sent to the Hospital, they were so badly
frozen. The Captain had his fingers, toes,
and ears frozen, as well as being crippled
with rheumatism. They congratulate
themselves, however, on an escape from
almost certain death. The vessel is so
very much damaged that it is not likely
she can be repaired. She is opened out
all over, the oakum hanging two or three
inches from every seam, and the poop is
broken, moving from side to side. A sea
struck her under the counter and started
the whole quarter, so that it is a great
wonder shé kept afloat as long as she did
Her owners are A. L, Palmer, M. P., and
D. J. McLaghlin.

With the admiration excited by the
grand pageant at Washington there min-
ples a regret for the republican simplicity

with which such an extraordinary display
is inconsistent. It is not in the m~ssing
of troops, in the roll of drums and the
tramp of soldiery that thereal power and
glory of our Government are found.—
Boston Post.

The Boston Lancers, who arrived in
Washington without their horses, for the
purpose of participating in the inaugura-
tion ceremonies, were very generously

. offered the horses of the Ice Company,

which offer was accepted with gratifica-
tion, if not gratitude; but when the pa-
rade on the avenue took place the Lancers
became disgusted with their mounts, be-
cause, with equine sagucity, the horses
broke ranks at the stores, restauraunts and
saloons where they were accustomed to
stop with their ice wagons.

Robert Boak, 397 tons, built at Prince-
port, N. S., in 1865, has been sold on
private terms. The brig Springbok, 241
tons, built at Newport, N. 8., in 1865, was
also sold on private terms. The brig
W. D. Andyews, 237 tons, built in Nova

‘Scotia in 1863, and metalléd in September,

1870, has been sold for $8,000.

The Bark Henriette, Wishart master,
from Bull River for London. before re-
ported put into Fayal in distress, was
discharging at that port on the 12th nit.

The Brig Annie Barker is on her way
to this port, bringing a cargo of pitch
pine from Savannah. It will be remem
bered that this vessel got ashore on her
outward passage to Cuba, but was able
to proceed to Savannah (in ballast) ani
thence to her home port without repairs.
A survey was held on her at Savannah
and she was pronounced fit to carry her
prosent cargo. She will be repaired
here.

Bark Lizzie Raymond.—Captain Holder,
master of the bark Lizzie Raymond, for
Liverpool from Galveston, before report-
ed abandoned at sea, reports:

Left Galveston Nov. 23; proceeded un-
til Dec. 20, when it commenced a gale
from N.N.W.; two hands to the yheel,
shipping tremendous seas, foresail split
and went to pieces; foretopmaststaysail
tack gave way, and sail split and rail en-
tirely under ‘water. Next day perfect
hurricane, ship taking in great quantities
of water. At 2 p. m. same day the sea
burst in the lee deck house ‘doors and
completely gutted it, taking men’s clothes.
beds and bedding, and cooking utensils;
swept off deck cargo, water tank and
casks, together with all spare spars on
board. At 5 p. m. ship’settled to port
side, so that it became impossible for men
to stand at the pumps. Cut weather fore-
topmast backstay to try to get ship’s
head to sea and right her, but it was no
use. Hadto cut away. foremast, which
went four feet above deck, taking main-
masthead and mizzentopmast with it,
which caused ship to right a little. At 7
p. m. sea broke over and split main rail,
broke several stanchions, rose covering
boards, carried away top of deckhouse,
two boats and everything movable about
main deck; rudderhead and rudder gone
from stern post. It was impossible forcrew
tostand upondeck. At 8 p. m. sea broke
in cabin skylight and cabin windows,
tearing away part.of top of eabin and fill-
ing it with water, destroying almost all
the stores. Pumps constantly attended
to when practicable. Seven and a half
feet of water in the hold and all our salt
provisions and water washed away with
the exception of about 35 gallons water
in a cask. Jan. 29, 7 p. m., lat 42.29, lon
25.32, three’ masted schooner Joseph
Daniels, of Swansea, sent his boats and
offered all the assistance in his power.
Also Peter Joynson, Watson, for Fal-
mouth, sent their boats alongside, when,
after consultation with officers and crew,
we determined to abandon the ship, more
particularly as the decks were becoming
g0 hot that we feared spontaneous com-
bustion. Accordingly we abandoned her,
but previous to doing so we fired the ship
in order to prevent disasters to passing
vessels.

PROVINCIAL LEGISLATURE.
Special to the Tribune.
HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.
FREDERICTON, March 5.

The dabate on the bill to legalize the
Portland Assessment continued yester-
day, Mr. Maher moving its postpone-
ment three months. Hon. Mr. Willis,
Mr. Caie, Mr. Coram and Hon. Mr. Fra-
ser, favored the bill, and Mr. Adams, Mr.
Gillespie and Mr. Landry favored the mo-
tion to postpone. Mr. Maher’s mofion
was put and lost and the. bill agreed to.

Mr. Maher introduced a bill to estab-
lish liens in favor of mechanics and
others ; Napier, a bill to divide the Parish
of New Bandon into two separate and
distinct parishes; Mr. Fraser, a bill re-
lating to clerks in both branches of the
Legislature, providing a retiring allow-
ance of $1200 a year for Mr. Wetmore,
Clerk of the House of Assembly.

The Provincial Secretary, in reply to
Mr. Gough, promised to bring down all
the papers asked for, except those relat-
ing to export duty.

Mr. Lindsay’s representation bill was
committed. It takes one member each
from St. John, Westmoreland, Charlotte
and York, and two from Northumber-
land. Mr. Hibbard said he would go for
the bill, for reducing the Executive, and
for abolishing the Legislative Conncil.
Mr. Napier opposed the bill. Mr. Alward
was in favor of it. Mr. Hanington said
he intended moving for a Maritime union
if the Government didn’t. The bill before
the House was not equitable as it wasnot
based on population. Progress was re-
ported.

The Attorney General laid before the
House a copy of the report of the Privy
Council of Canada on the School Act,
with the reply of our Executive Council.

To-day’s Proceedings.

Mr. Beckwithmoved the House in Com-
mittee of the Whole on a bill to legalize
and confirm the assessment of rates and
taxes in Frederiton for 1872.

Mr. Landry wished the consideration of
the bill deferred for a short time as peti-
tions were circulating opposing the bill;
the bill was deferred till to-morrow at 11
o’clack. .

Mr. Landry moved the House in Com-
mittee of the Whole on a bill authorizing
the Bishop of St. John to convey certain
lands in Westmoreland to the college of
St. Joseph, Montgomery in the chair.
Agreed to without amendments.

Leave of absence was granted Otty
and Alward.

The House went into Committee of
the Whole for further consideration of
Donald’s bill to protect improved lands,
etc. Agreed to without amendment.

Mr. Philips introduced a bill relating to
highways ; Mr. Covert, a bill relating to
the municipality of the County of Sun-
bury.

On motion Mr. Lindsay’s bill reducing
the number of members of Assembly was
referred to a special committee of one
member from each County. b 4

Mr. Adams presented a petition op-
posing the dividing of New Bandon into
two parishes.

In answer to Mr. Gough Mr. Steven-
son said the Surveyor General’'s Report
would contain all information regarding
the settlement of immigrants in the
counties of Northumberland, Gloucester,
and Restigouche.

Mr. Napier moved the House in Com-
mittee of the Whole on the bill authoriz-
ing the Trustees of St. Luke’s Church,
Bathurst, to sell certain moities of land.
Agreed to without amendment.

Mr. Gough gave notice for Monday of
a resolution asking the Governor to lay
before the House a capy of the petition
of the Directors of the Chatham Branch
Railway, etc.

Mr. Butler introduced a bill to incorpo-
rate the Back Creek Stream Driving
Compaay. 5

Mr. Fraser laid beforethe House paperS
and documents relating to the dismissal
of J. J. Pierce, School Inspector for Nar-
thumberland.

Mr. Napier asked if the Government
intended to make surveys of laucﬁ in
Gloucester County for settlement.

Mr. Stevenson said his report would
give the information.

Mr. Crawford introduced a bill relating
to licenses granted for the sale of spiritu-
ous liquors.

Leave of absence was granted Messrs.
Hibbard and Gough till Monday.

Mr. Crawford read the report of the
Committee relating to the several County
Courts. The Attorney General moved
that the Committee of the whole House
consider the bill relating to the Police
Court in the Townof Portland, Tt takes
away the power of all magistrates in the
Town of Portland to try civil suits, trans-
fering the same to the Police Magistrate,
he paying all fees into the treasury.
Agreed to without amendment. Ad-
Jjourned.

LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL. -

His Honor the President read a com-
munication from Hon. Mr. Beveridge in-
forming the Council that, owing to sick-
ness in his family, he was unable to at-
tend the opening, but would take his seat
next week.

The House in Committee of the Whole
agreed to a bill in amendment of the
laws relating to highways.
