A Yoice From Quebec to the
Catholic Electors of the €County
of Prescott.

To the Editor of the True WITNESS.

Dear Sir)—Knowing that I write in the
spirit of your excellent journal, and that it
circulates largely in the above named county,
as well as throughout the Western Province
of which it is no inconsiderable one, I claim
the favour of insertion of this letter in your
next issue.

A few days ago, I read in one of our city
Tapers, under the heading ¢ Despatches from
Toronto,” that a tociety bad been formed
there, whose object was to prevent the elec-
tion of Catholic candidates seeking parliamen-
tary honours in the Provincs of Ontario.

Although the statement seemed feasible
enough, coming as it did from such a quarter,
I dismissed it from my belict at the time, ag
unworthy of the public spirit of that grent
enlightened and progressive province.

Now, Lhowever, [ find my decision was too
hastily made, for I see in this week’s issue of
the Jrish Canadwm, that the Liberal (Mowat)
Government, and the Conservative opposition
party bave both put forward candidates for
election to the vacant seat of Prescott—cf a
denomination which strongly confirms the
truth of the deepatch referred to under
ordinary circumstances. A bye-election in
Upper Canada would creaie little interest in
or around this eity, but the county in question
lies clese by our provincial boundary, and its
electorate is mainly composed of the same
elemeouts as this city and district are, viz,,
of French Canadiaus nrd Irish Catholics.

Being well aware of the great difiicully of
securing even the nomination of a Catholic
cundidate in any Riding in Oatario, we are
the more surprised at this attempt to place
the same embargo upona diviziop which is so
well  known to  be Catholic by an
overwhelming majority. Dut tbhis is not
the only occasicu in recent years on which
our French Canadian friends have had their
attention called to political atairs in the
County of Prescott. They took a deep and
lively interest in the contest atthe Dominion
General Elections in 1378, when one of their
compatriots Mr. Routhier, M. P., gained the
victory. Again, their interest was testified
when they joined their hopes and wishes with
those of our people at the Local Geaersl
Elections in 1879, when tlhe lato lamented
Dr. Harkin had to do battle in the strife of a
quadralateral contest, and from which he
came forth in splendid victory. T'hat his death
recently should baye deprived tho counstiti-
ency in which be was so popular and
esteenzed of his valuable representative ser<
vices, must be, and is deeply regretted. As
an instance of the interest taken here on thosy
occasions, o French Canadian gentlemanp, and
a ieader amougst his peoplo in this city, said
to the writer on news reacbing here of the
latter succees, and spoke in nccents of joy.
“wThe Irish and French bave carried the day |
in Prescolt, which will now forever remsin
an impregnable fortress of French Canadian
and lrish Cathollc Conservatlism.” Catholic
clectors of the County of DPrescott, as the
voice of the prople hero, 1 earnestly request
your attention, and an answerin prompt and
determined action by putting forward the best
man in your midst. Are those strong and
benutiful words spoken in good English by
one wlhose languasge is I'rench, tobe, or not
to bLe on this occasion ? I they ire to be,
and ju fheir ertireity, perhapa just as well so.
But should svy dificulty arise that could be
removed by sacrificing a word, cast away the
last one, it means nothing in provincial
politics orindeed in any other farther tlan
another way of saying in or ont of power. 1f
Liberalism: or Conservatism in Canada have
no meaning or prestige of their own, they
have none whatever to galn from the exist-
ence and bistory of these terms as known in
the old country particularly, alae ! ycg, par-
ticvlarly in their application to the Govern-
ment of Catholic Ireland. Eager eyes are
looking on to see how you will assert your
rights and principles under the menance and
monstrous insult offered to you in hate, Moet
them by joining in love, and let your ratlying
cry be the word that names the creed they
hate you for.
uFor forms of Government lel fo 1s contest
Whatevor is best adminlstered Is best.”

Thus you will score such a victory as will
be & lasting answer to the bigotry and intol-
erence of the leaders of both parties. This
is the course opsen to you ; your honour as an
intalligent, self-respecting Catholic electorate
demands it, ‘The tribute you owe to the
memory of your late representative, who died
in the active service of bis conmstituency re-
quires it of you, and do not overlook the fact
that be was a descendant of men who in bye—
gone days awoke the echoes of their native
hills in the song of «0’Donnell Aboo,” which
meunnt snything but a submissionto an in-
vaslon of rights, or insuli of any kind—when
sung out at the command of #Baldeary,” their
chief,—the dauntless “Red Hugh.”

Paius, March 23.~A Madrid correspondent

In several
toasts the kindest allusions to Awmerica, and
to the memory of Lincoln aud Jehn Brown
were expressed.  The law voted by tho Cortes
in 1870 was proved to be slavery in disguise
wuntil 1220, The correspoudent was asked to
address the meeting, 1le made a short ud-
dress in Spanish.  He nssured the Secretary
that all civilized countries, especially the
Unitud States, sympatbized with the eruanci-
pation of Cabau slaves.

The Abolitionist Society will hold a great
meeting next Suaduy in the Alhawbra
Theatre, in Madrid. ‘T'wo thousand tickets
are assured of sale already.

Among the persons arvested in Havana in
consequence of the frauds recently detocted
there is a brother in-law of Zululen, n relation
of Romero Robtedo, the late Minister of the
Interior, Ferrera, formerly Chief of the cele-
brated Volunteers in FHavana, and a judge.
Several high civil cflicers and on¢ naval
ofticial of rack are also vuder arrest. Gover-
nor-General DBlanco telegraphs that the
swrrentest excitement is prevailing in the press
and Colonial circles, as more revelations are
expected in the conrse of the judicial enquiry
now proceeding.

HOW IRISH DEASANTS LIVIE.

The dens, misnamed cots, in which the pea-
santry of Galway and Mayo counties live e
merely stone shelters; owing to the inteuse
jignorance of the peoplo they are not provided
with any facilities for drainnge, and are often
incomparably filthy. The iloors are of hard
mud; it is rare o find more than oue rocm
in a hut, and one storey. Deds and bedding
arc luxuries which the poorer tenante do Lot
possesa; old heaps of hay ned straw wre the
couches on which the lovely brown-eyed,
lurge-hrowed maidens of Connaught repose.
The smoke from a peat firo in & common
peasant’s cabin spreads through the room,
and vou narcowly efcape strangulation
on vour first visit. 1 ‘have hnad this
expe}icnco in Herzgovinn, and consequently
minded the smoke but little, How family
decency is maintained in these dens isn
mystery, and how the people mannge 0 keop
clean—for they look clean—is 2 puzzle,
The pigs ron in ‘and out of the doz_)rs—upd
such wretched pigs. A Noith Cavolina wild
hog would be an nristocrat boside them! In
dozeus of these cabins sick people are to be
found—sick people dependent eithor on the
charity of thelr neighbors or on friends in
America who send them small sums, A gen-
tleman in Gulway told me that the sgeots
of landlords treated the poor tenantry as
if they wero animals.
