Sir, Foreign Office, 8 May 1852.
I TRANSMIT to you herewith copies of a letter and its enclosures froni tlie Hudson's Bay

Company respecting the proceedings of certain A inerican adventurei s at Queen Charlotte's
Island, and I have to instruct vou to call the senous and immediate attention of the
Government of the United Itates to those proceedings, which ure calculated to endanger the
friendly relations between the two Governments, but which Her Majesty's Goveranient
feel assured have been undertaken without the knowledge or consent of the Supreme
Governmaent.

You vill add, that Ker Majesty's Governm ent have, of course, given instructions to the
Commnander-in-chief of Her Majesty's Naval foices on the west coast ot Amenîca to protect
British property and British territory froni violation, and that any fbreigners who May
suffer fromu sucli measures of protection miust take tpon themnselves the consequences of
their aggressive and inproper acts.
