Au Act to incorporate the Kingston and Pemabroke Rail-
way Company.

W HEREAS, the construction of a Railway from the City of rcmble.
Kingston,'o the Town of Pembroke, with power to extend by

ferry coninunication, or otberwise, into the Province of Quebec,
and to amalgamate with Railway Lines therein, vould be of

.: general benefit to the Provinces of Ontario and Quebec: and it is
expedient to incorporate a Company to construct such Railway;
Therefore, Her Majesty, by and with the advice and consent o.
the Senate and Hfouse of Commons of Canada, enacts as follows:-

-3o construct and maintain branch railwavs to any point within
twenty-five miles of the main line, and tW acquire lands and
water-lot property in the City of Kiri«ston, not te exceed in al
twenty-five acres, and in the Town of Pembroke, not to exceed in
ail ten acres, and in every township through which the railway or

-35 any branch thereof.is'carried; not more tlian five acres (over
and abÔve the land required for theroadway),'for the erection and
maintenance thereon of necessary stations, depots, curves, sidmn's,
*whairves or piers; and te enable the • Company te acquire ie·
