house leader of Progressive federal mesbers in the Commens.

As leader of the Progressive party, Mr. Forke lent his co-operation
%o the Libersl govermment, wileh cams into office im 1921, in the
suppert of Liberul principles and policies. Believing that more in
the accamniishaent of ains hold in o—on could be advanced by
furthering unity, mﬁ.r than by perpetusting divisions among thon
of Liversl outlook, Nr. Forke, after the general electioms of 1926,
becane o member of the late Liberal adminiastration, and held the
portfolie of Hinister of Immigretion and Coloniszation until his
sppointwent to the Semate im 1929,

As a ocollesgue, ¥r. Forke was loyslty iteelf. His
understanding of humen mature and his symppthy with busen needs,
combinod with a wide emperience, lent suick of wisdom to his
guidanos of public affairsg, always dictated by the highest of
motives and echaracterised by an uprightness of spirit which will
ever have its association with his neme.

In the bereavement which they have sustained, Mrs. Forke
and her three daughters will heve thé sympathy of s« country which
