A Royal Asiatic ' u? in Londo

A Correspondent of the Daily News

says :—In a very short time we shall have
amongst us a greater “ lion” than has been
seen in England for many a long day. The
ex-King ot Oude is about to visit this coun-
try for the purpose of petitioning her Ma-
jesty and the British Parliament to resiore
him the crown of which he has been depri-
ved  Nor does this -ex-royal personage
come either empty-handed or alone. Un-
fortunately for our prestige in India, an dea
has lately got abroad amongst the natives
that in England money can do anything,
and that whether the decision of an Anglo-
Indian judge or goveruor is or is not to be
set aside may be resolved into a mere ques-
tion of pounds, shillings and pence. For
this reason the ex King of Oude brings with
bim a purse filled with the sum of iwenty
lacs of rupees,, or two hundred thousand
pounds, which, added to his allowance of
_one hundred and twenty thousand pounds
per annum from the East India Company,
will make a tolerable foundation upon
which to build his hopes of success.

The nama of this royal Oriental is Wajid
Ali Shah. His age is about thirty,and he suc-
ceeded his late father on the throne of Oude
some eight years ago. Of the result of his
government truth compels me to say that
nothing could possibly be worse than
the state of his kingdom when he was de-
prived of it by the East India Company.
He is bringing with him to England some
twelve or fourteen wives, but we must not
forget that if he brings so many fair pari-
nere with him Le leaves a far greater num-
ber behind. When I was last in Lucknow
~now some four years ago—the King's

barem numbered at least a hundred and !

fifty, and [ have no doubt he has since ad-
ded to his collection.

In addition to this great number of ladies-
the ex-King has withhim some ten or twelve

Now comes the question, Will his Majes-
ty succeed in getting the annexation of
Oude set aside? The warmest advocates
of his cause must allow that it is not proba-
ble, and indeed barely possible. Setting
aside the question as to the justice or oth-
erwise of Lord Dalhousie’s late act, the de-
thronement of the ex-King of Oude ie now
un fait accompli, and were it annulled in
Eoglaud after being carried into effect in
Jadia, the consequences 10 our whole
Eastern empire might be serious indeed. |
bhear from Calcutta that the friends and
'I'BG'“' 2' Wajid Ali Shah do not intend 1o

work' his case during the present session
of Parliament. Between this time and the
month of March next great endeavours are
to be made to create a sensation in his fa-
vour throughout England. In this no doubt
they will succeed. A great deal is 10 be
dooe in this country for £200,000, and ad-
vocales of the ex-King's cause will not be
found wanting, provided he keeps his purse
strings pretty loose.

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The Births of the Napoleons,

It will be interesting at this moment to
revert to the circumstances atternding the
birth of each of the members of the Impe-
rial family of Buonaparte.

NapoLEON [

The family of the Buonapartes were of
some distinction in Italy in the nuddle ages
They are mentioned in the Golden Book of
Bologna, and in the peerage of Trevieo;
but when Napoleon the Great was told of
such descent, he was in the habit of saying
that he * was saticfied to be the Rudolph
or Hapsburgh of his race.” or that he '* da-
ted his nobility from Monte Notte.”

Carlo Baonaparte was born March 29,
1746. He studied 1he law at the Univer-
sity of Corte, and soon became the leading
advocate in the small town of -Ajaccio.
There, in 1764, he married Letitia Ramo-
lino, then fourteen years uld, the most beau-
tiful girl inthe place. The Ramolino’s be-
longed to the Genoese party in Corecia ;
Carlo Buonaparte belonged to the party of
the Patriois, under Paoli.  Carlo Bona«
parte became Paoli’s secretary. In 1668
the state of Genoa sold their rights over
the Ieland of Corsica to France. Such a
sale, the barter of a free people, like a lierd
of catile, was a violation of all national law.
The Corsicans resisted, and sympathy for
their cause spread ali over Europe.  Paol,
and the Pariots of Corscia determined 10 re-
sist the French. They could not prevent their
landing, but on the Yth of May, 1769, they
determined to sirike a blow for liberty, and
they resisted the progress of the French at
the Bridge of Ponte Nuovo. Iere the Pa-
triot party of Corsica were arnihilated at a
blow, and Corsica lost its freedom.

After ihe batile of Ponte Nuovo, Carlo
Buonapartie and his-wife fled 1o a villa they
had in the moumtains of Corsica, cealled
Monte Rotondo. The French, however,
sent a flag of truce to the patriots in the
mountains, inviting them 1o return to the
town, Carlo Buonaparie was sent by the
patriots to Corte, and he came back with
passpoits of security. The patriots then
began toreturn to their respective homes.
In crossing the river Liamone, on their way
from Monte Rotondo to Ajaccio, the river
was found to be swollen, and Letitia Buona-
parte was nearly drowned. On geiting
back 1o Ajaccio, Paoli, who was ordered
into exile by the French, wished Carlo
Buonaparie to accompany him to England.
The condition of his wife however prevent-
ed him ; she was near her time; and on the
15th of Avgust, 1769, on'y a few days aiter
her return, Napoleon the Great was born.

Letitia had attended mass on the morning
of the 15th of August. On her return home
she was suddenly seized with labor pains.
| A temporary bed was prepared for her in a
room, hung with old tapestry; and those
who have since examined the tapesiry have
declared that it gives the history of the he-
roes ol the Iliad. Such was the birth of
| Napoleon I.

NAPOLEON II.

The birth of the * King of Rome,” (Na-
poleon Il. as he 1s now designated, though
he never wore the crown ) took place in
April, 1811, ashort year after the marriage
between the Emperor Napoleon and Maria
Louise, which took place at Vienna, March
11, 1810, was consummated at Compiegne,
March 18, and re celebrated in Paris, 20d
of Apnil, 1810. Napoleon’s first marriage
wih Josephine took place 9th of March,
1796.

The circumstances of the birth of the
King of Rome are thus described by Sou-
they (—

“ Napoleon’s wishes were crowned by the
birth of a son. I'he birth was a difficult one,
and the nerves of the medical attendants
were shaken., ‘Sheis but a woman,’ said
the Emperor, who was present, *treat her
as you would bourgeoise of the Rue St.Den-
nis.’ ‘T'he accoucheur at a subsequent mo-
| ment, withdrew Napoleon from the couch,
| and demanded whether in case one life
{ must be sacrificed he should prefer the mo-
| ther or the child ? ‘the motheny’ he ans-
wered, ‘it is her right!” At length the
child appeared, but without any seigns of
{life. Afier the lapse of some mioutes a fee-
| bie cry was heatd ; the infant thought (o be
dead, was awakened from its lethargy by
the discharge of one hundred and one pieces
of cannon. Napoleon entered the ante-
chamber in which the high fuactionaries
were assembled, and announced 1he event
10 these words : ‘IT1s o Kine oF Rome’

*“‘The birth of the heir of Napoleon was
received with as many demonstrations of
loyal enthusiasm as had ever atiended that
of a Dauphin; yet the joy on this occasion
was far from universal. The Royalist con-
sidered the event as fatal to the last hopes
of the Bourbons; the ambitious generals
despaired ot any dismembermeot of the Em-
pire. Theold Republicans who had envied
Bucnaparte’s despotic power, as the progeny
of the revolution, looked forward with a
deep distrust 10 the rule of a dynesty fond
of shedding the blood of the haughiiest of
the hoples of Europe,and cousequently were
more likely to make common cause with the
little band of hereditary sovereigns than
with the people. Finally the title * King
of Rome,’ put an end 1o the fond hopes of
the Italians, who had been taught by Napo-
leon 10 expect that after his death their coun-
try should possess a Government separate
froms France ; nor could the same title fail
to excite some bitter feelings in 1he Aus-
trian Court, when the heir apparent under
the old empire had been commonly styled
*King of the Romans.’

But the most interesting event of all con-

vorced Josephine to the Emperor, ber still
dearly-beloved husband, on the birth of this
child, and for whom she had been discard-
This truly affecting episile runs in the
language following :—
‘ NAVARRE.

* Sire—Amidst-the numerous congratu-
lations which you receive from all parts of
Europe, from every town in France, and
every regiment in the army, can the feeble
voice of a woman reach you? And will
you condescend to listén to her who so of-
ten consoled you in your sorrows and As-
susged the pangs of your heart, when she
speaks on'y of the happiness which has just
crowned your wishes? Being no longer
your wife date I offer my felicitalions on
your becoming a father? Yes, doubiless,
Sire ! for my soul renders the same justice
1o yours as yours to mine ; I conceive what
you now experience as readily as you divine
my emotions on this occasion; though se-
parated, we are united by the sympathy
which bids defiance to events.

] should have been glad to learn the
birth of the King of Rome from yourself,
and not by the cannon of Goreux, or the
prefect, Cuvier, but I am well aware that
your first stitentions are due to the members
ol the corps diplomatique, to your family,
and above al! 10 the happy Princess who has
just realized your dearest hopes. She cannot
be more tenderly devoted to you thanl am ;
but ehe has had it in her power to do more
for your happiness by assuring the welfare
of France ; she has, therefore, a right 1o
your first sentiments, to all your cares ; and
[ who was your companion n misfortune
only, can claim but a far inferior place to
that which Marie Louise occupies in your
affection. You will have watched round
her bed, and embraced her son, before you
take up vour pen to converse with your best
triend. [ will wait!

It is, however, impossible for me to defer
telling you that more than any one on
earth I share in your joy. You will not
doubt of my sincerity when I say that far
from being efflicted with a sacrifice, so ne-
cessary (o the repose of all, I rejoice that it
has been made, now that I suffer alonc.—
Suffer, do 1 say? No, since you are con-
tented. my only regret is, that [ have not
yet done sufficient 1o prove how dear you
were to me.”

NapoLeon 11,

I.ouis Napoleon Buonaparte, the present
Emperor of the French, was born on the
201th of April, 1808, at the Tuileries. s
mother was Hortense, Queen of Holland,
the wife of Napoleon’s broiher Louis, to
whom that kingdom had been assigned.—
The marriage ot Ilortense and Louis was
most unfortunate ; they did nothing bLut
quarrel, and in Sepiember 1807, they finally
separated at Ameterdam, and Horiense re-
turned to her mother in Pariz. There the
preseni Emperor was born, and it is remark
able that he and the King of Rome were
the only two persons of the family of Na-
poleon whose births were received with
military honors and the homage of the pec-
ple.

There is one circumstance connected
have not as yet observed, but which is well
worth mention. Nspoleon the Great set
aside his own best friend and counsellor, to
obtain an heir to the throne of France.—
He married a Pripcess of Ausiria, and by
her he had a son. 'T'hat birth was the cul
minating poiot of his power and his digmity.
From theuce he did nothing but descend.
He died in exile—his son also. Who suc-
ceeded to his name, his fame, his power?
The child of Hortense. who was the child
of Josephine! In the person of the Empe-
ror of the French, we find not the offspring
of Napoleon the Great, but the offspring
of his discarded wife. What an illustration
of the trath of the adage—* T'hat it is man
who proposes but God who disposes '”

The Terrors and Perils of
Lightning.

E Merriam, a well-known meteoro'ogisi,
residing 10 the vicinity of New York city,
communicates the following to the New
York Commercial Advertizer:

There are many pemsons who are greatly
affecied by fear during thunder-storms ; we
have recorded deaths by fright during fear-
ful displays of lightning, and there are
thunder-storms occurring, so appalling, as
10 cause the :toutest heart to tremble,

I« will be a consulation to many who are
thus exercized by fear to know there is
safety during the continuance of the most
fearful thunder-storms, 1n erther a sieamboat,
railroad car, iron ship, ron house, ware-
house filled with bar iron or iron castings,
or ina vessel or building furnished with
metsllic eonductors reared for the purpose
of protection.

Steamboats have been in use more than
filty years, railroad cars more than t(hirty,
and iron ships and iron buildings about
iwenty years, and during this period mil-
lions cn millions of persons have been in
steamboats, raiilroad cars, iron ships, and
iron buildings, and not one of the vast mul-
titude 1hus snuated has falien by lighining,
nor has death by lightning ever been known
in 8 steamboat, railroad car, iron ship, or
iron bwlding

To those who think metals are danger-
ous fiom their supposcd aitraction for light-
ning, no argument beyond this plain, brief
statement of facis need be offered.

The same exemp 1on has been extended
10 vessels furnished wih conductors. No
case of loss of life or property in a vesael
has ever occurred where the vessel was fur-
mished with conductors, and the continuity
uninterrupted to the water.

During my long-conuinaed researches
into the phenomena of lightning, extend-
ing over a period of nearly hslf a century,
I have heard of but a single death by light-
ning in a building furnished with rods
reared for the purpose of protection.—
That one death occurred in the summer of
1855, in a house at Litile Prairie, Wiscon-
sin,

Lightning conductors made of No. I, or
No. 2 iron wire, are sufficiently large for a
conductor, and cost less than jone cent per
foot, and less than one dollar for a conduc-
tor one hundred feet in length. Glass in-
sulators can be bought of glass and hard-
ware dealers for about twelve shillings per
dozen.

To those who object to the size of the
wire as being too small, we say, take one,
two, three, or four wires and put them to-
gether—the bridge over the chasm of the
great Niagara is suspended on No 9 wire—
and this bridge sustains the weight of an
immense train of cars of the Central rail-
road.

While upon this subject, we are anxious
1o give extensive publicity to the fact that
cold water possesses the power of restoring
10 animation, persons who have been para-
lyzed by lightning. The fact should be
known 10 every body. We have an ac-
count of a person being restored afier a |a-
bor of five hours, with no other means than
cold water drenching. Do not be discour-
ed if disappoiniment does attend the first
effort ; perseverance in this means of resior-
ation has the sure promise of success.
