Proble;n of
Submarine

Menace Must be C-il_ecked, Else
-Food May Not be
Available.

London, April 12 — The problem
presented by the German submarins
war is so serious, so far as England is
concerned that it dwarfs the zeppelin
issue into relative insignificance, ac-
cording to Robert P. Houston, mem-
ber of Parliantent tor Liverpool, and
one of the best-known British ship-
owners.

“Not merely the price of the whole
nation’s footstuffs,” says Mr. Hous-
ton, “but the question of whether or
not these foodstuffs will be available
depends upon solving the shipping
problem.”

The menace now threatening Great
Britain must be radically removed.
according to Mr. Houston, whose
views are contained in an interview
to which the Daily Mail this morning
gives great prominence. s

Commenting on the interview, tie
Daily Mail says that 42 British, ten
allied and 30 neutral ships have beea
lost since the new submarine cam-
paign began on March 1. The total
tonnage of these vessels is more than
2,200,000 tons.
