ANNUAL CONVENTION OF PERTH SUN-
DAY SCHOOL ASSOCIATION,

Th@wentﬁ-second annual convention
of the\Perth Sabbath School 'Associa-
tion was held in Main street Methodist
church, Mitchell, on Tuesday and Wed-
nesday of last week. This convention
has been undoubtedly one of the most
snccessful ever held hy the asociation.
Large audiences assembled ateach ses-
sion,but especially in the everlings, when
the church, although the most commod-
1ous in town, was a good déal more than
comfortably filled. The ' number of
delegates was unusually large but am-
ple accommodation was founc/for them
in the houses of the pedple of the town:
no dimcultly whateyer being experienced
by thelocal commitee an billeting. The
pastor and the several officiis of the
church vied with each other inattention
and hospitality, and the delsgates ex-
pressed themselves highly “delighted
with the kind and courteous manner -in
whioh they were treated.

The program was a very interest-
ing and varied one, dealing with almost
every department of Sabbeth school
work. The speeches were allgood and
delivered in a manner| whick inspired
not only the members of the association,
but the rest of the largp audiences, with
enthusiasm. The musk was in charge
of 8. F. Robbins, and the anthems sung
by the united choirs were well rendered
and much appreciated, The proceed-
ings were opened on Tyesdayat 2.p. m.
In the absence of the pfesidert, Rev. J.
M. Turnbull of St. Marys, Kev. 1. M.
Campbell of the same place, vice-presi-
dent, occuppied thechair. The business
commitee was eompgsed af Rev. R.
Hamilton, Rev.F. E| Nugent, 8. M.
Edwards, Miss Mowat, Miss Mosecrip,
Mr. W reton, and Mr. Harmison. An
opening address was delivered by Rev.
Mr.Campbell, his subject being“Person-
al Consecration.” This was followed
by an address on “The Teachers Aiwn”
by J. C. Macgregar, M A. of Stratford.
After a somewhat lengthy discussion on
the question‘as to whethér nnconverted
teachers should be employedin Sabbath
school work, the meeting adjourned
until 7.80 p m. The evening session op-
ened with devotional servies and then
the secretary-treasurer I,Hord, present-
ed his report. Througﬁout the county
there are 91 schools, 1,100 teachers and
officers and 9,298 scholars. The amonnt
contributed by th schools for Sab-
bath school werk (i“(%ing ihel past v
was $5,208. After the reading of t
report, which we regret we cannot tind
room for in full, Rer. John Mills, pas-
tor of the church, gave an address of
weléome to the deligates, not only to
the town and to thechurc}u, but to the
hearts of the peoph. The vice- presi-
dent on behalf of th visiting members
of the association mde a fitting reply.

Rev. W. H. Hinel8 of Stratford de-
livered an address o1 a very interesting
subject, “[Tow to iiterest parents in
Sabbath school work The address was
very instructiveand vas listenea to with
deep attention. ‘I'h¢ next subject for

home and school—is bearing on the
church of the futue.” "This subject
wags allotted to Rev. W, J, Taylor, but
beini; nnavoidahlg absent’ Rev. K.
H. Hughes of Listovel addressed the
meeting in his stead. W. N, Hossie, of
Branttord, brought v few words  of
greeting from the Brnt Association of
Which he is presideit, and expressed
himself much pleasd with the pro-
ceedings. The meetag then adjourned
till Wednesday mornag.
WEDNESDAY’S ROCEEDINGS.

The morning sessim was opened with
a praise and prayer srvice, led by the
vice-president, after vhich several en
couraging reports frm schools in re-
ference to apiritual cesults were read.
An addresg on“ Sunay School Helps”
5\)1 Rev. W. M. McFibbon, M. A, of
Millbank, followed ind formed the sub-
Ject of long and inteesting discussion.

8. Nethereott of Mtchell then deliyer-
ed an addresson “Th: art of question-
ing.” The speaker dalt with the sub-
Ject in a very practicil manner and his
address was much -mppreciated. A fter
a short disgussion anadjournment was
made until 2 p. m.

The afternoon sesion was prehaps
the mogt interestingof all, After de-
votiongl exercises aid the reading of
the miputes an exwellent address on
“Sabbath School Music” was given by S.
F. Robbins. This was followed by a
Normal legson, “Principles of instruc-
ion;the seven laws of teaching” by Rev.
Henderson of Listowl.

At 3.45 there*was mass meeting of the
children addressed by Dr. Hipple, of
Stratford, Rev. D. Dack, of Listowel,
and Miss Mowat of Stratford. Each of
the speakers has an engaging manner
and the addresses seemell to please the
children immensely, beiig listened to
from start to finish with deepest in-
terest. The church wasg crowded with
children not, however, to the exglu-
sion of the adults many of whom seemed
to enjoy the addresses ab much as those
to whom they were more particularly
delivered,

The proceedings of the last session
commenced at 7.30. Thesepert the bus-
iness commitee was the fist to occupy
the attention of the meeting. The
committee advised that the convention
be held in Knox chureh, Listowel, and
that the followingbe the officers for the
ensuing year: ent, Bev.

The University Fire,

The Toronto University Totally
Destroyed by Fire, imcluding
the Valuable Library,

Toronto University was totally des-
froyed by fire last Friday night. The
loss is estimated at over half a million
dollars, Preparations had been made
for the annual conversazione, at which,
two thousand people were expected to
be present, and it wag just before the
guests commenced to arrive, at 7 p. m,,
that the fire broke out. The building is
not supplied with enough gas jets, so
that on any special evening it is neces-
sary to light up with lamps.” Two men
were engaged carrying upstairs .in a
rack half a dozen lighted lamps to be
put in chandeliers, when the man on
the lower end became trightened that
they might fall and instantiy let go his
hold. Thelighted lamps fell and roke
oil spreading all over the stairs an
down into the already heavily oiled
floor. Allthe buildings were destroyed.
Thelibrary, worth $100,000; the museum
with its invaluable specimens and cupi-
osities; valuable documents of Dr. Wil-
son, President of the University; chem-
ical apparatus, mathematical ipstru-
ments, furniture and utensils were ail
destroyed.

One domestic was severely burned.

The property, including all " buildings
and contents, was insured in twelye
companies to the extent of $164,000,
Following are the names of the com-

anies:— Altna, Citizens’, City Mutual

ire Insurance, Exchange, Hand-in-
Hand. American, Hartford. County of
Perth Mutual, Quebec Fire Assurance
Co., Queen City, Royal Insurance Co.,
Royal Canadian and” Western.

The stone of which the building was
constructed seemed peculiarly suscept-
ible to the heat. It cracked and burst
out and came down in masses. Nor
did the iron work fare better, On the
eastern tower there was a big weather
cock, and as the support burned from
beneath'it it bent over and fell amid
the ruing, Soon the roof of Convoea-
tion Hall followed it into the crater be-
neath, and the hall was left a ruin uiter
and unredeemable.

But while a section of the firemen
had been fighting the fiames in Convo-
cation Iall the library, along with the
various class roonmv—-iﬂnglish, philos-
ophy, and so on, occupied the easterns
part of the main building. ‘The library
was the pride of the university. It con-~
sisted of about thirty-five thousand rare
and costly yolumes, valued at close upoh
$100,000. In an adjoining room were
about $2500 wortn of instrumente
brought specially from the School er
Science, and intended to give an exm-
bition of the progress of the work of
the school before the visitors. In this
section, too, were the instruments of
Prof. Lioudon, which were very valu-
able. To gave these costly parts of the
cquipment and the western section of
| the University was the next task of the
[tiremen. A few books—-Apnssib)y less
| ehan 100-were carried off ere the sSmoke

becaine too deunse, but in a short tinge
{ the tiremen had to retire, and could on-
[ 1y play on the Hames through the win-
dows. Tne fire licked up the books,
and burned through the massive flovis
as if they were built of match boxes
and bound with spider webs, instead
of great iron supports. The roof began
to give way and the fire to show on ihe
outside. With a ceaseless clatter the
heated slate jumped from vheir places
on the roof and fell to the ground,
Anon a section of roof fell with & crash
into the burning pile, and brands and
sparks, carried by tpe north-westerl
wind that blew a gale, so quickly @i
the intense heat consume it and draw it
toward the scene of the catastrophy,
flew afar over the Queen’s Park, spread-
ing discomfort and alarm among tie
thousands of spectators who stood with
white, awed faces gazing at the scene of
destruction, The doors of the corridors
from the eastern entrance had been
beaten down, and through the building
the wind and flames flew, revealing a
long vista of vaulted c¢orridors that
glowed like furnaces.

Up the sides of the eastern tower
crept the flames. The armory of K
company of the Queeng Own Rifles was
situated here, and the rifles were seen
bent and twisted with the heat. It was
agrand and terrible sight. The great
hall filled with tire, the carved rafters
standing out clean-cut even yet, maue
a majestic sight, and as the firemen re-
tired to battle with the enemy in the
main building the sight became grander,
There was very few gas jets in the Uni-
versity buildings, and in order to light
the various halls dnd corridars efficient~
ly four hundred coil oil lamps were used,
These dou btless contributed in nosmall
degree to the rapid spread of the fire,

The fire appliances were miserable,
There was not a firealarn in the build-
ing, and the nearest fire hydrant was
1,000 feet from the building, The ar-
mory of the University company of
volunteers was destroyed, and the cart-
ridges, as the flames reached them, ex-
ploded with a noise resembling a valley
of musketry.

A striking feature of the fire was the
falling of the 3,000 pound bell in the
main partof the University, When the
iramework in whach it stood had been
burned-away the great bell fell, crash-
ing through the h::ge stone tower, the
great tongue sounding as it fell the
death knell of the finest University
building in the country,
