CATTLE FOR PROFIT.

Pan-American Model Dairy Notes on
Recent Results in Test.

The superior staying powers of the
Holsteins are now becomng mani-
fest, and for the week ending Octo-
bar 1st they stand first on the list
in the butter profit test, beating the
Jerseys by ten cents and the Guern-
seys by forty-seven cents. However,
Mary Marshall, of the Guernseys, still
retaine her lead as best cow in the
barn, but her panion, Cassiopei
who has boen for a good deal of the
time her closest rival, has been off
her feed and drope thirty-six cents
bahind her for the week. An un-
has been made during
the week by the Polled Jersey Ora.
She has Leen unable to properly di-
gest her feed, presumably’ the ensil-
age, and has boen sick and feverish.
At one milking she gave 8 lbs. milk,
2.50 p.c. fat; the following milking,
5 Ibs., 6.40 p.c. fat; the third milk-
ing, 1.6 Ibs., 16.20 p.c. fat. This is
by far the highest butter fat test
Yyet made by any of the cows.

The standing of the herds for the
week is as follows: Holsteins, $7.56;
Jerseys, $7.46; Guernseys, $7.09;
Ayrshires, $6.84; Red Polled, $5.02;
Shorthorns, $5.82; Brown Swiss,
$5.81; French Canadian, $5.44 ; Poll-
ed Jerseys, $3.24; Dateh Belted,
$4.07

For the week ending October 8th
some notable changes have taken
place. The Holstein herd- made a
gain over last week, as they are
keeping up their flow of milk «x-
ceeaingly well, but the Jerseysalso
made a deeided spurt and tied the
blacks and whites for first plac..
The Aycshires are back again to
third place, with tho Guiernseys
fcurth. Next come the French-Cu-
nadiane and the Shorthorns, which
are both duing good work, and may
yet sueceed In passing the Guern-
Seys before cthe close of the test.
In such' a case, all five of the Cana-
dian herds would be ahead of the
five American herds. The Guern-
seys obtained such a long l2ad in
the early part-of the test that
they will doubtless be able to win
first prize in the butter profit
teat, but as onec cow is now quite
out of the raco they would probably
boe overtaken by some of the other
breeds if the 8t  were coxtinued
for a few weeks longer. The Brown
Swiss cow, Hope of Minnesota, has
been very sick during the week, and
it was feared that she would not
Tecover, but she is now much bet-
ter. Her cas2 is the first in the
history of the dairy that it has
been necessary to resort to medi-
cfhe, which goes to show that the
cows have been both carefully and
skillfully fed and handled. For this
week Beauwty of Norval, of the Hol-
stein herd, is the best cow, beating
Marshall by five cents. Below is the
net profit of eaelr herd for the week
euding October 8th: Jerseys, $7.58;
Holsteins, $7.68 ; Ayrshires, $6.97;
Guernseys, $6.66 ; French Canadians,
$6.38 ; Shorthorns, $5.95; Brown
Swiss, $5.85 ; Red Polled, $5.63 ; Poll-
ed Jerseys, $4.93; Duteh Belted,
$3.95.
