A WARNING.

A - bulletin just isswed ‘' by med.cal
specialists at Washington calls attention
to. the danger of contagion from fowls
affected with a form of diphtherta, in
the publication of an Investigation of
certain dfseases appearing in domestic
en.mals; Among a number of cases cited
in ‘which diphtheria had been contracted
from fowls, one was that of a little girl
in Illinots, who had fondled e sick chick-
en that had been brought into the house,
as is the habit in the country, and died
from diphtheria with:n a few days, when
there was no other possible
source of coutagion. The pathologists
recommend that sick .chickens be killed
rather tham being brought into the house
for children’s playthings. They remark
that while the number of cases in which
