the fire hall at the camp in the east, the 
City hall in the centre and the old mill 
offices on the corner of Columbia and 
10th streets in the west. It is a healthy 
sign where a Lvely interest is evinced in 
the affairs of any corporation and the 
coming election will be worked with 
considerable energy. Although the new 
council to be chosen from the names 
which were published last night has 
practically been elected in anticipation, 
and we might safely publish the person- 
nel of the civic parlement of 1896 to-day, 
as well as next Tuesday, nevertheless 
some hard labor will be employed before 
the poll ‘is closed on Monday night. As 
there is a fair field, so there shall be a 
British field with fair play and no favors.

A WARNING.
A bulletin just issued by medical 

specialists at Washington calls attention 
to the danger of contagion from fowls 
affected with a form of diphtheria, in 
the publication of an investigation of 
certain diseases appearing in domestic 
an male. Among a number of cases cited 
in which diphtheria had been contracted 
from fowls, one was that of a little girl 
in Illinois, who had fondled a sock chick- 
en that had been brought into the house, 
as is the habit in the country, and died 
from diphtheria within a few days, when 
there was no other possible 
source of contagion. The pathologists 
recommend that sick chickens be killed 
rather than being brought into the house 
for children’s playthings. They remark 
that while the number of cases in which 
the disease has been communicated to 
human beings is not great fin comparison 
to the number of cases of sickness in 
fowls, it is yet great enough to demand 
serious attention.

MR. BRAND GONE HOME.

He will Build Another Boat for the 
Seawanhaka Cup.

J. Arthur Brand, the Englishman who 
brought over Spruce IV. to compete for 
the Seawanhaka Cup, has returned to 
England, having disposed of his little 
half-rater. He expects to build another 
boat, and return next year, to try again 
for the cup which he failed to get this 
season. He is pleased with his treat- 
ment in America, and the yachtsmen of 
the East, with whom Mr. Brand came 
in contact, are no less delighted with 
the English skipper. "* I notice the cost 
of a boat is much greater here than in 
England,” Mr. Brand said, before his 
departure. *‘ The builders’ pr.ce for the 
Spruce IV. was £65, or about $325. Her 
rigging cost £10, or $50 more, making a 
total first cost of the boat about $375, 
although some extensive and costly al-- terations in her board and keel ultimate- 
ly brought the sum up nearly to 2100, 
er about $500. Now, I understand that 
the first cost of a similar boat, here, is 
almost twice that of the Spruce IV., and 
that some of the boats which success- 
fully competed for the honor of defend- 
ing the cup, cost three or four times as 
much. It makes yachting much more 
expensive here than with us. MT. 
Brand is not favorably inclined to the 
proposition to race next year with one- raters. He thinks they will not be as 
popular as the smaller class; they cost 
much more to build, require an addition- 
al man in in the crew, and, he says, do not possess the additional seaworthi- 
ness sufficient to give them an advantage 
of the half-raters. Before his departure 
for Great Britain, Mr. Brand made a 
trip to Montreal and Toronto. He said 
the yachtsmen thereabouts are enthus- 
lastic over small boat-racing, and think 
they have a good chance of winning in the race for the Seawanhaka cup, for 
which they have issued a challenge.
Brand said the boats of the Royal St. 
Lawrence Yacht Club, which he saW, 
are well built little craft, but he thinks, 
they are generally over-canvassed. He 
says that he received the fairest treat- 
ment while he was in the States.

Canadian capitalists are interesting 
themselves in the project of an electric 
street railway Im Buenos Ayres, Argen- tine Republic. The city has 750,000 in- 
habitants, and there are only two streets 
on which the electric company has not 
the right to lay down tracks. It may not be known generally that the Can- 
adan export trade with the Argentine 
Republic, which ten years ago was only 
$200,000, is now more than $4,000,000 a year. 
Almost all the agricultural implements 
and machinery used in the republic and 
many other manufactured goods that 
should be made and exported from the 
United States more cheaply, are obtained 
from Ontario, and this trade is increas- 
ing annually, although those persons who 
are interested on it are careful toeay as 
Lotle as possible about it for fear of 
arousing competition.

THE PACIFIC CABLE.

Sandford Fleming on This Scheme and 
Its Good Prospects.

While in Montreal last week Sandford 
Fleming, C. M. G., was interviewed 
on the Pacific cable scheme. He talk- 
ed freely and discussed the prospects. 
He believed Hon. Joseph Chamberlain 
to be thoroughly in sympathy with the 
project, as well as with everything that 
tended to bring the colonies nearer the 
heart of the Empire. Continuing, Mr. 
Fleming said: "I have not seen any 
of the Canadian Ministers, since the Im- 
perial authorities expressed a desire for 
a conference on the subject, yet, I think 
that telegraphic advices have been re- 
ceoved at Ottawa, and that a further of- 
ficial communication is on the way.’ He 
was with those who believed that exten- 
sive surveys and soundings of the Pacific 
ocean, extending over a period of two or 
three years, were quite unnecessary, and 
that work might be commenced in the 
very near future. The Challenger ex- 
pedition was the means of securing in- 
formation regarding the Pacific that will 
be of the greatest value, when such a 
cable comes to be laid between the port 
of Vancouver and Australia.
“Will this be the first cable ever laid 

in the Pacific?” was asked.
4. “Yes, the very first, although a short 
cable has already been la d along a por- 
tion of the South American coast. I may 
add, also, that the difficulties to be over- 
come will be no greater in the Pacfic 
than in the Atlantic, and, in fact, the pre- 
judces that have been raised by Interest- 
ed parties against the success of the Can- 
adian-Australian cable are fast disap- 
pearing, and public opinion, both in Can- 
ada and in Britain, is ripe for the carry- 
ing out of such an enterprise.” Mr. Flem- 
ing is of the opinion that the Australian 
end of the proposed cable will be landed in 
Queensland or New South Wales, and 
that New Zealand will also be connect- 
ed.
