Toronto, Sept. 28.—The ligmidation of
the York County Loan & Savings Com-
pany came up for its first hearing be-
fore Referee George Kappele yesterday
morning. The referee ruled that the soli-
citors representing different closses of
shareholders should file their claims
with the court by Tuesday next. \her-
ever these claims are objected to the
liquidator will serve his objections upon
the counsel concerned, and pleadings
must be entered.

At the next session to be held in Mr,
Kappele’s office on Tuesday, geacral evi-
dence as to by-laws, ete, will be sub-
mitted by the liquidator’s s Nicitor, Ppo-
ceedings after this meeting will b2 held
in the City Hall or Osgoode Hall. By
order of the referee two classes were
added to the elasses of shareholders al-
ready established by Referes il Lean.
There will now be ten classes.

The Various Claims,

By worder of Mr, Kapelie two classes
were this morning addea to these clauses
of shareholders aulready estabusied by
order of Referee MeLean, raising the
number of classes from eight to  ten.
There are altogether 114,749 claims, ag-
gregating $4,074,954.93. These classes are
now as follows:
