This power of resistance which she
a8 80 herjocally evinced against
the basest of persecution only goes

secuted. Russia is threatening her
faith apd Pryssia says ber children
must leave x:ir homes homeless.

Theee threats will only tend to show

the strength of endurance of the
children of Poland. I am giad to
seo that Poland is sending large con-
tingents of her people to America,
and knowing them as well as I do,
[ can say thap the Poles are worthy

in every respect the welcome
America will show them. I am
pleased also that you have formed
this Alliance, so that you may keep
your ple intact and preserve
yourselves against the dangers which
isolation might create. Your object,
of course, is not to se te your-
solves from other citizens of America,
as ovil-minded persons may say.
You are Americans, who love the
land of your adoption, but at the
same time your r’oli-.h friends ar-
riving here need special encourage-
ment. Therefore it is good that
you are allied together. Advise the
weak ; protect them against all dan-
gers, and when the Poles become
accustomed to their new surround-
ings 1 bave no doubt but that they
wﬁr make model citizens. Evidently
you teach your children the English
language in your schools. This i
necessary, 80 that they may enter
intelligently into the business life of
the country. Teach them that here
they have every opportunity to make
themselves independent and happy
men. You are Americans, and not
afraid of Muscovite despotism or
religious threats. Under the banner
of the United States you have full
liberty, and you should especially ap-
preciate this fact, who were deprived
of liberty at home.

Glastonbury Abbey.

In the county of Somerset, 25
miles south-west of Batts, Engiand,

is situated the celebrated ubbey,

which according o tradition, was

founded in 60 A. D, and was one

of the earliest seats of Christi-

anity jn Britain. Its traditionary

founder was Joseph of Arimathes,

and the “ miraculous thorn,” which

flowered on Christmas day, was, till

the time of the Puritans (who dis-

carded all emblems of the true faith)

believed to be the veritabie staff with

which Joseph aided his footsteps

from the Holy Land,

The tree was destroyed during the
civil wars ; but grafts from it still
flourish iu the neighboring gardens.
In 604 the monks adopted the dress
and rules of the Benedictine Order.

This magnificent pile at one time
covered 60 acres; but as most of
the houses at Glastonbury, and also
a causeway across Sedgemoor. have
been constructed of the materials
the extent of the ruins is now much

diminished. The most interesting
remains are the Abbey church, with

St. Joseph's chapel, St. Mary's cha-
pel, and the Abbot's kitchen

St. Joseph's chapel is ove of the
most elegant specimens in existence
of the tramsition from Norman to
early English architecture, and is
supposed to have begn erected during
the reigns of Henry II and Richard
It is now roofless, and the vault.
ing of the crypt is nearly destroyed.
The entrance is adorned with Serip-
ture. Below the floor is a Norman
crypt, within which is St. Joseph's
well. Of the Abbey church few frag-
ments remain. The chapel of St
Mary'’s is roofless, but the remains of
its pointed windows and archways
are exceedingly elegant. The Ab-
bot's kitchen, now separated from
the rest of the ruins, is a uare,
massive structure, the walls strong-
ly buttressed, and dates from about
the fifteenth century. Glastonbury
has the hovor of ranking St. Patrick
(415 A. D.) and St Dunstan among
its abbots. In 1539 Henry VILI
summoned Abbot Whiting to sur
render Glastonbury, and all its trea-
sures ; and on his refusal, condemn-
ed him to be hanged and quartered,
and the monastery confiscated to the
king's use, which sentence was im-
mediately carried into exeoution.
According to tradition, King Arthur
and his queen Guinevere were bur-
ied in the cemetery of the abbey,
and Giraldus Cambrensis states that
‘““a leaden cross, bearing the follow-
ing inscription :
tus inclytus Recr Arthurus in insula

of the Misercordia, a society found-
ed in the thirteenth century
by a pious porter. Pierre b
the porter, one day conceived the
happy thought of reforming the
vices and employing the idle mo-
ments of his fellow porters,

Their idleness, while waiting in
the public square for some one to
hire them, bhad no tendency to make
them virtwous. On the contrary,
they quarrelled with each other and
swore fearful oaths,

Pietro persuaded them to

to the imposition of & fine each time
they were profune. The idea pleased
the rough fellows and they

Pietro's suggestion to buy litters
with the money thus collected, and
t0 lend a helping hand in carrying
the sick and wounded to the hospi-
tal, and the desd to their burial,

In those warlike days and in such
a quarrelsome city as Florence the
street frays gave them occupation
enough. The organization grew
until it became the popular Brothers
of Misericordia, and numbered
among its members all classes, from
the artisan to the prince.

When the services of the Brothers
are needed a bell calls them, and
those whose turn it is to serve
appear On the street clothed ina
k dress and in a hood which
covers head and face. The dress is
not as some have thought, a sign of
shame, crime and sins, bat a pre-
caution against recognition.

Their rule forbids a Brother from
receiving anything from a patient
except a cup of cold water. The
hoods conceal the Brothers' faces

and thus prevent any

patient from rewarding m to
take away from them the tem

ta trade on their services.— Western
