Oue mammoth 
turkey wae held at five dollars ; but he was 
a turkey. Fowl brought 60 cents, Black 
oats were 40 cents a bushel and white sold 
for 39 cents. Hay was $14.00 a ton and 
straw brought $10.00. Potatoes were 
about 20 cents a bushel, and pork changed 
hands at 5} cents to 5$ cents a pound.

A cable of the 16th, to the Furness 
Witby Co. Halifax, states that the steamer 
Sicily arrived in St. John’s Nfli. that morn­
ing safe and sound. She was eight days 
oat from Halifax, and fears were entertain­
ed for her safty.

A Rome despatch of yesterday’s date 
states that his Lordship, Bishop McDonald, 
in conjunction with the Bishops of St. 
John, N. B., and Sherbrooke, Que., 
were received by the Pope, in private 
audience on that date.

The Canadian Manufactures Association 
of Toronto has accepted the invitation of 
the London Chamber of Commerce to visit 
Eogland in June and bas secured the entire 
first class passenger accommodation of 
the steamer Victoria now being built for 
the A lans.

Canadians will again do garrison duty 
at Halifax, and likely permanently. The 
Imperial Infantry Regiment expect to be 
on their way to England inside of two 
weeks, and the two companies ot Artillery 
will shortly start for Hong Kong. So 
say Halifax advices.

Advice* from Minneapolis say that 
eleven persons lost their lives by the 
caving in of the wall of a building, which 
had recently been damaged b> fire. The 
walls fell upon the roof of a hotel, the tons 
of brick and stone crushing from the roof 
ob the basement while the people were 
asleep in the hotel.

The heavy snow-storm of Sunday was 
nob confined to this Province ; but wae 
pretty general along the coast» of the 
Maritime Provinces and New England. 
Halifax advices of Monday say Halifax 
was enshrouded in a heavy mantle of 
white yesterday. The snow storm which 
set in early in the morning, continued all 
day, and proved unusually heavy for so 
early in the season. When the storm 
broke snow fell lightly, but as it pro­
gressed it increased in fury and with high 
wind assumed almost blizzard proportions. 
No damage here abouts is reported ; but 
the New England coast suffered from a 
gale at Vineyard Sound, the worst since 
1893. _______ ________

A Sydney despatch of the 19th, says : 
According to news received, a real wild 
western hold up took place at Broughton 
a new town which the Cape Breton Coal, 
Iron and Railway Co. are building in con­
nection with the mines at Cochrane Like. 
At 9 o’clock Saturday night, two young 
men armed with revolvers entered the 
store of Mr. Landry, and holding a gnn 
at the head of the proprietor, demanded 
that he give up all the cash in the store, 
which he did.
