Piomptly upon the news of the ter­
rible disaster in the Crow’s Nest Pass 
district comes the announcement that 
the provincial government has contri­
buted the sum of $5,000 to assist the 
distressed population of the fire-swept 
district in the neighboring province.

Y»ster.iaÿ’NHWuiNiM,ïimiiiHi|1iiiwi
was being telegraphed through the 
province Hon. Dr. Rutherford, the 
premier, on hie return from the Que­
ll,.. tercentenary, was met in Calgary 
bv Hon. Mr. Cross. There, after a 
brief conference, communicating with 
the other members of the government 
by telegraph, it waa decided that $5,000 
should he at once contributed to assist 
tlie fire sufferers.

As usual, tihe action of the govern­
ment was admirably prompt. The first 
hours after a great disaster are the 
vital ones in the distribution of relief 
and Alberta'* executive permitted no 
red tape or delays ior calling a formal 
council meeting to interfere with the 
despatch that was essential to their 
relict-offering if the best service wae 
to be rendered.

Mounted Police Sent to Aid.
Furthermore, the commissioner of 

the Northwest Mounted police has been 
instructed by the Alberta government 
to spare no expense in connection with 
the necessary relief work.

Inspector Primrose, R.N.W.M.P., of 
Macieod, wae sent yesterday to the 
scene of tlie disaster at Fernie, with a 
force of ten members of the police, and 
will give every assistance possible. 
Here again the capable body of men 
who form the police force in that dis­
trict have been winning laurels for 
the service and adding further credit 
to the honorable records of the police.

In reply to a Wire from thle attorney 
general the following message has been 
leceived from O. E. Whiteside, man­
ager of the International Coal com­
pany at Coleman : “No immediate 
danger .in Alberta. Northwest Mounted 
police have everything in good shape 
and are ready for any emergency."

FIRST WRECK ON Q.T.P.

WAS AIMED AT TAFT?

Shat Struck Candidate's Seat on 
Stgamer.

Cincinnati, Ohio, Aug. 3.—the 
steamer Island Queen was fired on 
during its trip up the Ohio river last 
night with Judge William H. Tait and 
the notification committee and guests 
aboard.

Winnipeg, Aug. 3.—Mr. Frank San­
derson of the Canada Life Insurance 
Co., returned to-day from a long in 
spection trip over western Canada de­
lighted with what he has seen and 
prepared to recommend that it great­
ly increase its western investments, 
as being among the best now offering. 
Crops are flourishing and wonderfully 
well advanced while business is buoy­
ant. In many districts, Mr. Sander­
son noted that the area under crop 
will be increased next year almost 
threefold.

To-day he said : “I shall go back 
fo our head office with a stronger con­
fidence than ever before in our Cana­
dian west, and with the feeling that 
our president, Senator Oox,„ie amply 
justified in the strong stand he has 
taken for years as to the desirability 
of our company increasing its invest­
ments here."

Ten Thousand Idle Cars.
Although the business oi the com­

panies has shown some improvement 
during the past few weeks, there are 
still thousands of freight cars idle, 
and many new locomotives, which w^ill 
t>e called into service as soon as 
threshing gangs begin their work. It 
is estimated that there are between 
six and ten thousand idle freight cars 
of all classes on the western lines of 
the Canadian Pacific and on the Cana­
dian Northern there are a proportion­
ate number. Both of the companies 
have a number of locomotives which 
have been in their possession Ior 
months, and which, have never been 
used, the orders for these locomotives 
having been given before the decline 
in the volume of business last year. 
The officials of the railway companies 
do not expect,- they say, to satisfy 
perfectly every shipper in the coun­
try, but they believe that with < the 
facilities in their possession the.re will 
be no difficulty in getting a ratio of 
the crop of the year to Fort William 
and Port Arthur before the close of 
navigation.

There is on the average eleven 
weeks each season in which this work 
must be done, and in that time, it is' 
estimated, sixty per cent, of the 
wheat can be delivered at the head 
of the Lakes. The effort will be made 
to give all-stations equal service in 
this regard, but, as will • always be 
the case, some districts in which the 
crop matures earliest will naturally 
stand the best chance of getting their 
wheat to Lake Superior first.

Victoria, Aug. 3—Charged with at­

THE TIDE FLOWS 
LIBERALWARDS

Premier Scott Is Confident of Vict­
ory in Saskatchewan—Second 

Week of Campaigii.

Michel, B.C., Aug. 2.—Forest fires 
which broke out on Saturday in the 
Crow’s Nest Pass ahd spread up the 
EJk River Valley have entirely wiped 
out hundreds of square miles of conn* 
try, including towns, villages, mining 
and lumber camps, mills, railway sta­
tions and yards, and other property 
between here and Fernie and through 
to Cranhrook.

The known loss of life is already 
62, and it is feared the loss may 
exceed that in any conflagration since 
the San Francisco fire, while the 
property loss will easily run over five 
million dollars.

The loss at Fernie alone, where only 
one building is left standing, is esti­
mated at two to three millions.

In Granbrook the loss ‘ is very 
heavy and other towns on the line 
awapt- ti8t twill swell the-tittid. -while 
the loss to the Canadian Pacific and 
Great Northern railway, and to the 
big lumbering and mining interests 
is enormous.

Everywhere bridges are burned 
down, the track charred and twisted, 
telegraph wires literally melted, and 
one pole is left standing ill many 
miles. For miles and miles around 
the country is one seething hell. Dri­
ven by fierce winds, fires leap miles 
at a time and break out unexpectedly 
in points far removed. North and 
south of this town the flames are rag-

Seven Thousand Homeless.
Nelson, B.C., Aug. 2.—The dreadful 

disaster in the Crow’s Nest Pass has 
proved to be even worse than At first 
reported. Not merely has the fierce 
fiend obliterated Fernie, but Coal 
Creek, Michel and, it is feared, other 
Pass towns have gone out existence, 
swept clean by the devouring ele­
ments.

Over 7,000 people are home­
less, and the fatalities are growing 
hourly. In one case alone five fami­
lies at Fernie were hemmed in and 
every soul perished.

Bush fires are responsible for the 
whole horrible affair.

RECALLED FIRE OF 1871.

Fire in Chicago Leaped River as 
, Great Conflagration.

Chicago, August 3.—Chicago’s great 
fire of 1871 was brought vividly to 
"find today when the $2,000,000 blaze 
in the grain warehouses and freight 
sheds in the neighborhood of Sixteen­
th arid Canal streets jumped the 
river. So when the fire, having de­
stroyed two grain elevators, licked up 
fifty freight cars and burned a freight 
house and many smaller buildings 
leaped the river and began on the 
other side the firemen became ap­
prehensive. Other striking features 
about the fire was the miraculous es­
cape oi firemen and spectators. The 
area burned over was not less than 
-ten acres. Men were hemmed in 
seemingly, by the flames in every 
direction. The warehouse walls, 100 
feet tall, fell. Adventures were as 
common as they were spectacular 
When the fire Was over, Chief Horan 
counted his men and each one res 
ponded to his name.

“I want to meet the new- settlers at 
work on their farms, to meet the moth­
ers of this great new country at home 
in their cabins, filling in their years of 
commonplace but very real heroism. 
The lives of these> men and women 
have a very strong appeal for me 
Theirs is the true empire building, 
fact xvhich we are too apt to overlook 
for showier deeds. To meet these ‘peo­
ple of quietly heroic achievement is 
sufficient motive for this trip we are 
taking, but I also want the pleasant 
outdoor life. I should like to remain 
much longer at each point in the west 
for everywhere it has a strong attrac 
tion for me, but my duties will not 
permit me to do that this year."

This exceedingly interesting trip 
planned hy Miss Laut, although one 
which would startle most women, 
means only a delightful holiday to this 
mercurially bright- and cool and dar­
ing young woman who has in the past 
spent several years “roughing it” in 
search of health in the Rockies. On 
her return to New York Miss Laut 
will shortly afterwards leave for an 
extended tour through the Southern 
States in the interests of some maga­
zines with which she is editorially 
connected.

More Frequent Intercourse Between 
the Different / People.

Halifax, N.S., Aug. 3.—Addressing 
the Canadian Club yesterday, Lord 
Laval emphasized the need of more 
frequent intercourse between people 
of various parts of the Empire and la-! and of those of his colleagues, 
rqented the ignorance qf Britishers of

Regina, August 2.—With the open­
ing of the second week of the cam­
paign in Saskatchewan, the Liberals 
have 25 candidates in the field with 
eight nominating conventions to he 
held tomorrow, three on Tuesday and 
four on Wednesday.

It is undoubtedly a fact that 
many of these candidates were either 
selected by the Haultain organizers 
here or chosen by spiall committees 
in the constituencies. Evidence of 
this lies in the fact that the news­
papers have received no reports if 
Conservative conventions in several 
constituencies, but tlie men are in the 
field all the same. In two con­
stituencies, Duck Lake and Humbolt 
the Conservatives virtually admit de­
feat, arid hell ce they declare that with 
38 men nominated their list of candi­
dates is practically complete.

Reports frdrii all parts of the pro­
vince show that a keen fight is being 
waged by the Liberals in every con 
stituency, and the local organizations 
are hard at work whether the candi­
dates have been definitely named or 
not.

Hon. Walter Scott and Mr. Haul­
tain spent today in the city, the Pre­
mier coming in from Hanley, while 
he Opposition leader arrived from 
Üupar. Each addressed numerous 

meetings Last week and formed his 
impressions of the present campaign 
Stories have been put in circulation 
to the effect that the Premier is in 
delicate health, but his appearance 
gives the lie to such reports, and he 
declares that he is perfectly well. 

Confident of Victory.
Speaking of the campaign, Mr. Scott 

said, -‘ln every constituency which I 
have yet visited I found the Liberals 
enthusiastic and united. The local 
Liberal associations have large mem­
bership and the supporters of thu 
government are well organized all over 
the province.” Asked in what ques­
tions the, electors were displaying the 
greatest intei*. M Fn&lidh|fijeclar-
ed that the railway situation, and es­
pecially the declarations pi the Hud­
son Bay road policy, seemed to hold 
the greatest interest for the people. 
The people of the province realized 
that branch railway lines were badly 
needed and that the Hudson Bay line 
would do more than anything else to 
build up the province and get the 
producers better prices for thjtT 
produce.

The telephone question, the Premier 
said, was also interesting the electors 
in all parts and the government’s 
plan to bring out rural services was 
generally approved. His listeners 
had displayed a deep interest in the 
record of the government and ex­
planations given of the objects and 
efforts of the administration.

A cry of taxation had been set up
