irc halls and the automatic informa-
tion desk at once. The fire should
then be clearly reported and the re-
ceiver hung up in the usual way. By
he use of a clever circuit gotten up
oy Mr. Campbell, head switechman,
he subseriber who calls 29 eannot re-
Malicious calls can thus be
nstantly deétected by locating the
elephone from whence the call eame.

Were the ianformant .too exeited to
state clearly where the fire- was the
wfendant in the switch room ean as-
certain the telcphone mumber from
vhich the call came and give the in-
ormation as'to its location to the fire
chief.

This call must be used only for re-
vorting fire. The fire department are
now issuing a card of complete in-
struction which should be placed in
\ praminent position in front of the
elephonc. :

BIG TAX RECEIPTS.

One of the many cvidences - of the
léssening of the financial stringency
is givent by the large payments of
éity taxes during the past two ‘or
three weeks, in order to take advan-
tage of thé-maximum discount. The
beoks aré not all posted-up to Saztur-
day evening, when thé time limit for

28 the five per cent. discount expired,

but the . secrefary-treasurer  esti-
mates that opeér $250,000 has  been
paid in, This is a great increase
over last year and marks the best
season in the history of Edmontan.

" BOARD OF TRADE PROTESTS.

At a-meeting of the council of the Ed:
nionton Beard of Trade held yesterday
afternocn the guestion of the large num-
ber of violations of the fire bylaws allow-
ed by the city council was discussed. The
members deplored this lax enforcement
of this important bylaw as they felt that
it was having an injurious effect on the
city by preventing the insurance -base
rate from heing lowered. After some dis-
cussion the follawing resolution was pass-
ed and forwarded to the city council by
A. G. Harrisonn, secretary of the Board
of Trade.

“That the council of - the Edmonton
Board of Trade wish to protest very
strongly against the action of the City
Council in allowing frame buildings, or
framé additions thereto, to be construct-
ed within the fire limits from time to
time. >

“It is_considered that the City Council
are not\acting in the hest interests of the
ratepayers in so doing. If the City Coun-
¢il will agree to strietly enforce the fire
Ymits bylaw at present in existence, as-
, tance has heen given by the Under-

yeiters that a further reduction of 10
eents in-fire insurance rates can be ob-
fained, this would mean a saving of
about $10.000 every year to the citizens
of ‘BEdmonton. 1t is therefore requested
that mo further infringements bhe  al-
lowed.”

Ald. Béllamv called at the Board of
Trade offices this morning and. suggest-
ed- that a. comymittee of the Board. of
Trade and city council meet and go over
the fite bylaw: and suggest amendments or
draft a new.bvlaw, This could be then
submitted to the city council for their
approval and the city would thus have
a2 more practical bylaw than the one
now in force, which could be rigidly en-
foreced. suggestion is favorably ve-
garded by the members of the Board of
Trade axA if the citv conneil are willing
this ides -v'Y probably be carried out.

BAD MAN SENT TO PRISON.

Last evening a prisoner for the Ed-
nenton penitentiary, named Carl Lang-
Jon, alias Chas. Ryder, alias James and
seyeral other names was brought up
from Red Deer to serve a six years’ sent-
‘nee for horse stealing. A younger com-
‘ade in crime, named Harry Leech, was
yiven six months at Fort Saskatchewan
for the same offence. The sentences
were imposed by Judge Stuart at the ses-
sicn of the supreme court at Red Deer.
Langdon was convicted on one charge
ind pleaded gui'ty to six others. Leech
vso pleaded guilty. The criminals were
arvested last May at Rocky Mountain
House where they had been pursued hy
