EXPLOSION OF DYN

Dynamite Boat at Dock in Jersey City
town District of Manhattan—Offic
tions—No One is Reported as Kill

New York, Feb. 1.—A viole‘mt ex-
plosion shook the downtown district of
Manhattan shortly after noon today,
broke the windows of office buildings
in all directions over a wide area and
cuuseq intense excitement in the fin-
ancial’ and mercantile sections. it
wus first thought the explosion occurr- |
ed in the vitinity of the Standard Oil
Cémpany’s property - in Bayonne,
N.Y., across the Hudson River from
New York.
