Writes on Educational Matters.

LETTER NXNO. 4.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—I thank you very much
for the space you have allowed me for

my letters on the subject of Education.
I hope that my comments may set the
Members of the Legislature, as well
the . Teachers and the Public,
thinking.

1 should likKegto supplement what 1
have written by some remarks on the
Building Grant, voted about a couple
of years ago. One

s

for the purpose of erecting new
schools, and of equipping others, but
when this amount is distributed over
the whole country, what does it
amount to? It is first divided de-
nominationally. The Church of Eng-
land share amounts to something over
$20,000; but there.are 64 Boards of

this denomination in need of and
looking for a share. Amounts, vary-
ing according to different require-

ments, have been apportioned to the
Boards, to be repaid by instalments
ranging over 20 years, without inter-
est. ‘Strictly speaking - the Govern-
ment does no more than pay the in-
terest.

Take our own Board. The old High
School has had its day and must be
rebuilt. It is too small, is Dbadly
lighted and has no proper ventilation.
It is not worth enlarging or repairing.
A new site is found and a large field
purchased, the lLadies’ Auxiliary rais-
ing and paying $800 for it. A plan,
approved by the Government, placed
the estimate of a new wooden build-
ing at $7,000. The Board, outside of
paying salaries, had no funds. A
loan of two thousand dollars there-
was granted, deducting $100
2 vear out of the school grant for the
next 20 vears. In three years the
members of the Chureh, to their cred-
it, be it said, added $2,500 to this.
Another loan had to be obtained at
6 p.c. interest. The building is now
erected, furnished with modern fit-
tings, and 200 children are enrolled.
Not less than 3 teachers can suc-
cessfully teach such a number, 70 or
more of whom e infants, and a
Kindergarten teacher for those who
are tots has to be engaged at a nom-
inal salary.

Now, how dces a Board of Educa-
tion manage to finance such a matter
as this, without adequate funds? I
do not supposz that there-is a mem-

fore

ber of the Legislature who knows, or
perhaps carcs, much. After paying
teachers’ salaries, at a rate which is

disgrace to the profession,
the Beard, out of its Annual Grant,
(including that Magnificent Maximum
Sum of $160 for Higher Education),
finds itself with a 'balance of $§40,
wherewith to provide’ a year’s expen-
ses and maintenance. Out of this bal-
ance of $40, it pays $30 to the Chair-
man and -Secretary, for  a whole
year’s work of supervising the schools
and keeping the aeccounts; $75 are
paid for fuel; $22 for insurance; $48
for attendance, lighting fires, dusting
and washing, and $48 for interest; be-

simply a

hundred thousand |
ollars sounds a large sum of monecy |

-
sides numerous incidentals, repairing
flues, putting in coal, chopping wood,
&e.

I fancy

1 can hear some one in St.
John’s saving: “By George! this is
financing with a vengeance.” Where
can moneﬁ' for up-keep, wear and tear,
and all those contingencies be found?
Except for the scholars’ fees, which
press so hard on the Ilaboring man,
the Board must be, bankrupt. And oi-
ten it is so.

Now, who but the teacher, to whom
it ought to go to provide him a better

salary, pays that $100, stopped from
the grant to assist in erecting his
school-house? This was my conten-

tion in my second letter, that teach-
ers ought not to be forced to contri-
bute to the erection of the buildings,
in which they are to teach. Every
Board should have a Building Grant.

Now, look at this town; $15,000 can
be found out of the Revenue for the
erection of a large wooden building,
now relegated to the use of a Fire
Hall and Police Station. And $35,000
more for a brick building, to become
a Post Office and Custom House; plus
extras, painting, varnishing, linoleum
for floors, roller desks, easy chairs,
tclephones and electric light fittings,
furtaces, radiators, &c., &c., and the
up-keep.

And, in contrast, a loan of $2.,000
for a building in which to educate 200
{ children. One half of the $100,000
for the whole Colohy for schools, is
spent on two structares, one of which
iS unnecessary. And this is onily . a
specimen of what has its counterpari -
in every electoral district outside the
capital. I restrain myself from speak-
ing of St. John's. I am not referring
to the present Government, or any
other Government. I am simply stat-
ing faets.

Why does not the Legislature take
more interest in the Edueation of the
Colony? The subject receives bare
consideration, and ecertainly no seri-
ous discussion in thé Assembly. What=
ever is preposed, or is to be voted on,
is 'settled at a caucas mecfting of the
Cabinet, and the increase -is adopted
by a strictly party vote.

Either there is, or there i§ not, suf-
ficient tnoney in the country to pro-

vide for the education of the popula-
tion. Apparently there is money for
everything else. The F.P.U. have
formed a Union to protect and better
the Fishermen’s commeréial interests.
Who will be patriotic enough to do
the same for the fishermen’s children?
I contend (and I am prepared to
persevere till it is done), fiest, that
one dollar per head of the pepulation
is at the present time only Dbarely
sufficient to pay school teachers, and
to maintain their school houses:.
Secondly, that considerably more will
be needed to make (at least) every
Elementary School in the country free
to the scholars.. The solution lies
largely in the hands of the electors.
