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The Report of the School Board.
We should think that those who 

were bo very ready to charge the 
Board of School Trustees with total 
neglect or inattention to the interests 
of the Grammar School, will now do 
them the ored’t to admit that the 
charge was unfounded, and that they 
do manifest rs much interest in that 
institution as in the Common Schools. 
The Report which was presented and 
adopted at the meeting of the Board 
on Monday night, is good evidence of 
this, and we only hope that the recom­
mendation contained therein will 
have the effect anticipated, in adding 
largely to the number attending the 
Grammar School. But we must con­
fess that we do not expect such great 
results from the enforcement of the 
new rule as some who are more san­
guine. Twice before has the Board 
adopted a similar regulation, and yet
in both instances it failed in the effect 
anticipated. The organization of an 
English department distinct from the 
classical may draw a number of pu­
pils who wish to get a purely commer­
cial education in view of their enter­
ing upon business pursuits. But here 
another difficulty occurs which will be 
almost as fatal to a large attendance 
as if the study of classics were en­
forced in every case. According to 
the Grammar School Act. the stand­
ard for pupils in the English depart­
ment is relatively as high as in the 
classical. They are required to study 
the higher branches of mathematics 
which are of little use to those who 
wish only to require a good commer 
cial education. We fancy that there 
is no way of getting over this rule 
any more than there is of evading the 
requirements of the Act in reference 
to the study of classics. Until the 
Act is changed in this respect, and 
more latitude allowed in the admis­
sion of pupils and the standards re-

auired, both classical and English, 
tie difficulty now complained of in 
regard to attendance will still be the 

same, unless a school through the su­
perior attainments ot its masters and 
their success in teaching draws toge­
ther such a number of scholars as to 
satisfy the most ambitious of head 
masters. As the ease now stands, 
the Board have done all for the 
Grammar School which the law em­
powers them, and the public must 
now look.tOfcthc teachers for such re­
sults as they have led us to believe 
will follow the adoption and entorce- 
ment of the rule in regard to the

t>romotion of pupils from schools of a 
ower grade.

The United States and Mexico. 
The United States, like Russia, has 

her siek man, by whose bedside she 
watches with assiduity.

Rus­
sia cannot quietly smother the Turk 
and rifle his house without the inter­
ference of others who want a share of 
the spoils ; but with the United States 
it is only a question for its own deter­
mination what it shall do with Mexi­
co. All danger of foreign interference 
has passed away, and the world would 
do no more than look on. In view of 
fcho disturbances caused by the fac­
tions who are continually molesting 
the government of Juarez, the United 
Statesj it is asserted by well informed 
politicians, has determined to assist 
the Mexican President in maintaining 
law and order. It is generally be 
lieved that Gen. Rosecrans, United 
States minister to Mexico, is empow­
ered by the Executive at Washington 
to tender all the naval aid possible to 
the Juarez Government, and that

The Hamilton Railway By-

‘lS1 s1loum b? found "ec?s.sary t0 e,y LACROSSE MATCHable the Mexican authorities to crush 
the various factions there and estab­
lish a stable government. It is said 
that this action has been taken at the 
instance of the Juarez Government 
and the leading men of Mexico, who 
desire the establishment of the repub­
lic on a firm foundation, and to make 
an end of the intestine feuds which 
have so long distracted the country.
The Mexican authorities are, it ap­
pears, willing to surrender a portion 
of their northern territory in retupi 
for this support, and the whole pro­
ject commands.it is said, the approval 
of some of the leading military men of 
the United States. Mr- Seward.it is 
understood, made a very earnest op­
position in the Cabinet meetings and 
elsewhere to the scheme, looking to 
the acquisition of the territory, but 
he finally consented and agreed with 
the other members of the Cabinet on 
the subject. Gen. Rosecrans is in­
vested with discretion in the premises, 
but it is believed that the preceding 
outline of the^ future policy of the 
present Administration on the Mexi­
can question covers the ground.

Affairs in SPAIN.—The political 
situation is daily becoming more diffi­
cult and perplexing in Spain. From 
the accounts which reach us there is 
reason to believe that the anticipated 
rising will take place early in Septem­
ber, ns soon as the great heat is over.
The Ministry is seriously alarmed at 
the danger, but are making vigorous 
preparations to meet it. Gen<-Prim has 
just passed through Paris on his way 
from London to Vichy. The Govern­
ment gave orders to the yens d’armer ie 
that he should be treated with the ut­
most distinction, or in other words, 
that his movements should be care­
fully watched. There is need of it.
In the eyes of the Spanish revolution­
ists,Gen. Prim is emphatically “ the 
coming man ”

The Emir of Bokhara has accepted 
the Czar’s propositions for peace, ex­
cept one relating to fortifications.
