The Attorney-General, in an address de­
livered at Liverpool on the 7th ult., se­
lected the latter as one of his topics. He 
said that there was a whole cluster of 
questions connected with the land which 
must be considered by Parliament before 
long, and he specified, among these, the 
law of entail and primogeniture, of 
mortmain, the game laws, and above all, 
the transference of heritable property. 
Singling out the last named, he gave it 
as his opinion that land could be as 
cheaply conveyed from hand to hand as 
any other kind of property, instancing 
what Sir Robert Torrens had done in 
one of our Australian colonies, and stat­
ing that the great landowners of the 
country ought, for their own sakes, to 
move in this matter. Sir John Coleridge 
oould scarcely find words strong enough 
to express his destination of the game 
laws, by means of which we turned the 
agricultural population into criminals.
