son will be permitted to carry & roster
of forty players up to June 15, in place
of May 15, and the additional month
will' enable them to experiment and
ascertain the value of younger players
who heretofore have been shunted back
to the minors unless they flashed ster-
ling form during the pennant race.
An effort to increase the maximum
number of players permitted any one
club previous to June 15 from 40 to /0
was lost after the National League had
voted in favor of it and the American
L.eague against it, when Commissioner
Landis voted in the negative. How-
ever, major league clubs hereafter will
be permitted to have fifteen players
out under optional agreement in place
of eight, but the proposal to permit a
player being held under option for three
years in place of two was defeated.
