The most distinguished member of the
party is Sir Bdward Clarke, K. C. He
was Solicitor-General to the Salisbury
administration of 1886-92. In an inter-
wview he referred most feelingly to the
death of Lord Salisbury, which took
place after the party had left England
on its present trip.. “The death of Lord
Salisbury,” said Sir Edevard Clarke, “is.
a great loss to the British ¥mpire, and
indeed his previous retirement from ac-
tive political life. was a great loss in
the counfry. He was a man England
will find hard to replace.”

Referring to the present ‘political situa-
tion in the Qld Country, Sir Edward
i{Clarke remarked that the chief questions ’
at issue had only come prominently to
the fore since his arrival in Canada, and
it was difficult to judge of the detail and
actual policies advanced from ‘the mea-
gre press despatches. It was also most
unfortunate, for Canadian readers, that
these bore a more or less American col-
oring. This was a matter that all hoped
to see remedied before long. Owing to
the difficulties in the way of securing
reliable information as to the situation,
ete., Sir Edward ‘Clarke could not ex-
press an opinion on the questions at is-
sue.

Speaking of this present trip, he re-
marked that it was his first wisit to
Canada. On the journey across the con-
tinent they had seen a great deal and
had been greatly impressed with the
vastness and possibilities of the coun-
try. i
The ex-Solicitor-General~is an_inter-
esting man, and his distinguished legal
career has made ‘his name well-kkpown
throughout the (Empire. He represented
Sir William. \Gordon Cummings -in the
famous bacecarat’ scandal trial in 1891 in
which XKing Edwsrd, then Prinee of
‘Wales, gave evidence. He also appeared
as counsel jn the Oscar Wilde case, the
Penge case in 1877. the Bartlett case m
1886, and the!Dr. Jameson case in 1896,
and in many other causes celebres. His
treatises on the law of extradition are
standard works for the bar, and have
gone through several editions. He is
also a great supporter of the Englich
IChureh, the cause of which he has aided
most liberally ‘from his private purse
and in other ways, and for years he
taught a class in the Sunday school of -
his parish church, In appearance he is
a man. of small stature with a pleas-
ing face. He is 62 years of age.

Sir Edward Clarke is accompanied by

his son,. Mr. Percival Clarke, who is
also a@l.ondon parrister.
. Lord Lyveden, the leader of the visit-
ing party, has had one of the most re-
markable careers of any peer sitting in
the House of Lords. His father, the
Rev. and Hon. Courtenay John Vernon,
Was nephew of the second Lord Lyveden.
‘He has filled many roles in his time, in-
clqdmg those of waiter, actor, soldier,
sailor, steward, purser, gardener and
fisherman, Finally he succeeded to the
peerage.

Colonel Sadler is' the «Conservative
member for Middlesbrough. He is a
brilliant speaker and a supporter of Mr.
iChamberlain’s fiscal policy. He was also
one of those who was chiefly instru-
mental in the organization of the Trish
