“That her husband threatened teo kill
her and the whole family because she
did not talk enough to suit him, is one
of the novel charges Mrs. Frederica
Salmon makes against- her husband,
Henry Louis Saimon, .in a petition for
a divorce filed in the Superior court yes-
' terday,” says the San Francisco Chroni-
cle of Saturday. ‘*“The defendant, who
is a prominent and wealthy merchant
of Victoria, B. iIC., is also charged with
kidnapping two of the three children
whom Mrs. Salmon has clothed and
(schooled since she came to San Fran-
‘eisco in December, 1903. :

“Pauline Salmon, the three-year-oid
child who is still in the possession of the
mother at 643 Hyde street, is to be pro-
duced in Judge Hebbard’s court this
morning at 10 o’clock as the result of
Salmon securing a writ of habeas cor-
pus yesterday. Mrs. Salmon, who is of
a wealthy family and was prominent
in Victoria society, has engaged Attor-
neys John V. Powers and A. L. Hart,
of the law firm of Hart & Powers, to
represent her in the litigation, and de-
clares she will prosecute the case by
every process known to law.

“The plaintiff asks for an absolute
divoree. $150 a month alimony and
$1,000 . attorneys’ fees. While Mrs.
‘Salmon’s counsel was before Judge Gra-
ham yesterday attempting to secure -an
order preventing the defendant from
leayving the state, the husband was in
Judge Hebbard’s court securing the writ
of ‘habeas corpus which requires that
_Pauline Salmon be produced in person
‘in court this morning. Salmon charges
that his wife is not a fit person to have

In Finland

Procurator of Finnish Senate
Murdered by Man Disguised
as Officer.

n

Opens Fire on Son Who Runs to
the Assistance of His
Father.

Desperate Deed Looked Fgr In
Ordinary Revolutionary
Programme.

ELSINGFORS, FINLAND, Feb.
6.—Senator = Johnsson, procura-
tor-general of the Finnish Sen-
ate, and procurator-general of

Finland, was 'assassinated in his resi-
dence at 11 o’clock this morning,

The murderer, who was disguised as
an officer of the army, sent in a card
bearing the name ‘‘Alexander Gadd,”
and ‘at once was admitted.

After entering the room he faced the
procurator-general, drew a revolver and
fired four shots in quick succession.
Each shot tuok effect and Johnsson fell
almost instantly. 5

Johnsson’s son, hearing the firing,
came to his father’s assistance and the
murderer fired at him, wounding him
slightly. The assassin later was ar-
rested. :
Johnsson was born in 1856 and prac-
ticed at the Finnish bar. He was high-
ly esteemed and had held various gov-
ernment appointments including that of
provincial judge. He was appointed pro-
curatpr of the Sendte in 1901, and in
the same year was made -procurator-
general of the Duchy of Finland.

Johnsson was regarded as a wise and
patriotic official. 1t is understvod that
it was at his initiative that the Finns
exiled by ‘Governor-General Bobrikoff
were allowed to return to Finland.

‘Soisalon ‘Soininen, procurator-general
of Finland, who before he was enmnobled
was kmown by the name of Johusson,
wwas assassinated today by a young man
whose identity up to the present time
has not been determined. “The assassin
and Soininen’s son were both wounded
in a revolver duel following the killing.
The mwotive of the crime apparently was
purely ‘political, the slain offieial being
a prominent member of the government
party. The murderer appeared at the
| procurator’s residence at 11 o’clock to-
day and sent in a card bearing the name
of Alex. Gadd, who is in the Russian
service. The young man, who was
smartly dressed in an officer’s uniform,
was promptly admitted to the official’s
private study, and on his entrance fired
four shots from a revolver, one of the
bullets piercing the breast of the pro-
curator, who expired almost immediate-
ly. His seventeen-year-old son, hearing
the shots, rushed in from an adjoining
room and fired three or four shots at his
father’s assassin, whese right leg was
broken below the knee by a bullet. He
was also slightly wounded in the shoul-
der and a finger of his left hand was
struck. The assassin fired the one re-
maining bullet in his revolver at Soini-
nen’s son, wounding him slightly in the
calf of his right leg. He then endeavored
to escape, but fell to the floor. There
he was seized. Doctors were called im-
mediately bnt found the procurator be-
yond need of their services. The as-
sassin was removed to the surgical hos-
pital, where he lies gudarded by police,
answeripg ro questions and evidently
unconscious. His recovery, however, is
| thought tg be certain. Up to the present

The news of ‘the assassination of Soi-
salon _Soininen, procurator-general of
Finland, although occurring before noon
Monday, was not known generally in ‘St.
Petersburg last night, but may be ex-
pected to produce an immense sensation
‘when it becomes public, as it will be
regarQed as the precursor of an era of
terrorism, for which the events of Janu-
ary in ‘St. Petersburg und throughout
"Russga gave the signal. Until the
1deqnty of the assassin is known, it will
be ;impossible to establish positively the
reason for the attempt, but the present
cireumstances +in Finland render it al-
most certain that the crime is of a
purely political character and of tho
same nature_as the dssassination of
fC(_mut Bobrikoff, the governor-general of
'I:‘lull?lld, in- June last year. The Russi-
fication of Finland has been meeting
with great opposition and creating much
bitterness, especially since the formation
of -the party of active resistance, re-
cruited from the bolder spirits of the
original party of passive resistance, to
w!nch the = perpetrator of this latest
,crime probably belongs.

At the conference of the revolutionary
parties of Russia, comprising representa-

.|tives of the Kinnish active resistance

party, the Polish national league, the
Russuu} emancipatignists and other
revolutionary organi: tion, in Berlin last
November, a programyme for general con-
jcerted action was drawn up and the
assassin of Soininen undoubtedly was
in touch with the dissatisfied element
throughout Russia. As a matter of fact
never before in the history of the em-
pire have events of an anti-government-
al nature been closer in connection, as
has been shown by the universal spread
of the strike movement and the assas-
siation of Soininen, though principally
inspired by the grievamces of the Fin-
nish nationalists, undoubtedly also was
spurred on by the use of troops against
the strikers of St. Petersburg and els>-
.-where.

Little is known here regarding the
murdered official, but as the procurator-
general he was.the adviser of the Fin-
nish Senate, which incurred the enmity
of the anti-Russian -parties on account
of its alleged subservience to the pro-
cess of Russification, and ‘Soininen un-
doubtedly was selected as the repre-
sentative and responsible vietim.
