PRINCE NAPOLEON, PLON-PLON.
Napoleon the emperor made his younger
brother Jerome,king of Westphalia. By .lns
second wife,Catharine of Wurtemburg, King
Jerome left two sons the second of whom
was Napoleon Joseph Charles Paul, popul-
arly known as Prince Napoleon, Eorn at
Trieste in 1822. He was educated partl.y
at Rome, partly at Arenenberg, under his
cousin, who subsequently became Napoleon
IIL. His resemblance to the first Napoleon
was striking. His uncle of Wartemberg
provided his military education. In 1845 he
was allowed to remain in Paris for only tgn(”
months, In 1848 he supported the revéh‘x-
tion and in 1849 he accepted ‘fr.om Louis
Napol:on the post of minister at
Madrid, He kept quiet during the
coupd’etat of Dec 2, 1851, and on the estab-
lishment of the second empire in 186? he
took his seat in the senate and council of
state as sn imperial pricce. He was a gen-
eral of division in the Crimean war but was

soon recalled. He was a successful diplo-

mat in several things entrusted to Lim by

18 KING &Y. mr.&w.&

Napoleon Il 1n 1850 he married the
Princess Clotilde, daughter of King Victor
Emmanuel. He visited America in 1861.
In 1863 he spoke in the French senate
against the temporal power of the papacy.
At the inauguration of the statue of Na-
poleon I in Ajaccio in 1865, he made a
Sensational oration full of democratic
sentiments, which proved still less
Palatable than his previous speeches to the
emperor, who was then in Algeria, and
from thence addressed an official reprimand
to the prince, The latter immediately
_tl.lrew vp sll his public functions, including
his membership of the council of regency,
his opposition to the temporal power of the
Pope having converted the empress Eugenie,
Wwho had never been_ his friend, into his
inveterate enemy. But he speedily regained
the confidence of the emperor, Though he
constantly coquetted with the ultrs radicals,
they never ceased to regard him in reality
a8 an imperialist. Prince Napoleon
has long been nicknamed Plon-Ploa, his
,ambition as * well as his altempt
to reconcile imperialistic with extreme
liberal institutions subjecting him to eriti-
cism, to which the grotesque contrast be-
tween his impetuous demonstrations and
placid appesrance added a tinge of the ridi.
culous. In October 1872 he was ordered
to leave Paris, and on his resisting he was
forcibly expelled. He instituted an action
for 200,000 franes damages “against the
officers who arrested him. He: retired to
his mansion near Geneva with his wife and
two scns, the eldest, Victor, born in 1862,
was declared by will the heir of the late
prince imperial. Since young Napoleon’s
death Prince Napoleon has  been
going about quietly but no doubt con-
vinced that he is carrying the Napoleonic
dynasty on his shoulders. The manifesto
just issued by him in Paris is characteristic
of the man’s vanity and his tendency to do
something wild or grotesque every now and
then. Young Victor, his son, is twenty
years of age, and ' serving with the army of
France as a volunteer.

Hall to be Extrad

The court of appeal gave a unanimous
judgment against the prisoner Mall. Hall
was charged with changing the figures in
the books of the comptrotler, Newark,
Jersey.  Under a warrant from Judge
McKenzie, the prisoner is to be held for
extradition. Three writs for habeas corpus
have been issued. The chancery divisional
court and court of appeal, when
arguing the case before, were divided.
The appeal was from the judgment of the
common pleas division, quashing the habeas
corpus granted by Mr. Justice Cameron.
Mr, Justice Patterson in giving judgment
affirmed the decision of the common pleas
and dismissed the appeal, but held that the
former judgment given by the court of pleas
as to what was forgery was not binding
since the court was equally divided. He
held that the courts were one, and that
writs of habeas corpus could not be issued
trom each one of the divisions whose deci-
sions had béen given in some other division.
This being the Iast court before which the
prisoner can appear, he must be extradited.
