All day it looked as if another postpone-
ment of the Hanlan-Kennedy race was in-
evitable, A stiff gale from the southeast
blew over the bay, sutling up the surf in
long roilers over the beach and making a
vsea in which no racing shell could live.
Just before B o'clock a heavy thunder
storm accompanied by a brisk rain came on,
beating down the white caps and clearing
the air, so that both water and weather were
as favorable as could be,

Just before the finish Hanlan spurted at
32 per minute, while Keunedy, although a
long way behind, bit her up sgain and went
over the line in good style ;

The winner’s time was 19 mins. 4 sec.,
which is the fastest on record for a three-
mile race with a turp, but the accuracy of
the measurement of the course is doubted
by some. Kennedy’stime was 19,52, show-
ing he was about twenty lengths bebind,

REMARKS, :

At the start Kennedy was enthusiastically
cheered, and from all slong the beach came
shouts of encouragement. Hq responded
by putting his whole soul into his work, but
his every effort was vain, for it was or-
parent from the outseb that he was only
leading on sufferance, Hanlan rowed
steadily and well within himself. He knew
the reserve power .that wss in him, snd
while his oppovent was workiog himself
out, he-was calmly waiting for the proper
moment to come o ﬁo vo the front. It came
sppfoaching the mile buoy and without any
apparent extra effort he drew up level, and
then shot ahead and from that time out had
things all his own way. UF to the mile
the race had been pretty to look at. There
were fears of a foul and indications that
both men were going out of the course,
Hanlan was appsrently the first to discover
this and tlme%y geined several lengths. By
this time Hanlan had headed Kennedy ard
turned the stake-boat four or five lengths
in advapce, After turning the stake-boat
Hanlan occasionally reduced his stroke to
amioimum and rowad at ease, while Ken-
nedy kept npearly the same stroke through-
z e race,

was greeted with hearty cheers and appear-
ed as though returning from a practice spin
rather than Irolm 8 ms;ch‘ro:‘e.

Kennedy was seen at his room at the co}x:-
clusion of the race, and beiog asked if he
expected to win, said his defeat was unex-

ted, He further said, ““When I left the
E:cnt heuse, after rowin five hundr'ed
strokes I found some trouble with my slid-
jog seat, which prevented me from rolnni
more than three-quarters of a full stroke,
rowed an eighth of a mile out of the course,

Record of the Men.
EUWARD HANLAN

has, since the year 1876, when he won the
professional race at the Philadelphia centen-
nial easily, defeated all comers in any mateh
race. He has fuiled, however, in regattas,
and om one occasion had to admit znt he
did row to win, . Oa Aungqust 1851879,
he rowed a.dead heat with Riley at Barrie,
Kennedy, his presant-opponeat, being well
up, It was the opinion of many that
Hanlan won, Therefaree, however, ordered
the race to be rowed over azain, but Han-
lan declined. On Jane 17, 1880, he rowed
at Providence, R, 1., and took the famous
stitch in the side, retiring jast be-
fore reaching the turning buoys. These
fow mishaps bave been the only blots on a
phenomenal career,

His tirst match race af‘er the centennial
was with Wallace Ross on Toronto bay,
wheo, with odds on the New Brunswick
man, the centennial champion beat him
ouyilg. In another watch with Rors, on the
Kenebeccasiv, in the following year, after a
magnificent struggle fora livtle over a mile,
Ross tumbled out of his boat from exhsns-
tion, and left Haulan to go in alone, He
beat Plaisted on Toronto bay in May 1878,
Morris at Pittsburgh in June,and Courtney
in October of the same year at Lachine,
The fiasco with the latter at Chatauqua
lake ia another mtch is too well known to
need comment, His first vieit to Kogland
was in 1879, when he beat Hawdon aud
Elliott, returning with *‘ The Sportsman’s
challenge cup.” At Washington in 1880
be defeated Comrtney and also Riley.

JUHN A, KENNEDY'S

record 18 not as well knwn as Hinlan’s,

John A. Keonedy was born in Portland,
Me , March, 1858, snd when o condition
weighs 133 pounds, He received a good
education, and for a pumber of ycars fol-
lowed the jeweler's trade, but ill health
compelled him to give it up and take to
rowingas an exercise. He first appeared as
a profersional in a raceagainet John Frazier,
of Portland, for $100, distance five miles,

Kennedy winniny essily, He next defeated
0O'Donnell, of Purtland, for $400, He then
was matched against Driscoil, of Lowell,
being the first man of note in aquatic circles
he had to face, Kennedy winning very easily.
His next race wadg for the open scullers’
match for residents of the state of Maine,
which Kennedy won, He then appeared at
the open-scullers’ race held on Silver lake,
and suffered here his first defeat, coming in
second to Plafstéd, and defeating Frenchy
Johnson, Hosmer and others, Oa July 1,
1878, in an open race at Brockville, On-
tario, Kennedy finished third to Hanlan and
Plaisted, defeating Riley, Ten Eyck, Luther,
McKen and Elliott. In August he
rowed  a race with James H. Riley,
and was defeated by gurning the wrong
buoy. In Sep'embér of the same
year, at the regatta at Sturgeon Point, he
finished second to Eph Morris, and ahead
of Hosmer, Riley, P aisted, and others, In
June, 1878, Geo, W. Leze, who bad pre.
viously won the amateur championship,
made & match with K-nnedy at Greanwood
lake for $1,000, Kennedy winning hy four
lengths. With Davis as mate Le woo the
double sculling champiooship at B.ston on
July 4; won the sculliug race at Pitteburgh
Aug 8, but on Aug. 9 was forced to tinish
bebind Riley at the same place, but defeat-
ing Lee, Plaisted, and Layberger Aug 18,
av the regatta at Barrie, Ontario, wken Hane
lan and Riley rowed their dead heat, Ken-
nedy was o close up that msny thought il
three crossed the liue together, but
the judge decided against him. There
were eleven other starfers in  this
race. From Aug. 25 to S:ptember, 1880,

People Once lon—‘l':l_l.u to the Ferry

New York, May 31,—A number of per-

Most of the clothing is torn be-
yond recoguition. Those ivjared in the
disaster and still at the ho:pitals are all do-
ing well, abd in no case is it thought the
ivjaries will result fatally, The coroner
will subpeaa the bridge trustees, Superin.
tendent Martin and all others who ¢ give
iaformation in reference to the accident,
The bodies of the dead carried to the Cham-
vers ut, hospital were removed to-day to
the homes of their friends and preparations
for their buiial begun, 1 the dead and
injored have been 1dentified.

Traffic on the bridge has fallen off 75 per
cent. compared with yesterday and the ferry
boats are erowded.

We have 289 places where Sabbath services
are held, Our echools number 152, with
1172 teachers, and 9070 scholars.

The commite» on s'atistics reported a
membership of 8091, We have lost dutiog
the year by deaths and removals 915, The
reports show that the church has not been
forgetful of her missions during the year,
as 862 have been gathered intn her fellow-
ship Tke ordinary income of the stations
aggregates $35,011, showing an increase of
about $2000 for the year, We are pleased
to find our church propsrty is valucd at
$402,266, showing a net increase of $13,920
for the year,

AN ESPLANADE ECONONT,

HOW TEE GREAT WASTE OF SPACE CAN
BE RECTIFIND.

P

A Well Kuown Esgineer's Plan for Be-
Arranging the Raliway Tracks—A Aew
© Southern Sireet Not Necessary.

The special committee of the city council
having charge of Esplanade matters met a
vumber of railway men and representatives
at the city hall yesterday sfternoon. Mayor
Boswell was in the chair, Besides the com-
mitteeSthere were present W, B, Me-
Murrich,  solicitor for the Grend
Trurk company, E. B.. Osler and W,
Whyte of the Credit Valley, Edmund
Wragge of the Toronto, Grey and Bruce,
James Webster of the Northern, Wm.,
Govderham of the Midland, snd Mr, O,
Chanute, the well-known eivil engineer of
the Firié railway.

An amicable settlement of the
nroblem appesrs to be as far off as ever,
The Credit Valley and Toronto, Grey sad
Bruce compaaies both sent in letters stat-
ing what they consilered should be done,
The grievances of the Credit Valley are al-
ready well known,

Mr. Chanate had prepared a plan showing
that an expendiiure of large snms of money
might be avoided by s re-arrangement of
tracks on. the' Esplanade. This could be
done at ousdsurth the e of moving
the shuntimg gards to the outskirts of the
city, as proposed by the Grand Truok rail-
way company. To coostruct a ysrd, ten
miles of truck was e 3uiud, snd inciuding
the removal of the Grand Truok reilwey
roundhouse, it wou'd cost sbout $150,000
He did ot thiok the new roadway south of
the Esplanade was necessary to secure in-
creln(:’idcc'omm:dnion. %’bh might be
postponed for the present by a ”.‘"‘1;
mentof the existing track facilities,
plan he suggested would give about fiféy
per cent. more accommodation at the Union
station, A new street could be constructed
norih of the station, and three additional
tracks -could be lsid next to the on
the morth side, This would still
leave a street on both the north sod
south side of the Esplanade, The Credit
Val'ey aod Northern railways could ocenpy
two additional tracks, enteriog the station
and extending to Brock street, West of the
station a new yard could be made, consist
ing of eighteen parallel tracks, giviog about
double the capicity n w existing, by putting
them closer together and res the
approaches. This grid-i on of tracks would
cover the old water works property snd
the round house could be moved
south on Esplanade street. There wounld
also be ample sidiogs for unloading freight
direct from the care, and the lrﬁg{t sheds
could be moved back nearer Frout street,
This arrangement would cost from $30,000
to 850,00‘0. The yard lm‘d‘: uuder the
control of one company rarraoge-
ments could be made with the otber
companies A bridge across Jobn
street was unnecessary, Access could be
to the Credit Valley lots by filling in ashort
space by way of Simcoe or York sireets.
All these suygestions were made withou$
taking into consideration who owned the
land over which the re-arranged tracks
would extend, The committee were anxious
8> hear what Mr, Chanute had to ssy about
the Eiplanade east of Yonge street, He
wformrd them that it would take a
few days to draw up s  plsn,
He had pressing engagements at
present, but' promised to return in the near
fature. A voteof thanks was tendered Mr,
Chanaute,

The committee adjourned without taking
further action, M., McMurrich stated that
he had Mr Chanut's remarks taken down
in extenso  He would submit them, to
gether with traciogs of his plan, to the
Grand Truak people No'hing further can
he done until that compsuy ic heard from
again,
