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DEATH OV A VETERAN BROKER,

Mr. James Brewne Passes to His Hast After 
a Lobs Flannels! Career.

Mr. James Browne, senior partner of the 
firm of brokers of James and Phillip Browne, 
whose offices are lust west of The World 
building, died of blood-poisoning at his resi­
dence in Bafchurst-sfcreet early yesterday 
morning, aged 68. By the death of Mr. 
Browne, Toronto loses on# of its oldest, as to 
years, brokers, and the Stock Exchange parts 
with a faithful and tried treasurer.

The deceased gentleman’s father was an 
officer in the Commissariat Department of the 
British army, and while James was still a 
mere lad his father was sent to Australia from 
England. Nearly fifty years ago deceased 
came to Toronto, where he located perma­
nently. For thirty years he was connected 
with the Bank of Upper Canada, filling the 
important position of accountant of the 
Toronto branch, and subsequently of 
inspector. When the bank collapsed he 
was" appointed receiver, which position he 
held until the affairs of the institution were 
wound up.

About 1870 tie firm of James and Plullip 
Browne, brokers, was formed, with offices at 
Melinda and Yonge-streets. Lately the firm 
moved to their present premises in King- 
street. Mr. Browne was one of the original 
members of the Toronto Stock Exchange. He 
filled the office of presidentafor two years, and 
has been its treasurer for a number of years. 
The latter office was persistently pressed upon 
him by the Exchange, which reposed in de­
ceased the utmost confidence.

Mr. Browne was of a retiring disposition, 
and his business and methods were of a truly 
conservative I character. He has been a mem­
ber of St. Phillip’s Church for a long period 
of years. Speaking of him last evening to 
The World, President W. J. Baire<, of the 
Stock Exchange, said Mr. Browne was 
universally likea, Doth inside and outside of 
the Exchange, for his many excellent qualities 
of character and sterling integrity.

The funeral takes place this afternoon at 4 
o’clock from 342 Bathurst-street to St 
Phillip’s Church.

The conductor of 
the freight had found the grade too heavy 
and had divided his train in two
parts, sending half ahead with the 
engine. A. brakeman was sent back 
along the line with a lantern to warn the 
express, which was then almost due. The 
engineer of the express did not notice the 
warning signals of the messenger end kept 
right ghead. It was only when a
very short distance off that he noticed 
a light from the train in front of
Mm. The engine was reversed, but too late. 
In a moment a terrific crash came. The en­
gine crushed into the rear oar, breaking it ,to 
pieces and igniting its cargo of vitriol, the-flre 
sppedily "spreading in all directions.

ZOBEHR PASHA.

The Egyptian Government Meditating His
