Bir John Thompson Turns the Tables on
the Sage of Bothwell—-Dobate on the
Address Ended—Various Private Bills
Introduced ~Numerous Petitions Fav-
oring the Two.Uent-n.Mile Fare,

OTTAWA, March 19.—The House has got
down to business. The address in reply to
the Governor's speech was passed to-night
at half-past nine and notice given of the
Buaget Speech for Wednesday, and of the
introduction of the tariff amendments at
thé same time, 8o that when the House ad-
iuurna on Wednenday night for Easter the
ikelibood is that the country will be in pos-
session of the tariff changes. Of course no
one knows just what the changes will be,
but many surmises have been made. It is
likely that there will be quite a number of
reduotions made in the interest of the farm-
ers, especially to the Northwest. The tariff
will also be simplified in the matter of classi-
fication. The mals duty may be reduced by
half & cent & pound. It is now two cents a
pound, having been doubled a few years ago.

The Opposition nave not made much capi-
tal out of the address, The Government de-
cided not to debate it, and so the Liberals
had to do all the talking themselves.
Mr, Martin of Winnipeg closed the
debate, and made a rather heavy speech.
But it contained points and bis side cheered
him as he made them and they look on him
as an acquisition to their ranks.

Sir John Thompson got neatly back at
Hon, David Mills in regard to the use of the
word viceroy in the address, and no one
laughed so heartily at the collapse of the
philosopber of Bothwell as his own friends.
Sir Ricbard Cartwright and Hon. Mr. Davies
are laughing over it yet.

The Nova Scotia members who remained
behind for the local elections a re arriving in
town. The Conservatives claim that they
have made substantial gains and that they
have reduced the previous majority of 18 to
ome of 10 and defeated one member of the
Government from Cape Breton. Formerly
the Fielding Government commanded seven
out of eight seats on that island; now they
have only two. -

Petitions Favoring Two Oents s Mile,

Petitions are beginning to pour ioto
Parhament in favor of a two-cent
railway passenger rate. Already three
county councils of Ontario have presented
unanimous petitions in favor of the measure,
Mr. Henderson of Halton presented that of
the council of his county and Mr. Cochrane
that of the municipality of Northumberland-
Durbam. To-day Mr. Carpenter, the mem-
ber for Wentworth, presented a like petition
from the municipality of Wentworth.
These municipal petitions are to the
effect that all railways seoking charters
for operating in the Province of
Ountario be required to -carry first-class
passengers at a inaximum rate of two cents
a mile and second-class passengers at a
maximum rate of 1){ cents per mile, and
that such amendments be made to theseveral
railway charters in operation in Ontario as
sbould briog them within the suthorized
rates, The trades and labor bodies in the
various pdrts of the country are also sending
in petitions to tlie same effect, these petitiocs
80 far coming mainly from Ottawa ,Hamilton,
Guelph, Toronto and St. Catharines, So far
about 30 petitions from labor bodies have
come in, -

Walker heard every
word that his late rtoor said and
interpolated a running commentary “That’s
a lie,” **That’s true,” while MacWherrell
was touching on bis connection with Walker:
Walker caught on to the big lie in Mae-
Wherrell’s opening statement that he had
met Walker at Fitzgerald’s Wadneﬂdu;

did.

CHAMBERLAIN'S MIND WAS BLANK.

Hiis Interesting Evidence in the Perjury
Cnse—The Peoulinr Way in Which
Liquor Affected Him,

WiNNiPEG, March 19,—Chamberlain, who
was on Saturday convicted of perjury at
the recent Dominion elrctions here, will not
be sentenced until the close of the present
assizes,

At the trial Chamberlain took the stand in
his own defence. Hesaid he came to Winni-
peg in November to Jook at some la nd, then
to visit his son at Crary and floally to go on
to the coast. ad drunk some during his
life, but previous to his coming to Winnipﬁg
had nov drunk Anythinf for two years, He
did pot come with any intent to commit an
election fraud, Liquor always affected his
head so that he did pot know what he was
doing. In Montreal nine years ago he had
taken too much liquor and after that there
was a complete blank for several days, On
the morning of the Winnipeg election ke got
pretty full at Pat O'Connor’s hotel about
10 o'clock. = After that the blank came
on, The blank came on about 11 or 12
o'clock. This was the second time the blank
bad come on in his life. Did not remember
anything after the blank came on in the
morning of the election. Before the blank
came on in ‘the morning he bad a list of
voters pressed upon him, by whom he did
not know. If hedid any of these things
charged be did not remember them. When
be came to himself it was on the same after-
noon, He could not say just what time. He
was in & big room under arrest. Did not
recollect saying that he had voted 16 times.
He did pot recollect taking any oath what-
ever on the day of election. He could not
consciously have done any such thing,

To Mr, Howell: Had not lost consciousness
since, Everything about the election was a
blank, Consciousness was just returning
when he tore up the letters and threw them
on the floor.

He must bave voted in an unconscious
state, He was drunk, Must have changed
his plug bat for a cap after he voted as
Matthew Leggatt and found his way from
the booth to the hotel. He must bave voted
for Matthew Leggatt during tbe blank,
When he came to know Clarke was a police~
man, because be had been poiuted out as
such at the Seymour House before the blank
came on,

MURDERED WHILE HE SLEPT.

USRS .

HIS BLOOD-DRENOHED BODY FOUND
AN A TRUXNK,

Blood Btains on a Sink Lead to the Dis-
covery of a Terrible Crime in London
~The Murderess Changes Lodgings,
Carrying Her Victim's Body With Her
~The Trunk Found in Her Bedroom,

Loxpon, March 19.—To-day a sensation
was csuué by the discovery of a crime that
in 1ts details resembles the notorious Gouffe
murder that occurred some timo ago in
Paris. An Austrian woman named Marie
Hermann, who is well known to the police as
& pight prowler, recevtly rented a small
room in a house in Graffon-street. On
Thursday night last she, in company with an
eiderly man, was seen to enter the room.
Subsequently loud quarreling was beard,
but no sattention was paid to this disturb-
ance, A woman named Hutchins, who
lodged with the Hermann woman, on Friday
found blood stains on a sink aod spoke to the
Hermaun woman about them, The latter
passed the matter off lightly, but on Satur-
day shie chauged her lodgings, taking better
apartments in Marylebone-street. She took
with ber a heavy trunk, which sbs asked
should be carefully handled,

Meantime the suspicions of the Hutchins
woman were aroused, In addition, it be-
came noised about the house that the man
who had gone to Hermapn's room had
not been seen to leave it. The Hutobins
woman, after learning her new address, in-
formed the police,

¥ound the Body in the Trunk,

Officers were sent to the bouse in Maryle-
bone-street, and a search was made of the
apartments occupled by ber.. The truok
which the woman had been so careful about
was in the room., The police forced it open
and tound in 1t the body of the missing man.
His head bad been battered, evidently with
some blunt instrumeunt. The body present-
ed a frightful appearance and the clothing
in which it was attired was drenched with
blood, The Hermann woman was at ouce
taken into custody on a charge of willul
murder,

The body has been recognizad as that of a
well-to-do ex-job master nsmed BStevens.
He was 76 years old. It is believed that the
Hermann woman had an accowmplice in com-
mitting the murder, as Stevens was a mus-
cular man. [t wmay e, however, that he
was killed while asleep, . The prisoner is 43
yearsold, She is ugly almost to repulsive-
ness.

Killed His Father for Striking His
Mother.

CHICAGA, March 19.—~Adam Haber, a car-
penter of Lake View, was shot and killed by
his son, George, about 12 o’clock last night,
A quarrel between Haber and his wife was
the cause of the tragedy.

BURGLARS DRERAD THE LASH,

The Punishment of Whipplog ;ropnd To
Work Well In New South Wnlg,

Vicroria. B.C.,, March 19.—A Measure
now before the = Legislature of New South
Wales, entitled “The Burglary Suppression
biil,” recites that “the crime of garroting
and certain other crimes arve now punisbhable
with whipping, in addition to imprisontent
in the discretion of the court, and it has been
found from experience that the dread of
whipping as a puishment has in o great
measure had a very salutary effect as a de-
terrent in ehecking the commission of such
crimes.”

With a view to check and, as far as prac~
ticable, prevent the commission of the crime
of burglary and other, crimes enumerated,
iv is stated that it is expedient to amend the
1aw relating to whipping, The offences
enumerated in the schedule in respect to
which it is proposed to give the courts dis-
oretionary power to order whipping are
burglary, housebreaking, robbery from the
person with and without striking or wound-
ing, wounding with ntent to do bodily
harm, resisting arrest, assault with intent
to commit a felony, assault and dis-
turbances by pushes, picking pockets and
the offence ordinarily known as the confi-
dence trick,
