The 25th annual convention of
the Nova Scotia Farmers' Associat-
ion opened in Bridgetowa at 2.30
Tuesday afternoon, the Primrose
Theatre being taxed to its full seat-
ing capacity to accommodate the
delegates and the large number of
llocal farmers in attendance. Pres-
lident J. Howe Cox, of Cambridge,
{ Kings County, occupied the chair.
| After the usual preliminary of open-
|ing had been regularly attended to,
{Mr. Cox gave a3 very interesting
'address. copies.of which were then
}distributed among the audience.

Mr. Cox paid a neat compliment
|to the town of Bridgetown, at the
| head of navigation on the Annapol-
lis River, and referred especially to
the beautiful appearance of the
Valley in blossom time and the
harvest season I am sure, he said,
we can thank Providence for a
bountiful harvest for the year 1920.
The potato crop was the largest
ever in Nova Scotia, but unfort-
unately one quarter of it was affect-
ed by rot. The apple crop was
better than expected; over one
million barrels weie gathered and
the prices ranged from $2.75 to
$3.50 tree run. The Nova Scotia
Shippers’ Association succeeded in
reducing the marine freight rates,
making a saving of $250,000. He
hoped permanent buildings for
exhibition purposes at Halifax
would soon be erected.

The Agricultural College at Truro

was doing good work, and altbough
the Association had severely critic-
ized the Soldier Settlement Act
'when first introduced, yet many re
lturned soldiers had accepted the
Government's offer and over $1,250,
000 had been loaned in Nova
Scotia, and 90 per cent of the men
had fully met their interest. He
recommended a school for Dairy-
ing be established in the Province,
and that farming subjects be taught
in our schools. He said that the
Experimental Station at Kentville
had done goed work under superin-
tendency of Professor Blair, and he
praised those who were responsible
for having clover hullers brought
into the country. Mr. Cox said
‘“swe are in greater need than ever
of the proposed stockyards and cold
storage plants at Halifax. ‘Over
two hundred carloads of live stock
were shipped from the Maritime
Provinces to Montreal during the
past season and such a plant would
prove a great advantage to stock
raisers.”” Mr. Cox also referred to
prohibitive freight rates, and other
subjects such as markets, co-opera-
tion, sheep, swine poultry, etc.
The next on the programme was
an address on ‘“The Business End
of Farming,” by Professor A.
Leitch, Director of Survey, O. A.
C. Guelph. Mr. Leitchis a good
speaker and his address was greatly
appreciated by all who were there.
It brought forth considerable dis-
cussion and Prof. Leitch proved
himself fully qualified to answer
every question that was asked him.
The appointment of a resofution
committee and other routine bus.
iness was followed by an adjourn-
ment #fMtil 8 p. m.

TUESDAY EVENING

During the early part of the
evening from 7 to 8 p. m. many of
the delegates attended the Prim-
rose Theatre, enjoying a moving
picture show in the same hall in
which they opened the evening
session at 8.45 p, m. This was
opened with addresses of welcome
from His Worship Mayor J. W.
Salter and E. A. Hicks, President

of the Bridgetown Board of Trade.

Good Speakers Drew Large Audiences---Important
Resolutions Passed—-Officers Elected.

WEDNESDAY MORNING

The session was devoted to the
reading of the Directors’ Report
the Financial Statement which
showed a balance of $731,10 on
hand, the report of the provincial
exhibition committee, superintend-
ents of agricultural associations, etc.

WEDNESDAY AFTERNOON

The first speaker was Prof. A.
Leitch of Guelph, Ont., who by
special request gave another inter-
esting talk on ‘‘the business end of
farming”’ or what perhaps might de
called a continuation of Tuesday
afternoon’s address. Prof. Leitch
is oue of the most popular speakers
on the programme. He was foll-
owed by A.B. MacDonald,of Truro,
on ‘Markets and  Livestock
Marketing.””  After the usual
discussion and  questions Mr.
MacDonald was followed by W. A.
MacKay, alse of Truro, his sub-
ject being “dairying.” The meet-
ings were the best attended of any
convention ever held in this town,
standing room only being available
at this afternoon’s session.

WEDNESDAY EVENING

The hall was again filled to cap-
acity, and Professor J. L. Trueman
gave a splendid address on “Past-
ures.”’

H. J. Logan, of Ambherst, who
arrived during the evening, spoke
on “The:'Union of the Maritime
Provinces.” The audience was de-
termined to have a few more words
from Prof. Leitch and also some-
thing from Dr. Cummings, both of
whom spoke

Mr. F. G. J. Comeau, General
Freight Apent of the D. A. R.j
spoke briefly on the development
of Nova Scotia. This was followed
by a series of moving pictures on
orcharding, farming, spraying,
dairying and poultry, raising in
the Annapolis Valley and along the
entire territory covered by the
‘‘Evangeline Route,”’

While the regular evening session
adjourned abont 11 p. m., the ma-
jority of the delegates remained in
the hall -until midnight, enjoying
the D. A. R. pictures and having a
general good time.

THURSDAY MORNING

Resolutions calling for further
legislation beneficial to the farming
industry and the election of officers
were the chiel features of the clos-
ing  session of the twen-
| ty-fifth annual convention of the
| Nova Scotia Farmers’ Association.
I’I‘he Association urged by resolution
that more attention be paid by
Provincial Government and by the
Federal Government to immigrat-
ion as it effects Nova Scotia, em-
phasizing the need for men with
agricultural éXperience and captial
to purchase farms, for agricultural
laborers and for domestic help.

A resolution was adopted recom-
mending a survey of the agricul-
tural conditions in Nova Scotia by
the Provincial Department of Agri-
culture, with the aim of procuring
all available information upon the
cost of  production under present
methods as compared with that
under different methods. A com-
mittee was appointed to inter-
view the Minister of Railways, and
the general manager of the C. N. R.
to protest against high freight and
passenger rates on Canadian rail-
ways.

The Association went on record
