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both with the English language, and with the dia-
lect of some native tribe ; so that they may save
a great part of the expense of interpreters, and
may be employed, according to the new systems
of education, in the office of monitors. The
parents of these children wiil pay for their board
and education, and the annual premium may be
fixed at such a rate, as will, in some degree, ex-
ceed the expense. The profit which will thus
accrue to the master, will render it the more easy
to find a person of -adeqhate abilities to undertake
that important charge.

Taking into consideration this additional source
of emolument, and other facilities, which the Hud-
son’s Bay Company have the means of procuring
to the establishment, it is probable, that if a regu-

lar fund of five or six hundred pounds a year can -

be appropriated to the object, this may be sufficient
both to afford adequate salaries to the master and
assistants ; and also to defray the charge of main-
taining constantly from twenty to thirty Indian
boys and girls on the establishment. But as the

* expenses cannot as yet be ascertained with minute

exactness, it will be most prudent to begin with
a smaller number of scholars, and extend the scale
by degrees. -
